National POW/MIA Recognition Week is
Sunday through Sept. 16.

The luncheon, -which is scheduled -for

Mess, will feature former prisoner of war
James C. Spencer as the guest speaker.

Mr. Spencer was born May 11, 1914. He
attended Texas Tech University for his
undergraduate study. He graduatedin 1936 at
the age of 22. Later, he studied law at Geor-
getown University, Washington, D.C. and

the University of Texas in Austin.

In 1939, he was elected to the 46th Texas
State Legislature for a two-year term. After
his term ended, he served as an Army Combat
Medic in the Pacific. He was captured in 1942
and subsequently spent approximately three
years as a prisoner of war at Bataan prison
camp in the Philippines. He returned from
captivity in 1945.

Following that, he was elected to the 50th
Texas State Legislature in 1947 for another
two-year term. After his second term in the
state legislature, he served as a county judge

from 1949 to 1953. Mr. Spencer settled in
Lubbock in 1953, taking a job with the post
office.

He is an active member of the American
Ex-Prisoners of War, having been a past
commander of the organization.

“Mr. Spencer’s experiences as a former
POW combined with his experience as a
judge and on the state legislature should
result in a very interesting and informative
talk” said Capt. Dan Kennedy, POW/MIA
Week project officer.

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — Despite a planned cut in
variable housing allowance rates in September, military
people will not receive smaller end-of-month checks.

Any VHA cuts will be offset by advance VHA payments
in the same amount. That temporary measure will allow the
Department of Defense time to continue its efforts to con-
vince Congress to lift the VHA spending cap for this fiscal

VHA advance. If Congress does not act, people will have to
repay the advance beginning sometime after January.

If a VHA cut is necessary, the Air Force accounting and
finance center will provide each VHA recipient a letter
showing the reduction for each grade at the with- and without
dependents rate. Only the pay period Sept: 16 to Sept. 30
would be affected. '

Previously established VHA rates would resume in Octo-
ber.

September VHA cuts would vary by pay grade and depend-
ency status. For example, an E-1 with dependents would

receive a $28 VHA cut and an O-6 with dependents would
receive an $80 reduction. VHA cuts would be the same at all
locations.

Congress established a spending ceiling of $1.115 billion
for VHA this fiscal year. The Department of Defense reduced
VHA rates in January to comply with that ceiling.

However, increases in the number of people drawing VHA
and changes in duty locations have caused more VHA spend-
ing than expected.

Unless rates are reduced, VHA spending will exceed the
ceiling by about $27 million this fiscal year.

KEESLER AFB, Miss. (ATCNS) — From
1965 through 1971, the U.S. Air Force and
the U.S. Navy dropped more than two million
tons of bombs on the Ho Chi Minh Trail in
Lagps — more than were dropped by U.S.
forces in all theaters of operation during
World War IL. ]

Despite the intensity of the bombing, the
supply efforts of the North Vietnamese con-
tinued almost uninterrupted down the trail.

Further, the bombing actually proved
counterproductive to the American cause.
Vast areas of Laos were destroyed, turning
the Laotian people against the Americans. A
massive refugee problem — 700,000 Lao-

tians were displaced — was inflicted on the -

struggling government.

Although the U.S. government conducted
a vigorous, covert air campaign against the
communist in Laos, it was reluctant to
commit ground troops to the area.

The joint chiefs recognized they had failed
to prevent the North Vietnamese from using
the Laotian panhandle to push men and sup-
plies down into South Vietnam. They pro-
posed to solve the problem by launching a
ground force invasion into southern Laos.

General William Westmoreland prepared
a detailed plan of operation. However,
American planners in Washington overruled
the plan, deciding fewer lives would be lost

»by trying to destroy the trail with technology.
Millions of dollars were spent on research
to develop complex and ingenious surveil-
lance devices to monitor troop movement
and, more importantly, track movement, on
the trail. These devices would allow the Air
Force to zero in on selected areas and bomb
the Viet Cong, their North Vietnamese sup-
pliers and the supplies.
The surveillance program was dubbed

“Igloo White.” It incorporated a variety of °

intelligence weapons, including airborne
radary inftdred and white light intensifying
devices and camouflaged seismic intruder
devices. The latter, which were air dropped in
great numbers, hung in trees or stuck in the
ground, detecting vibrations from the move-
ment of men and vehicles.

Although sophisticated, Igloo White did
not quite live up to its expectations. Even the
efforts of the AC-130 Specter gunships, the
finest gun platforms made, were not able to
stop supplies coming down the trail. In 1968
alone, it was estimated that 100,000 to
150,000 Viet Cong and North Vietnamese
troops moved supplies down the trail unham-
pered. :

The catch
was that instead of 60,000 American troops
moving across the entire width of the trail,
17,000 Vietnamese Army troops would in-

Church bells rang out for
Mexican Independence

Miguel Hidalgo y Costilla, Mexican priest, is called
the Father of Mexican Independence.

Historians write that on the night of Sept. 15, 1810,

. Mexican patriots rode to the little town of Dolores, in

- Guanajuato. They went to warn the priest of Dolores,
Miguel Hidalgo y Costilla, that their plans for an inde-
pendence movement had been discovered.

Early on the morning of Sept. 16, Father Hidalgo
rang the bells of his church in the village of Dolores.
Herallied his followers in an open revolt for independ-
ence against their Spanish rulers.

The bells were still ringing as he shouted the famous
Grito de Dolores, or Cry of Dolores: “Long live Our
Lady of Guadalupe! Long Live Independence! Down
With Bad Government! Viva La Libertad!”

The priést inspired an alliance of Indians, Creoles
and radicals in their fight against the royalists.

He called on the people to drive out the foreign
rulers, and lead untrained soldiers against the Spanish

« troops.

" For a short time Hidalgo’s forces were successful,

buy they could not stand up against the well trained,
well equipped Spaniards. The army was routed at
Guadalajara.

Father Hidalgo then fled north hoping to reach the
U.S. A year later, he was betrayed, captured and put to
death. He did not live to see Mexico free from Spain, but
his country still honors him.

Mexico now celebrates Sept. 16 as Independence
Day. Each year on Sept. 15, the president of Mexico
rings a bell in Mexico City and repeats Father Hidalgo’s
Grito de Dolores. Almost every town in Mexico has a
Hidalgo monument or a Sixteenth of September Street.

Father Miguel Hidalgo y Costilla was from Gua-
najuato, educated in Morelia and Mexico City. He went
to the parish of Dolores in 1803.

He was a man of liberal ideas. His visions of social
reform and the return of independence for the Indians
provided inspiration for later revolutionary movements
in Mexico.

Hidalgo’s Grito was a cry for social justice. A justice
not to be limited to ‘whites only’ but embracing the
mestizo, village Indian and the black slave.

Several questions of eligibility for the Air Force Recogni-
tion Ribbon indicates there may be some confusion about the
criteria for award and wear.

Job retraining available

AIR FORCE MILITARY PER-
SONNEL CENTER, Randolph
AFB, Texas (AFNS) — First-term
airmen wishing to re-enlist in 10
additional Air Force Specialties
will have the opportunity to do so
this year.

Ten skills recently were deleted
from the “constrained list” after an
Air Force evaluation of manning
levels.

The career job reservation pro-
gram is designed to manage skills
that are projected to have more
noncommissioned officers than
would be required if no CJR limits
were established. A CJR is needed
by all first-term airmen to re-enlist.
Quotas for 11 CJR “constrained”
skills are limited and distributed on
a proportionate basis.

Airmen selected for re-enlist-
ment by their unit commanders
may apply for a CJR through their
base career adviser. The applica-
tion may be filed as early as the first
duty day of the 35th month of a
person’s current enlistment (59th
month for six-year enlistees). This
is known as the “protected” month.
On the 25th day of the protected
month, a limited number of CJRs
are issued to airmen in constrained
skills.

Airmen not receiving a CJR are
then placed on a waiting list by date
and time of application. On the
150th day prior to their date of
separation, these airmen are re-
moved from the waiting list and
advised to consider retraining.

Voter information on candidates
available via telephone

WASHINGTON (AFNS) —
Military people and their families
now have access to voter informa-
tion on candidates for president,
vice president, US. Senat® and state
governor through a worldwide tele-
phone system.

The Voting Information Center,
organized by the Defense Depatt-
ment, Noncommissioned Officers
Association, Anheuser-Busch
Corp., and the Democratic and
Republican national committees,
will provide recorded messages
from candidates. _

The telephone system is part of a
campaign to increase awareness
about national and state elections.

In a sarvey conducted after the

1984 general election, 20.8 percent
of military respondents said they
did notvote because they were not
familiar with candidates and issues,
or they had no candidate prefer-
ence. The system was developedin
an effort to serve this need.

The telephone system is avail-
able free through the worldwide
AUTOVON network. The touch-
tone number is 285-4333; rotary
number is 221-6100.

People also may call from private
phones, paying long distance
charges if necessary, by dialing
rotary (703) 325-6100, and touch-
tone (202) 504-4323.

Callers using touch-tone phones
will be able to select messages they

want to hear by touching additional
numbers after being connected to
the system. Callers with rotary dial
phones will reach an operator who
will connect them with the mes-
sages they wish to hear.

For more information on candi-
dates and issues not covered on the
recorded messages, callers can
leave their names, addresses and
telephone numbers. Requests will
be answered by mail.

Now, after years of
rebuilding the “hollow
forces” of the '70s, defense
outlays have gone from

$225.6 billion* in FY70 to
$243.5 billion in FY88. The
non-defense outlays rose
from $283 8 billion* in 1970
to $626 b.'lion today — 11
times the average real growth
of defense.

To blame the current
budget ddiicit problem on
increased Jefense spending
is nonsense.

On a regular basis I lift weights, run and
bicycle, atalevel of about five activities per
week. What foods should I eat to help
maintain my energy levels and to ald in
quick recovery?

Recent studies from the University of
Texas Human Performance Laboratory sug-
gest that consumption of carbohydrates
within one to two hours after exercise will
encourage rapid replenishment of muscle
glycogen stores. Glycogen is the form in
which carbohydrates are stored in our
muscles to provide energy tous. You can also
maximize glycogen storage by eating fre-
quent carbohydrate meals throughout the day
rather than one or two large meals. Studies

suggest that “grazing” on carbohydrates
provides a steady supply of glycogen to our
muscles. Some examples of high carbohy-
drate foods are fruit, brown rice, pancakes,
wheat bread, pasta, and even popcomn. But
don’t rely on carbohydrates alone to refuel.
Use them during the first 6 hours following
exercise, especially if you plan to work out
again within 12 to 24 hours. Be sure your diet
includes vegetables, legumes (beans and
peas), grains, fish and chicken to also replen-
ish essential vitamins, minerals and fiber.

I recently started a weight lifting pro-
gram and I am experiencing a lot of sore-
ness the day after I work out. Why is this,
and will it be like this forever?

Sore, stiff muscles, tendons and ligaments
and joints are all aspects of “good pain” that

It
is a common part of the aging process and
may affect as many as 25 percent of all
women over 65. First, make sure you get
adequate amounts of calcium in your diet.
Women need between 1,000 and 1,200 mg.

Excellent sources of
calcium are dairy products, broccoli and tofu.
There are also many calcium supplements
available. Exercise can help prevent osteopo-
rosis, t0oo. Like muscles, bones become
thicker and stronger with use.
