CausesOf The Europeanwar
Among the many explanations

of the causes of the European
war, one of the most satisfactory
is Riyen by the editor ot the
Dallas News under the caption
"Conquest Is a Costly Folly," The
editorial follows:

In searching for the causesof
the European war consider the
sequenceof events:

In 1871 Germany, aftercon-querin-g

France, not content to
assessits damageswholy in mon-

ey seized Alsace and Lorraine,
two of France's provinces and
thus brought underits dominion
people who were alien to it in
blood and hostile to it in senti-
ment.

In 1909 Austria made bold by
the support of Germany seized
Bosnia and Herzegovil in a vio-

lation of the treaty of Berlin and
broughtunderits dominion people
who were alien to it in blood and
hostile to it in sentiment The
consequenceof its robbery was
more than that. It blasteda law-

ful, natural and even laudable
aspiration for a Slavic Empire
and begot a fanaticism. It was
this fanaticism that causedwhat
Germany termed "royal murders"
and it was these royal murders
that made the occasion of the
Austrian' declaration of war on
Servia which in turn- - was the

' occasionof the present European
war.

If in 1871 Germany had not an-

nexed territory to which it had
no moral or radical right', France
would have suffered no enmity
or jealousy of Germany, and
would have had no reason to
make Russia'squarrelsits own.

If in 1909 Austriahad not rob-- f
bed theSlavs of territory which
belonged to them by virtue on
radical dominance, there would
aayebeenno 'Servian fanacticiim
capable of "reyal vmurders."

"' mity toward Germany. ,

Cancelthe first "if," and France
- could have witnessed .war be--

tweenGermany and Russia with
indifference turning, Uwt,, with.

Which series of sylligisms
brings one inevitably to the con-

clusion that the crime of conquest
is costly. Germany is paying a
price, - and a stupendous one,
for Alsace-Lorrain- e. Austria is
paying a price, and a stupendous
one, for Bosnia and Herzegovina.
Bismarck imagined he was mak
ing a thrifty bargainfor Germany
when he exacted Alsace-Lorrai-ne

a part of the price of France's
vanquishment. Austria thought

was getting a real estate bar-

gain when it acquired Bosnia and
Herzegovina at the price of a
sword's flourish.

Both were mistaken. They are
making payment now and the
payment is make incomparably
beyond the value ot their ac-

quisitions for having been de-

ferred.
There are those in this country

who would havehad the United
Statesseizethe opportunity and
pertext that came to it to annex
Mexico. They have only contempt
for the statesmanship which
neglectedthe opportunity. But
they condemn a statesmanship
infinitely wiser than they are cap-

able of understanding.

Andrew Carnegie gives his
views on several things, includ-
ing giving away millions:

There was no exaggerationin
my remark, when Lincoln con-

ferred upon me the honor of the
freedomof the city, that I be-

lieved I was the happiest man
alive. Happiness depends,not
on the needs,but on the tastes,
and doesnot spring from a large
fortune.

I remember writing in my
book, "Problems of Today,"
which was published several
years ago, the following para-
graph:

Millionaires who laugh are
rare. Beyonda competencefor
old age, wealth lessons, rather
than increases human happi-
ness. The most miserable of
men, asold age approaches,are
those who have made money
their god."

I pointedout that such men
usually pass into nothingness,
leaving their money behind for
heirs so quarrel over, because
they could not take it with them;
a melancholy end, much less en
viable than that of their poorer
fellows.

To my mind, wealth can only
create happiness in the meas-
ure that it permits one to make
others happy, and the real se-

cret of happinesslies in the joy
of giving. Not indiscriminate
crivincr. for I do tnot think it is
any exaggerationto say that a0
per cent of tho money given to
charity is wasted.

There is not much happiness
or use in helping people who
will not help themselves. If a
man wants to get up a ladder,
he should grip the rungs him-

self. In the case of those who
areabsolutely too weak to help
themselves, then the State
should intervene,for it is scarce
ly a matter for individual at-

tention.
And while talking of State in-

tervention, in suchcasesI may
perhapsbe permitted to remark
that I am anadvocateof progres-
sive taxation. Theworksof Adam
Smith, who lived within a few
miles of my early home at Dun-

fermline, and whom .my god-

fatheroften saw, madea strong
impression upon me when I was
still very young. There is one
passagoin his "Wealth of Na-

tions" which I consider Is a nug-
get of puregold:

"Every citizen should pay in
proportion to his ability to pay."

I hold that millionaires should
pay high taxes. Tho Shylock of
old, as you may remember, was
required to obey the law which
decreed that "ono half of his
hoard goes to tho privy coffers
of tho State." My "Gospel of
Wealth" republished he?o more
than 20 years ago, declaresthat
the modern Shylock should be
requiredto do no less. While
an income tax during life may
have somo serious, but still not
overwhelming objections,there
is no objection whateverto one-ha- lf

of the millionaires hoard
being taken by the State at his
death. '

Personally I have found that
thegiving awayof money is still
an unsolvedproblem. Because
of my struggleto get booksas a
youth, I have givea mere tfean
2,000libraries to the English-speakin- g

communities through-oa-t

the world, believing, with
jCarlyle, hat "books are the

poor man's university." Li-

braries are only given in com-

munities where the inhabitants
are willing to levy a rate for its
maintenance, thus, each tax-

payer in the community becomes
a partner in the enterprise.The.
highest use of a large fortune?,
lies in public work and service
for mankind, and I have always
held the view that a man of
wealthshouldconsider his sur-
plus as trust funds held for the
community.

Optimism is an aid to happi-
ness. If I had a cunt of armst
my motto would probably be,
"Mi!.. iirii c: ahV.
Better." My theory is that
there is nothing in the world
which is Jiot improving, and
that thereis no limit to the as-

cent of man. The longer I live
the more I am brought in con-

tact with women of "such angel-
ic nature thatall I can say is, if
the angels in heaven are much
better, they run the risk of be-

ing so good as to be good for
nothing.

With reference to the ascent
of man I would point to the fact
'.hat in the olden days the only
occupation thought worthy of
the gentlemanwas the bearing
of arms. The time is fast ap-

proaching when no gentleman
will enter an occupation whicJi
compelshim to go forth and kill
his fellow-me- n as ordered. The
day is soon coming when "men
shall turn their swords into
plowsharesand their spears in-

to pruning hooks; Nation shall
not lift up sword againstNation,
neithershall they learn war any
more." I live in this belief,
strong in the faith that I am
yet to sec the ax laid to the root
of the upastreeof war.

Great wealth has burdens
which few realize. The disposi-
tion of millions is an increasing
task, and it becomesmore so as
modern life becomes more com
plex. In order that the trustees'
of my foundations may not be
hamperedin time to come by re-

strictions laid down now, I have
insisted upon the insertion of a
clausein eachbenefaction to the
effect that the purpose could be
changedby a two-third- s majori-
ty. It is impossible for those-no-w

living to decidewhat may be
bestfor future generations, but-b-

leaving to the trusteeswho'
are to follow the powor to decide
the bestuseof the gift, it can-

not fail to be wisely employed.
Ono of tho greatestadvantages

a man can possessis to be bora
poor. The man who achieves
successis seldom born with a
silver spoon in his mouth.
There is no comparisonbetween
the son of a skilled workman,
and the heir of an hereditary ti-

tle, who is likely to lead an un.
happy and useless life. Kings
and Queens,Princesand Dukea
give us little; our treasuremain-
ly comesfrom the ranks of the--,

nurse, seamstress, cook and
washerwoman,and never until
late in life had a servant in the
house. Yet shewas a cultivated
lady, who taught me most of
what I knew.

I have often been asked if I
had a receipt to enable a poor
man to become rich and happy.
1 will not admit that happiness
necessarilyfollows riches, but I
do say that an average wage-earne- r

can look forward to an
old age of comfort and happi-

nessif he hasbeen prudentwith
his means. His aim should be
to save something out of his
earningseacli week, no matter
what sacrifice he has to make.
He will then be in a position for
prudentinvesting. The trouble
with many men of small means
is that they will not make a be-

ginning. They keep puttingoff

the time when they will have a

nucleus for investing. Oppor-
tunity, of course,entersinto the
making of wealth, and all men
have not the same talent for
investing their earnings. I
should say however, that any
wage-earne- r who has ordinary
discernmentand who does not
desire to get rich too quickly,
can profitably follow this advice.

Marriage is a great incentive
to a' man'ssuccess,and I do not
believe any man reachesthe full
stature of manhood or truly
realizes the joy of lifo until he
owns his own home or his farm.
I believe the old adage "Heaven
our Home," should be changed
to "Home our Heaven."

There is another important
matter --- neither success nor
happinesswill come to the man
who merely does his duty. That
is not sufficient. It is the horse
who finishes a neck ahead that
wins the race.
