The June meeting of the State 
Board o f  Education at Austin in­
creased requirements for gradtua- 
tion from high school. The aim is 
to upgrade the entire Texas educa­
tion system. The required subject 
o f the 16 required for gradnxation 
was increased from eight to nine 
and one-half. Under this new plan, 
students will have to have three) 
years o f English, one unit in world 
history, one in American history, 
one-half in government, two in 
mathematics and two in laboratory 
sciences.

The above requirements are be­
ing met this year in the high school 
schedule and three new subjectsi 
have been added. They include Phy­
sics, Commercial Eaw and Driver 
E d 'U ic a t io n .

Driver education is proving to be 
the more popular of the new siub- 
jects offered. Other than lai credit 
towards graduation, driver educa­

passed a driver training course ap­
proved by the Texas Education 
Agency, with a minimum of 30 clock 
hours of classroom instruction, plus 
a minimum o f six hours o f actuiail 
driving experience, will receive 10% 
discount on prevailing collision in­
surance rates, which amount toi ap­
proximately '$11 par year on an 
taiverage late model car.

Burleson Urges 
Investigation On Hatch 
Act On Elections

Coingressman Omar Burleson, 
Ghairman of the Committee on 
House Administration, has ann'Oiunc- 
ed plans to form a special subcom­
mittee to look into the Hatch Acti 
and related laws pertaining to fed­
eral elections.

Mr. Burleso,n said, “The Hatch! 
Act was passed some 18 years ago 
when there was a tremendous Fed­
eral Public Works Program (under 
way, and has never been revised 
to meet changing conditions. The 
law was originally designed to pro­
tect employees o f the Government 
from political pressures o f offici­
als and, at the same time, protect 
Government from greater bureani- 
cratic control through those em­
ployees, but has since become out­
moded. Many agencies have vary­
ing interpretations o f the Act, 
which creates confusion. The idea] 
o f the Federal Government res-* 
tricting the political (activities of 
our state and local employees, who( 
are under the provisions o f the 
Hatch Act, is extremely obnoxious. 
The difficultty in enforcement o f  
the Act dispKaiys its v êakn'esses  ̂
and the penalty features " are vici­
ous.

Few persons realize just how 
far the Hatch Act reaches into thel 
state (and local domain. All state 
and local employees whose salaries 
are derived in part from federal 
funds are under the restrictions o f  
the Hatch Act. Employee organiza­
tions, federal officials, and even 
the ‘Civil Service (Commission which 
is charged with administering the 
Hatch Act, recognize the need for 
adjustments.

The principal objective o f the 
study is to inaugurate changes 
which will insure greatest possible 
freedom of political activity to the 
greatest possible number of persons 
whose political activities. are now 
restricted, consistent with the pre­
servation of govemmentfal effici­
ency and impartiality.

Mesquite wood iground into a 
meal is a source of bulk in rations 
for cattle when other rotughages 
are scarce and relatively high in; 
price.

Yearling steers fed a ration con­
taining 7.2 pounds o f ground mes- 
quite wood gained 2.2 pounds par' 
head daily in feeding tests at th^ 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion at Spiur, said P, T. Marion, 
station superintendent. Similair 
steers fed cottonseed hulls instead 
o f mesquite meal gained 2.29 
pounds daily. The feeding period 
was 140 days.

In a more recent test lasting 112 
days yearling steers fed a ration! 
containing 12.'23 pounds of ground 
mesquite wood per head daily gain-i 
ed an average o f 2.54 pounds daily 
compared with 2.71 pounds gained! 
daily by steers fed a silage ration, 
he added.

The steers fed the mesquite meal 
made a higher net profit on the 
basis of i$10 per ton for ground mes­
quite 'and $18 per ton for cotton­
seed hulls than those fed the cot­
tonseed hull ration.

A chemical analysis shows that 
mesquite meal has a higher protein, 
fiber and c'alcium content tnan 
cottonseed hulls, but a slightly lower 
fat and carbohydrate content.

Carotene (vitamin A) also is ini 
the mesquite meal, but this essen- 
ti'al element is not present or iS( 
very low in quantity in many dry 
roughages.

Mesquite to be used should bei 
green stems and branches 1 to 3 
inches in diameter, and should be 
allowed to ̂ cure for 5 to 7 days be­
fore grinding. Curing will maife- 
grinding easier and will lower the 
moisture content, eliminating mold­
ing after grinding.

The wood apparently may be har­
vested at any time o f the year, but 
it usually hias the highest nutritive 
value in the spring -before leaf de­
velopment begins.

Farmers may some day tell when] 
their crops need irrigating by us­
ing a simple electrical device tested 
recently by the U. S. Department 
o f Agriculture. It measures moisture 
stress— an indicator o f a plant’s 
moisture needs.

For the rapid reading o f a plant’s 
water requirements, two small 
prongs of the device 'are stuck into 
the stem of the plant. The prongs! 
are two stainless steel electrodes 
connected to an ohmeter which' 
measures the electrical resistance 
in the plant. The lumber industry! 
uses a similiar instrument to mea­
sure moisture in wood.

In experiments with cotton plants, 
the researchers found that electric­
al resistance went down as moisture 
amounts went up. Within four hoiurs 
after irrigation, 'at sharp drop in re­
sistance was observed on the oh­
meter. '

The experimenters believe that 
the increase in electrical resistance 
with increasing moisture stress is
