Explains Much On  
Teaching Profession

In order that persons interested 
in the education of boys and girls 
in the 'public schools might better 
understand the teachers of those 
iboys and girls. Gamma Tau Chapter 
of 'Delta (Kapp Gamma, Interntion- 
al Honor 'Society for women teach­
ers, wishes to give to the public a 
summary of what “ P*rofessional 
Growth— ^̂ Living a ^Productive Life” 
means to the classroom teacher.

The teachers (all members of 
Delta Kappa Gamma) who prepar­
ed this summary from a program 
given at a recent meeting of Gamma 
Tau Chapter in Koby, are Mrs. E. 
J. Woodward, Miss Earline Bennett, 
Mrs. R. N. Taton, and Mrs. Joe Ben­
son. Each of these teachers has to 
her credit more than five years of 
college and university preparation 
for the teaching profession. Yet each 
feels that goo'd teachers are grow­
ing teachers.

The full area of teaching cannot 
be learned in college nor in the first 
few years of teaching. But as long 
as a teacher is alert to the prob­
lems of broadening the vision, deep­
ening the understanding, and en­
larging the interests of growig boys 
and girls, he need ever lack for chal­
lenges to his knowledge, skill and 
intellect. -

The great need is for growth of 
teachers as alert, vital human be­
ings, trained to gain increasingly 
higher levels of performance.

The pracitce of school-wide in- 
service programs is meeting the 
need of these teachers.

It is impossible to conceive of an 
in-service program existing without 
curriculum study as its common 
theme, as the in-service idea secures 
its quality in the organization , o f 
teacher effort toward a common 
goal. By taking advantage of care­
fully planned in-service programs, 
the techer  ̂will not only grow pro­
fessionally, but will reap a profit 
just as any business firm does.

This profit represents returns in 
satisfaction o f a job well done. The 
300-year story of American Public 
Education has always had a defi­
nite drive— the persistent search 
for the perfect instructicnal pro­
gram. And' so it will be in the jjears 
to come. ;

Teachers should have an impor­
tant part in developing an effective 
long range program for education. 
To do this they- must have member­
ship and engage in active participa­
tion in local, district, state and na­
tional organizations. They must 
raise their sights to new levels by 
expanding educational opportunities 
for an expanding population.

This is a time or greatness. Lo­
cal, state and national associations 
provide all teachers with a golden 
opportunity to strenthen their pro­
fession and to improve the quality o f 
education.

If the teaching profession is to 
make its proper contribution to­
ward the building of a world o f 
freedom, teachers must join in a 
banded effort of local, state, na­
tional and international work to 
make others see that education is 
the foundation upon which the na­
tion is built.

United membership is the door 
through which teachers must pass 
if they are to be worthy o f the men 
and women who laid the foundation 
for our great profession and if they 
are to measure up to greatness to 
those who follow them in this great 
profession.

May it be said of this American 
generation that a foundation in edu- 
ucation was laid for the building of 
a world far superior to any yet 
known. *

The teaching profession is a way 
o f life that assumes an oibligation 
of public service.

The teaching profession is not 
for the person who is interested' pri­
marily in what he can get out o f 
life. A dedicated teacher is rather 
interested in learning through, pro­
fessional growth more interest in 
life of others.

The child in the classroom is the 
clay with which the teacher works 
and out of which international 
goodwill and understanding and 
world peace will be fashioned.

Whatever is right or wrong on 
earth is exactly what is wrong in 
the human heart.

Fortunate indeed is the childi 
whose teacher’s life is love in ac­
tion— whose teacher is sincere when, 
she says, “ Now I know the real 
fun of teaching comes in seeing 
how much I can put into life for 
my pupils.”

the nose or clear the throat as 
adults do. This results in an ac­
cumulation of of mucous which 
may congest narrow passages and 
start an ear infection.

Infections o f this type begin 
when bacteria reach the middle 
ear. The pain intermittant at 
first, then constant— is a sigfn that 
this has happened. In this condi­
tion, pain may be followed by drain­
age. The start of drainage may 
mean the end of pain 'because the 
pressure has been relieved. Pain 
subsides only when pressure and 
infection have been broubht under 
control.

As bacteria multiply and produce 
their poison, the body’s natural de­
fenses rise to fight the infection. 
Blood vessels expand to carry more 
blood' to the ear. • Serum passes 
from blood vessels into the middle 
ear to try to neutralize the invad­
ing bacteria. White blood cells, 
normally present in the 'body, in­
crease in numbers to destroy bac­
teria.

In mild inections the bacteria 
may be overcome before reaching 
the middle ear and there will be no 
middle ear involvement. In situa­
tions like this, the condition very 
often subsides within 24 hours.

Children with acute running ears 
should be taken to a physician for 
examination and treatment. While 
infection o f the mastoid part o f the 
ear bone is not as commonas it on­
ce was, due to newer drug therapy, 
it still occurs. The mastoid part 
of the ear bone is connected to the 
middle ear. Its cellular composi­
tion resembles a honeycomb. The 
cells contain air and each has a 
thin ining membrane. An infec­
tion in the middle ear may spread 
jto the mastoid air cells and cause 
them to become infected*. This in­
fection may destroy bone tissue 
and form an abscess in the mastoid 
which can be relieved only through 
surgery.

AiN ORDINANCE
Regulating Solicitors, peddlers or 

vendors o f goods, wares, merchan­
dise or service calling in or 
about private residences in tho 
City of Rotan, Texas, requiring 
permits f^om the City: exicepting 
the sale o f certain products from' 
th© provisions hereof; providing 
penalties, repealing conflicting 
ordinances, and declaring an 
emergency.

Be It GP?AiINED IBY THE CITY 
CX)MMISSION OF THE CITY 
OF ROTAN, TEXAS, THAT: 
iSection I. No per^p or persons 

shall after the adoption o f this or­
dinance go in, upon or aibout any 
private residence in the City of 
Rotan, Texas, while ao^ng in ' the 
,capacity o f a solicitor, peddler, it- 
inert merchant, or vendor of mer­
chandise, unless such person or 
persons have been requested or in­
vited to do so by the owner or oc­
cupant o f  such private residence, 
or unless such person has received 
from the City o f 'Rotan a permit 
to engage in such activity by the 
City o f Rotan.

Section 2- Permits to solicit bu­
siness or to peddle or sell goods, 
wares, services or merchandie shall

.,be issued by the :C,ity.<S«CFetlb  ̂
on compliance by the applicant with 
the following requirements:

a. Applicant shall receive the 
written approval of the Board o f 
City Internal Affairs, which writ­
ten approval shall state that an in­
vestigation has been made of qrthe 
goods or services offered for sale 
by the applicant and that siuch goods 
or services have been found to be 
of a reliable nature and the repu­
tation of the manufacturer or ori­
ginator o f such goods or services

, meets with the approval of such 
Board of City Internal Affairs.

b. The applicant shall present a 
written approval issued bythe Chief 
of Police certifying that the appli­
cant has registered with the Police 
Department of the City o f Rotan, 
Texas. iPurther, that the Police De­
partment has no reasonable objec­
tion to the issuance o f a permit to 
the applicant.

c. Applicant shall pay to the City 
of 'Rotan the sum of i$1.06 to $100.- 
00 for the issuance o f such permit. 
The permit shall be operative for 
a period' o f one (1) month from the 
date of issuance.

iSection 3. Permit provided for in 
Section 2 above may be revoked

without.notice.by the,City of Ro­
tan (upon receipt of reliable infor­
mation that the holder of such per­
mit has violated any of the laws 
of the State o f Teas, or the Ordi­
nances of the City o f  Rotan; has 
furnished a purchaser with cheap, 
shoddy or useless merchandise; or 
has conducted himself in such a 
discourteo'us or persistent manner 
as to become a nuisance to the per­
sons upon whom he calls.

Section 4. The provisions o f this 
ordinance shall not apply to the 
sale or soliciting of orders for the 
sale o f milk, dairy products, vege­
tables, poultry, eggs and oitber farm 
and garden products so far as the 
sale of these commodities is now 
specifically autbPTixed by law.

ISection 5. Any person violating 
any o f the provisions of this ordii- 
nance shall be deemed guilty o f a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction 
thereof shall be fined an amount 
not to exceed $200.60.

Section G. All ordinances, or 
parts of ordinances, which are in 
conflict herewith are repealed.

'Section 7. It being deemed by 
the City Commission that an emer­
gency exists, this ordinance shall 
go into effect immediately upon its
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passage and publication according 
to law.
