Number of U. S.
Farms Decreasing

U. iS. farms are decreasing in 
number and increasing in size. 
Farms in Texas are no exception to 
the general rule. There are now ap­
proximately 304,000 farms in Tex­
as. compar'^d to 506,000 in 1931, 
the year in which farms in this state 
reachei:' their 'peak in numbers.

This comparison is .based on re­
vised estimates of census figures 
un to 1956, as reported by the U.S. 
Departm'ent of Agriculture. In 
1910, Texas farms numbere 418,- 
OO'O according to the USDA report 
w’hich gives numlbers of farms by 
states for each year since then.

While numbers of farms have 
been decreasing, investment per 
farm has gone up— averaging $27,- 
O'OO this year, according to other 
Department of Agriculture resear­
ch. Nationally, the total acreage of 
cropland harvester in 1957 is about 
the same as in 1940. But the size 
of farms has risen about 40% since 
that time and output iper farm is up 
74%. Farm output per manhour has 
more than doubled, and the average 
farm worker now produces ei^o^gh 
food and fiber for himself and 20 
ô thers.

The Christmas tree, the center 
of all the pretty decorations, can 
be one of the principal hazards if 
certain precautions are not follow­
ed, warns W. 'L. Ulich, extension ag- 
r’ ^uutural engineer.

A freshly cut tree should be se- 
=:''lGctPid' just a few' days 'before 
Christmas, advises Ulich. Cut the 
tree base diagonally and keep the 
base submerged in w'ater. 'Locate it 
away from fireplaces, powerful el- 
:ctric lights, radiators or other sour­
ces of heat.

Use only Underw'riters Labora­
tories approved lights for the tree 
and ins'pect them carefully for fray­
ed cords and damaged sockets, says 
the engineer. Avoid overloading 
electrical circuits with additional 
lights, toys and appliances.

Only nonflamm.aible decorations 
should be used on the tree. Turn 
the tree lights off when retiring or 
leaving the house. 'Discard the tree 
when the needles begin to dry and 
fall off. Also remove Christmas' 
package wrappings as soon as they 
have been taken from the >packa- 
ges.

This is also a time for smokers 
to take special precautions. Extra 
care should be taken with cigar­
ettes, cigars and pipes around all 
flammable materials.
O'bservance of these few' rules can 
result in a safer and happier Christ­
mas season for the whole family.

But most traged'y is avoidable. 
Follow these simple rules this year 
as you iplan your Christmas deco­
rations, and the occasion can be as 
festive and w'arm as any you have 
ever experienced.

Use only flameproof crepe paper 
for streamers. If the package does 
not say “ flameproog,” don’t use it. 
The same injunction applies to oth­
er decorations, including the cotton 
bunting under the tree. Don’t use 
is unless it has (been treated w'ith 
an inflammalble solution by the 
manufacturer or unless you your­
self have treated it under directions 
supplied by the fire department.

I f  you think Christmas will not 
be complete without candles glow­
ing in the windows, use them with 
extrenoe care. But never use them 
on the tree itself. Take special pains 
to keep them arway from curtains, 
and put them in a sturdy candle 
holder to guard against their tip­
ping over.

Make certain you use only dec­
orative lighting which carries the 
tag of Underwriters Laboratory ap­
proval.

'Even after buying only UL 'pro­
ducts, pull the 'power cord from the 
w'all outlet when the lights are turn­
ed off. This is important because 
insulation failures and overheated 
circuits could develoip while you 
are absent from home.

'Saw the Christmas tree off at an 
angle at least one inch a'bove the 
original cut and- keep it standing 
in a pan of water throughout the 
holiday period. The tree will thus 

I absorb a great deal of water, es­
pecially during the first few days, 
and thereby be less vulnerable to 
fire. 'Be sure to add to the water 
from time to time so the entire 
stem cut will always be submerged.

As an added precaution, take the 
tree down as soon as practical af­
ter the holidays. I f  you have had a 
real tree, dispose of it in the man-

“ Growing iSweetcTover in Texas” 
is the title of a recently released 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice publication, points out that the 
greatest value of sweetclover is fo-r 
pasture and soil improvement uses.

The legume is widely adapted 
and, like other legumes, it utilizes 
nitroigen from the air. In addition 
to adding nitrogen to the soil, a 
good crop of sweetclover will im­
prove the tilth of the soil where it 
is grown, aid materially in soil aeri- 
ation and water intake.

The authors, Lee Coffey, Ben 
Spears and E. M. Trew, cover such 
items as species and varieties, ad>- 
aptability, cultural practices, dif­
ferent uses of the crop, special 
hints on harvesting seed and diseas­
es and insects.

The authors, in itheir acknowledg­
ment, say most of the new puiblica-. 
tion is adapted from research in­
formation compile by Dr. R. C. 
Potts, formerly associate professor 
Department of Agronomy and now 
assistant dean of the School of Ag­
riculture at Texas A&'M College.

Copies of the publication are 
available at the offices of local 
county agents or from the Agricul­
tural Information Office, College 
Station, Texas.

Alfalfa is a versatile crop that 
may be dehydrated, grazed, fed as 
greenchop, put up as silage and 
used as a honey crop and for soil 
improvement. iBut hay and seed are 
the most important products o f 
over 300,'000 acres of alfalfa in 
Texas.

Alfalfa is one o f -the most pal­
atable and nutritious forage crops 
grown Avhen harvested at the prop­
er stage of growth. The forage is 
high in protein, minerals and vita­
mins and low in fiber.

The 'Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion 'Service has released a bulletin, 
B-873, “ Alfalfa for Forage and 
Seeid,” that gives much valuable 
information on the production of 
this crop. It is based on Texas Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station Bul­
letin 855, “ Alfalfa Production in 
Texas.”

The bulletin contains sections on 
adaptation, land preparation, fer­
tilization, seeding, irrigation, cul-V 
tivation, insects and diseases as welT̂  
as sections on the various uses of 
alfalfa and other topics of interest.

This helpful pu)blication may be 
oibtained from local county agents 
or from the Agricultural Informa­
tion 'Office, College Station, Tex.

The answ’er to the above question is NO. The early church left us no date of Christ’s births 

there is no mention of December 25 earlier than the fourth century. The Eastern Churches 
celebrateid' Christ’s birth by a called 'E>piphany, which means manifestation. January 6 was 
chosen as the date for this feast. They reasoned after this manner that since Adam was cheated 
on the sixth day of creation (Gen. 1 :31) ,^Christ, the second Adam, must have been born on the 
sixth day of the year. The Western Churches observed Christ’s birth on the 25th., of Decemiber 
by a feast called Natalis, which means Nativity.

Pope Juiius 1 (337-352) was the one who decided the December 25th was’ hte day Christ 
was born. The Eastern and Western Churches soon united upon this day, and the custom has
become almost universal.

God’s word does not authorize us to observe OHROBSTMAS AS ’ A 'ElBLIGIOUS SEASON. 
Christmas is not mentioned in the Bible. God’s word commands us -to abide in the teaching of 
Christ (2 John 9). Christians are warned against the observances o f  so-called religious seasons 
not authorized by God’s Avord (Gal. 4 :'9 -ll).

I; is a sad commentary when men will neglect the Lord's Day that Gold) has set aside for His 
worship, and will invent a day of their own. Men neglect the observance o f the Lord’s Supper 
each Aveek (Acts 20:7), and will o-bserve days of their own. Men will fail to observe Christ’s 
burial and resurrection as portrayed in immersion (Rom. 6:3-4), and invent other “ forms of baip- 
tism” that do not portray a burial and resurrection.

Christ, in speaking of a similar situation, said “ In vain do they worship me> teaching as their 
doctrines the precepts o f men.”
