The Texas mule has increased
$11 in value during the past
twelve months, while the Texas
horse shows a decrcase of $2
per head, according toa report
recently issued by the United
States Department of Agricul-
ture. Texas has more mules
than any state in the Union and
more than twice the number of
Missouri, which ranks second in
this respect, On January 1914
there were 753,000 mules in Tex-
as, the number having increased
10,000 in the last year. These
mules are valued at $79,740,000
and have increased $23,000,000
since January 1913,

' Meat Production and Consumption
Decreased

The results of the high cost of
living are clearly reflected ina
lreport just issued by the United
| States Departiment of Agricul-
ture, which shows that the per
‘capita consumption of fresh
;lmeat-a fias steadily decreased
[during the past 14 years. In
1900 the people of this country
consumed 179 pounds of meat;
in 1909 it dropped to 172 pounds
and in 1913 the per capita con-
sumption was 152 pounds. The
theory that high prices pro-
mote increased production has
been exploded. The report
shows that the production, too,
has declined during this period.
The per capita yield of dressed
meats in 1900 was 211 pounds,
185 pounds in 1909 and only 161
pounds in 1913. Our exports
during this time dropped from
32 pounds in 1900 to 8.7 pounds
In 1918.

From 1960 to 1913 the con-
sumption of beefl per capita has
increased about 1 pound; the
eonsumption of mutton per cap-
ita is 1 pound less and the per
capita requirement of pork and
lard has decreased 7 pounds.

No Danger of Bread Famine

The world's wheat crop of 1913
was the largest ever produced
and amounted to 4,125,65%,000
bushels, according to a report
just issued by the Federal De-
partment of Agriculture. Its
nearest rival was the crop of
1912, which aggregated 3,877.-
087,000 bushels.

The yield of the United States
was also the heaviest in history
totaling 762,380,000 bushels,
which sold for $610,122,000. Two
other crops, the one of 1908 and
that of 1900 sold for a larger
amount, but the yield was small
er than the one of 1913, The
Texas 1913 crop amounted to
12,650,000 bushels and was the
largest yield since the 14,126,000
bushel production of 1906, Last
year's Texas cropbrought $10,-
253,000. No values of the
world's last crop have not been
computed.
