Now Offset

Bill Comedy, Publisher of
the Haskell Free Press, an
nounced today that the news
paper is now being printed
offset.

According to Comedy, the
changeover was Initiated to
provide both readers and
advertisers with a better
product, The new process
provides more effective use
of advertising space and a
better general quality of the
entire newspaper. Estimated
cost of the offset conversion
will be around $20,000.00.

The Free Press began op-
eration on Jan. 1, 1888, and
was printed in Throckmor-
ton. News items and adver-
lisements were taken week-
ly to Throckmorton by
horse. Circulation of the pa:
per at that time was 150 To-
day the Free Press is deliv-
ered weekly to 2,600 homes
The Free Press was printed
in Throckmorton until April
of that year. H. D, Leonard,
who established the paper,
loaded an army press, a
stand, a piece of slate for
an ink table, a six column
composition roller, a few
pounds each of pica, long

primer and brevier type,
and a few fonts of advertis-
ing type, ranging from 12 to
24 point inlo a two horse
hack and began printing the
paper in Haskell,

Al that time the value of
the equipment was estimat-
ed at roughly $15 00. Today
the equipment used in the
production of the newspaper
is valued in excess of $100,-
000 . 00

For over B8 years the pa-
per was printed by the let
terpress process, Letter-
press uses a melted lead
process. The lead is cast in-
to a raised letter slug
which prints directly onto
the newsprint, The slugs are
placed together to form a
page Each page weighs be
tween 100 and 150 pounds

The offset process is pbo-
tographic and requires no
letterpress equipment. Pilc
tures of news stories and ad-
vertisements are pasted on
a page size sheet and pho
tographed The resulting
negative is placed on a thin,
light sensitive sheet of alum-
inum The metal plate, af-

Says.

Plan “A" special educa-
tion, an emphasis on the
learning needs of the child
rather than his physical,
mental, or emotional handi.
cap, calls for a team effort
in both diagnosing the prob
lem and then determining
how to meet it.

“The school principal
plays » key role,” Ptasnik
points out. “But, he doesn't
make the decisions by him-
self."

Before a special education
student is taken out of the
isolated classroom and plac-
ed in a regular session for
even one period in the school
day, his case is reviewed by
a committee of key people—
frequently including his par-
ents.

“We make sure we have
due process every step of
the way,” Ptasnik points out,
‘““Also, we believe it's abso-
lutely necessary for parents
to know and understand and
give their consent for any
step taken toward educating
their child.”

Once the child’'s needs and
abilities are determined by
the committee, he may be
placd in a special education
resource room on the school
campus for part of the day
or all of it. Or, he may move

into the regular classes for
one hour a day or for most

of the time spent in school.

“Students with learning
disabilities may get a great
deal of benefit out of spend-
ing past
in regular classes with oth-
er children,’ Ptasnik points
out.

“On the other hand, some
children will never be able
to leave the campus resource
room for any academic train-
ing.

“Our job is to make sure
we are making the best
choice for each individual
and to involve the parents
and other community agen-
cies into helping us make
that cholce.”
