Tornadoes, Hail, High

day night, taking large trees and bam 
roofs, carports and mobile homes.

Then, on Friday night, weather 
watchers and law enfrocement offi­
cials began tracking a huge storm cell

that swept across Lamar, Red River 
and Titus counties.

Hail up to golf ball size was re­
ported in areas around Pattonville 
and Blo.ssom.

Torandoes went through Patton­
ville, sucking up debri, roof shingles 
and downing numerous antennas and 
satellite receiver dishes.

It swept down a creek just north of 
Pattonville, tearing the tops from 
dozens of trees, removing a tractor 
shed_roof and bam roof, and even 
turning planters and other farm im­
plements completely around, leaving 
the marks where they had previously

rested clearly visible.
The twister then continued into 

Red River County, doing damage in 
the Detroit area, and passing through 
the Bagwell and Dimple area where 
it again destroyed bams, mobile 
homes and trees.

Other areas had high winds and 
heavy, driving rain, but escaped the 
full force of the storm’s damage.

Reports of rain range from half 
and inch to several inches, as farmers 
can only watch their newly planted 
crops anxiously as fields remain too 
muddy to do much more than wash 
out.

Water S uperintendent W yatt Bush
says that during May, the waterwell 
drillers will be drilling on the new 
waterwell and they w ill not be able to 
pump the big well at Johntown. He 
asks that everyone conserve water 
during May, or until further notice.

Is Perennial Problem

Shade is desirable in the land.scapc, 

but it is the number one problem in 
growing turf grass. We constantly 
receive questions on this topic, so we 
checked with Texas A&M Univer­
sity for their latest thinking. The fol­
lowing comments arc those of Dr. 
Richard Dubic, turf grass spcciali.st.

Thee arc a lot of situations where 
you just cannot grow grass in the 
environment that you have. Environ­
mental changes caused by shade have 
a major effect on grass. Reduced light, 
less extreme temperatures, increased 
humidity, restricted air movement, 
ctxnpctilion from trees, increased 
disca.se problems and shallow root 
sy.stcms arc all products of shade.

Grass in shade has less ability to 
use nitrogen, less phoiosynthetic 
activity, Ic.ss growth, less wear toler­
ance, more susceptibility to pre 
emergent herbicides and lc.ss toler­
ance to cold.

The problem is not fertilizer or 
water, it is light. To grow turf in the 
shade, you must have a shade tolerant 
grass.

Bermuda and buffalo grass have 
little shade tolerance. San Augustine 
is probably the most shade tolerant 
warm season grass, followed by 
centipede and z.oysia. Tall fescue, a 
cool season gra.ss, will grow in mod­
erate to heavy shade where San 
Augustine fails.

In many heavily shaded areas, it is 
best to U.SC ground cover plauLs or 
othc riandscape materials rather than 
wasting time and money trying to go 
against nature.

Start with a grass variety suitable 
for shade, raise the mowing height, 
water deep and infrequently, apply 
nitrogen moderately in fall a i^  .spring 
and avoid high nitrogen applications 
in the summer.

Bogala Elementary and Junior 
High School has completed partici­
pation in the Partners in Excellence 
reading program, sponsored by World 
Book Encyclopedia.
