, Iwanted to beathome in Texas with
my family. I wanted turkey and
dressing and cranberry sauce and all
the trimmings. (I don't eat cranberry
sauce or turkey but you know what I
mean).

I don't expect Christmas to be as
described in the poem I tried to re-
member for you, but, I am grateful to
be here among my friends and family
and if you asked what I wanted for
Christmas I couldn't think of a single
thing more. Well, maybe one or two
