The recent filing date for candi­
dates for statewide public office 
brought the start of the campaign 
season. To avoid a deluge of illegally 
placed campaign signs, the Texas 
Department of Transportation 
(TxDOT) is reminding candidates of 
the laws on signs along highways.

Under Texas law, it is a class C 
misdemeanor to place any sign on 
highway right of way without a li­
cense and permit. The fine for violat­
ing this law can be as much as $500 
per sign.

It is also illegal to place a sign, 
even off of state right of way, along 
most major highways in the state 
without a license and permit. Viola­
tion of this class B misdemeanor is 
punishable by a fine of as much as

$1000 per sign. Within city limits, 
the placement of signs along road­
ways may also be regulated by local 
ordinances so candidates are encour­
aged to check with local municipali­
ties for election sign laws.

"These laws are designed to keep 
roadsides clean and uncluttered so 
that official traffic control signs are 
clearly visible for th" safety of the 
traveling public," said Keith Hollje, 
right of way agent for the Paris Dis­
trict of TxDOT.

TxDOT is mailing information 
about the placement of illegal signs 
to statewide candidates Local candi­
dates may also obtain this informa­
tion by writing to Mr. Hollje at the 
department's Paris District office at 
13o5 North Main, Paris, Texas 75460.

Genetic defect responsible for disease
A genetic defect responsible for a 

common form of heart mnsclc dis­
ease has been disco 'ered on chromo­
some 1, say heart spccialistsat Baylor 
College of Medicine and the Meth­
odist Hospital in Houston.

Familial dilated cardiomyopathy 
(FDCM) runs in families and usually 
leads to heart failure. The ventricles 
enlarge, resulting in loss of pumping 
strength.

The scientists detected the chro­
mosomal defect after analyzing the 
genetic make up of 46 living mem­
bers spanning four generations of an 
afflicted family living in California 
and Utah. Eighteen ca.ses of FDCM. 
eight of them fatal, have (Kcurred in 
the family.

"We have achieved the first major 
step — isolating the gene," said co 
investigator, Dr. Robert Roberts, a 
professor of medicine and cell biol­
ogy and chief of the cardiology sec­
tion ut The DeBakcy Heart Center of 
Baylorand Methodist. "Now, we want 
to identify what is responsible for the 
defect. No gene defect has ever been 
identified for this disease."

While several genes are suspect on 
chromosome 1 andthcculprithasnot 
been pinpointed, the research team 
say their findings pave the way to 
screening to Unik for genetic markers 
on and around the chromosome 
among family members with the dis­
order. of Leadership

After being in place fur 120 ye^rs, 
tbe railb that were put down in 
1873-1876 from Texarkana to Paris 
by the Texas & Pacific Railroad 
through are gone.

The last train, one 195(l's era 
diesel engine and four box cars 
passed through Blossom 3 weeks 
ago, on track so decrepit that speeds 
of only 5 to 8 miles per hour were 
possible.

During the (Gulden Days of the 
Railroad in the I920's and 1930's 
as many as seven passenger trains, 
both cast and west, stopped at the 
Blossom depot.

Asian ambrosia beetle 
spreading through state

COLLEGE STATION r -  
EBtoaiologtoacnMittin titu rt keeping 
a wary eye out for the Asian ambrosia 
beetle, which has already created prob- 
kma In several auraertca la southeast 
and northeast Texas.

Four counties — Brazoria, Burleson, 
Grimes and Van Zandt — have been 
added to the list of Infested counties this 
year. Hunt County was added late In 
1994. This brings to 41 the total number 
of counties where the smbrasla beetle 
has been found since spedalists with the 
Texas Agricultural btensiou Service 
first began monilorhig its movement 
across the sUte In 1994, said Bill Ree, 
Extenston entomologist.

The pest attacks numerous woody 
plants, and its damage may be Identified 
by the toolhpick-like >̂Ibm  whkk pro­
trude 1-1/2 Inches from the host plant 
These spines are the -sawdust” left after 
the femak beetk bores into the host to 
make brood gsikrles, or aurseries.

The ambrosia beetle bores 
horizontally Into the tree, not vertlcaUy 
like most wood peats. That eventually 
causca more damage to the different sec- 
tloua, or layers, of the branch, notes the 
Texas A4cM University-based  
entomologist

The pest has been found la Sbumard 
oak, burr oak, chinquapin, red bud, 
Chinese pistachio, Mexican plum ,goldca 
ralntree and Bradford pear la Texas 
nurierka. It also may attack pecan trees.
