Three arrested in 
Pine Branch burglary

On January 12, Red R iver County 
S h e riffs  O ffice  received a report o f  a 
burglary in progress on C R 1416 south 
o f  the Pine Branch com m unity. Ryan 
Ballard reported the incident to the 
S h eriffs  O ffice at approximately 1:30 
p.m.

Deputy Grantham, along with Jerry 
Gordon, a Game W arden with Texas 
Parks &  W ild life, also responded to 
the ca ll. Ballard  advised Deputy 
Grantham, the first o fficer on the 
scene, that the vehicle that had ju st 
pulled away was the suspect's.

Deputy Grantham stopped the ve­
hicle and identified the suspects and 
returned with them to the crim e .scene.

Several items were recovered as evi­
dence that had been left on the trail to 
the cabins. Tw o suspects were ar­
rested on the scene. Andrew Shawn 
H end erson and A llen  D ew ayne 
M cD aniel were charged with bur­
glary o f  a habitation.

From  the investigation that fo l­
lowed, it was determined that a third 
party was hiding in the woods. He 
was identified as Charles W illiam  
Rogers. All three suspects were from 
Oklahom a.

The third suspect was arrested 
January 13 by C h ief Deputy Taylor 
and Deputy Powell.

Sheriff's 
Department, Highway Patrol, De­
partment of Public Safety, local 
police departments and local postal 
carriers were able to provide the 
public with the basic needs in this 
time of turmoil.

These local residents volun­
teered their time and energy to 
keep all the residents of Red River 
County by answering phones, de­
livering food, water, printed and 
delivered hand bills, fared county 
assistance information to all news 
agencies and local government de­
partments.

curred January 1, 20 0  and continu­
ing.

Farmers may be elig ib le  for loans 
o f  up to 80%  o f  their actual losses or 
the operating loan needed to continue 
in business or $ 5 0 0 ,0 0 0  whichever 
is less. For farmers unable to obtain 
credit from private com m ercial lend­
ers, the interest is 3 .75% .

Applications will be accepted un­
til August 20 , 2 0 0 1 , excep t C ass, 
Harri.son and Marion, which will be 
July 2, 2 001 , but farmers should ap­
ply as soon as possible.

This is one o f  those colum ns that is 
a little "o ff  the w a l l " . . .so to speak. 
Fried D ill Pickles! W hoever heard o f  
th ese .. .not me until a few weeks ago! 
In Arkansas and M ississippi, they 
are considered quite a dish!

W ell, I began my search for reci­
pes and this is what I cam e up with. 
They are really deep-fried dill pick­
les and you dip them in ranch dress­
ing or other dipping sauces!

Guess what else I found out a bout 
pickles? P ickle history began som e­
times around 2 0 3 0  B C , when in 
habitants o f  Northern India brought 
cucumber seeds to the Tigris V alley. 
Soo n , the cu cu m b er v ines w ere 
sprouting throughout Europe. 
Shortly thereafter, people learned to 
preserve fruits o f  their labor by pick­
ling them in a salty brine. B y  the 
17th century, the crunchy pickled 
cucumber had made its debut in the 
New W orld. Early colonists grew so 
fond o f them, that in 1820, Nicholas 
Appert constructed the first pickle 
plant in Am erica.

Did you know that A m erica was 
named after the first pickle peddler.. 
.Am erigo V espucci. He was a ships 
chandler, outfitting vessels scheduled 
for long explorations with vitamin C - 
packed pickled vegetables. . . par­
ticularly cucum bers. . . to prevent 
scurvy among the crew members.

CITY OF BLOSSOM 
PUBLIC NOTICE OF ADOPTED 

ORDINANCE 
Ordinance No. 01-005 

An Ordinance of the City of Blossom, 
Lamar County, Texas, regulating dogs 
within the city limits o f Blossom; adopt­
ing sections of Chapter 822, Texas Health 
and Safety Code, pertaining to danger­
ous dogs; providing enforcement o f this 
Ordinance: providing for penalties for 
violation o f this Ordinance; providing 
for supersession clause; providing for 
severability clause; and providing for 
emergency clause to enable this ordi­
nance to t^ e  effect upon its passage, the 
public welfare requiring such.

Whereas, the City Council of Blos­
som, Texas, meeting in duly posted pub­
lic session, has determined that the ex­
cessive number of dogs running at large 
and the reports of dogs attacking animals 
and threatening individuals have become 
a major threat to the health, safety and 
welfare of the citizens of Blossom; and 

Whereas, the City Council, subsequent 
to duly published and posted Public No­
tice of same, has held a Public Hearing on 
the proposed Ordinance, and deem it 
prudent and necessary to establish rules 
and regulations controlling dogs within 
the City of Blossom;

Therefore Be It Ordained that the fol­
lowing rules and regulations are hereby 
adopt^:

Administration
The City Administrator, or any other 

employee of the City of Blossom, so 
designated, is hereby assigned the re­
sponsibility and authority to administer 
this Ordinance. Pursuant to Section 
22.042, Local Government Code, the 
Mayor shall ensure that this Ordinance is 
properly carried out.

A. Except in circumstances wherein 
dangerous animals are involved, and/or 
where dog(s) are deemed to be an imme­
diate threat or danger to any person or 
animal, the City Administrator, or any 
other authorized designee, shall seek an 
administrative remedy to correct alleged 
violations by methods indicated below;

1. After having received written 
complaint(s) of alleged violation(s), an 
administrative notice shall be forwarded, 
by certified mail return receipt requested, 
to the alleged owner of dog(s) and/or the 
owner of property on which dog(s) are 
kept.

2. It shall be stated in above notice that 
the alleged owner of dog(s) and/or prop­
erty owner has ten (10) days from date of 
notice to correct alleged violation.

3. If the City receives no reply or 
satisfactory corrective action, as a result 
of the administrative notice, the City 
Administrator, or any other authorized 
designee, shall initiate appropriate ac­
tion as defined in Section X, "Penalty and 
Enforcement."

Regulation of Dogs that are a 
Danger to Persons or Animals

Sections 822.033, 822.034, and Sec­
tion 822.035, Chapter 822, and Subchap­
ter D, Chapter 822, Regulation o f Ani­
mals, "Texas Health and Safety Code", 
are hereby adopted by reference, as 
though fully copiqd hereiii as* the rules 
and regulations govemiiK dangerous 
dogs that are a threat to ^ im a ls  and 
persons. Above referenced sections of 
Chapter 822, "Texas Health and Safety 
Code" are attached hereto as Exhibit A. 

Regulation of all Dogs within the 
City Limits of Blossom

Notwithstanding regulations estab­
lished in Section II, above, regulating 
dangerous dogs, the following rules and 
regulations are hereby adopt^ govern­
ing all dogs within the city limits of 
Blossom:

A. Confinement of dogs; Every person 
owning, keeping or raising any dog(s) 
shall confine such animal(s) to the pre- 
mi ses o f the dog owner or person keeping 
same. The dog(s) shall be confined by a 
secure fence or wall, capable of prevent­
ing the entry of the general public, in­
cluding children, and capable of prevent­
ing the release or escape of the dog(s).

1. If not confined by secure eiKlosure, 
as defined above, the dog(s) must be 
restrained by a secure leash, rope or tether

Public N otices
in the hands of the owner or responsible 
person controlling such dog(s):

2. The regular confinement of dog(s) 
by chain, rope, leash, or tether in lieu of 
a secure confinement by fence or wall, is 
not an acceptable method of confine­
ment o f dog(s) and does not provide for 
compliance with this Ordinance.

3. Persons who are owning, keeping, 
or raising any dog(s) within the City of 
Blossom on premises not owned by said 
person shall be required to provide to the 
City of Blossom written permission from 
the owner of the property for said dog 
owner to keep dog(s) on such property. 
Written permission by the property 
owner shall include the number of dogs, 
individual description of animals, and 
proof of a current rabies vaccination on 
each. Property owners on whose pre­
mises the dog(s) are being kept shall be 
responsible to assure that no regulation 
within this Ordinance is violated.

B. Required Rabies Vaccination: All 
dogs kept within the city limits shall be 
immunized annually against rabies by 
means of an anti-rabies vaccine approved 
and administered by a duly licens^  vet­
erinarian. Every veterinarian who vacci­
nates any dog shall issue a certificate of 
vaccination to the owner, stating the 
name o f the owner, the address of the 
owner, a description of the dog, the date 
of the vaccination, the number of the 
rabies vaccination tag, and the kind of 
vaccine used. Upon vaccinating each 
dog, the veterinarian shall furnish the 
owner of such animal(s) a metal tag on 
one side of which is stamped the words 
"Rabies Vaccine Administered" or simi­
lar phrase, and the vaccination tag num­
ber and the date of the vaccination, which 
tag at all times shall be securely attached 
to the collar around that neck of the 
animal(s) or harness around the neck 
and body of the animal(s). Dog owners 
shall provide to the Blossom City Clerk 
a copy of above rabies vaccination cer­
tificate and copy of subsequent annual 
renewal of same.

Kennel License
Every person owning, keeping or rais­

ing dogs in the City of Blossom in excess 
of three (3) dogs over six (6) months old 
on one property, shall be required to 
apply for, and secure a Kennel License 
from the City of Blossom.

A. In order to secure a Kennel L i­
cense, a positive inspection from the 
Texas Department of Health shall be 
presented to the City, supporting the 
application. The Kennel License shall 
be renewed annually along with a re­
newed positive inspection from theTexas 
Department of Health.

B. If the person applying for a Kennel 
License is not the owner of the property 
on which the dogs are being kept, the 
owner of the property shall give written 
permission to the City of Blossom, be­
fore the City shal I consider approval of a 
Kennel License.

C. Persons owning, keeping or raising 
dogs totaling six (6) or less, each dog 
having been neutered, is exempt from 
the requirement of Kennel License.

D. Fees for Kennel License shall be 
assessed at $100.00 per license or re­
newal of same.

Abandonment of Dogs
It shall be a violation of this Ordi­

nance for any person or persons to aban­
don any dog(s) within the city limits of 
Blossom or within its extraterritorial ju ­
risdiction.

Penalty and Enforcement
A. In addition to penalties and en­

forcement clauses stated within Sections 
of Chapter 822, "Health and Safety 
Code", adopted by this Ordinance; any 
person, dog owner and/or property owner 
who violates any section or clause of this 
Ordinance shall be guilty of a Class C 
Misdemeanor, and, at the minimum, shall 
be subject to a fine of up to Five Hundred 
Dollars ($500.00) plus court costs. Each 
dog or dog owner subject to this Ordi­
nance and each day of any violation shal I 
constitute a separate offense.

B. Pursuant to Section 22.042, Chap­
ter 22, Local Government Code, the 
Mayor of the City of Blossom, or his 
designee, shall be authorized to request

1. As authorized in the "Inter-local 
Cooperative Agreement for Pâ trol Ser­
vices between the City o f B los^m , 
Texas, and Lamar County", ‘he City 
may request the Lamar County SheniT 
to serve appropriate citations o f alleged 
violations o f this ordinance.
