In all the towns 
around people began to reach 
into their pockets find things 
in their homes to send.

As one family member said 
"I can't say thank you enough. 
As we try to get through this 
we are given offers of every 
kind of help over and over 
again. So many people want to 
help it's just unbelievable".

There, once more, shines the 
light that keeps us all toiling on 
through troubles and sorrows. 
That offer of help, that lending 
of strength, that vibrant desire 
to do whatever can be done to 
help pull a family out of the 
depths of despair to where they 
can function once more and 
go forward.

Of course the one thing this 
family wants and needs more 
than anything is the one thing 
no one can give them. There is 
no way to return their most 
precious possession to them.

Apple Streusel Cake
I cup light brown sugar 
I cup chopped apples 
I cup chopped nuts 
1/4 cup flour
1 teaspoon ground cinnamon 
3 tablespoons melted butter
2 cups flour
I teaspoon baking powder
1 teaspoon baking soda 
1/2 cup butter-softened 
1/2 cup granulated sugar
3 large eggs
1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract 
1/3 cup orange juice 
1/2 cup confectioner's sugar
