County Road Bridges in Red River 
County to be replaced in fall
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Of the six bridges in Red River 
County planned for replacement, five 
or in southeastern portion of the 
county.

According to John Yant, Paris Area 
Engineer for the Texas Department 
of Transportation, The bridge on 
Mustang Creek on Red River County 
Road 1105, a bridge on an unnamed 
creek at County Road 1160 on Line 
Branch, one on County Road 1255 at 
Cuthand Creek and one on a Branch 
of Frances on County Road 1312 as 
well as one near Annona on Country 
Road 3210 are scheduled for replace­
ment. These county roads will be

closed at the bridge location during 
it's replacement. This strategy is based 
primarily upon the existing budget, 
the availability of an alternate access 
and lack of adequate right of way at 
the replacement sites to accommo­
date a detour structure.

TXDOT expected to let the project 
to contract in September of this year 
and work should begin in October 
and last approximately 420 calendar 
days.

With the Memorial Holiday com­
ing up and graduation and cookouts 
planned for various occasions, sev­
eral have contacted me for some reci­
pes for these events.

Memorial Day is in observance of 
our Veteran soldiers who died in 
battle for our country. Three years 
after the Civil War ended on May 5, 
1868, the head of an organization of 
former Union soldiers and sailors. 
The Grand Army of the Republic 
(GAR), established Decoration Day. 
This is a day for the nation to deco­
rate graves of the war dead with flow­
ers. Major General John A. Logan 
declared it sould be May 30. The first 
observance was held that year at Ar­
lington National Cemetery, across 
from the Potomac from Washington, 
D.C. The cemetery already held the 
remains of 20,000 Union dead and 
several hundred Confederate dead.

By the end of the 19th century. Me­
morial Day ceremonies wre being 
held onMay 30, throughout the na­
tion. State legislatures passes proc­
lamations designating the day. The 
Army and Navy adopted regulations

for proper observance of their facili­
ties. It was not until after World War 
1, however, that the day was ex­
panded to honor those who have died 
in all
American wars. In 1971, Memorial 
Day was declared a national holiday 
by an act of Congress. It is still of­
ten referred to as Decoration Day and 
was placed on the last Monday in 
May, as were other federal holidays.

Researchers at the College of 
Veterinary Medicine at Texas A&M 
University are currently investigat­
ing a common problem of deafness 
in popular breeds such as !

Dalmatians and English Setters.' 
Dr. Keith Murphy, a geneticist in 
veterinary pathobiology, began the 
study on genetic canine deafness in 
1999. "Our major goal is to under-* 
stand the basis for hereditary deaf­
ness in certain breeds, and use that 
information to reduce the preva­
lence or even prevent future deaf 
offspring," Murphy said.

M urphy and his team  of re­
searchers have discovered that deaf­
ness in Dalmatians and English Set­
ters does not follow a simple pat­
tern of inheritance.
