The houses themselves 
were all d iffe ren t Ranging 
from simple fram es to mo­
bile homes, elaborate bricks 
or combination of brick and 
fram e, they were from one 
story to two.

There were old fashioned 
farm  homes, huge Tudor 
style houses, and  every 
imaginable type in-between.

Yard care speaks a lot 
about those who live within 
the house, too. Some yards 
must be groomed two or 
three times a week, they are 
so perfec t while others are 
kept "Mowed but not much

else". A few (very few) are 
unkem pt, with Dallis grass 
grow ingaround thefounda­
tion and weeds sprouting 
everywhere.

Even though the bloom­
ing season for flowers is 
nearly gone, new plantings 
of fall mums abound. Trim  
bushes, hanging baskets of 
b re a th tak in g  ferns, and 
flowers brighten yards.

F rom  the  classic 
m aiden pouring water from 
an u rn  into a fountain to the 
silhouettes of cowboys lean­
ing on fences and elves delv­
ing in the d irt, they express 
the individuality of the ho­
meowner.

B anners fly, dep ic ting  
flowers, suns, cats and cows.

C h ild ren 's  p layground  
equipm ent and toys prove 
that kids in this p art of the 
world can play outside in the 
front of their homes, and pets 
race up and down fences 
b a rk in g  a t  my ra tt l in g  
trailer.

I was struck once more by 
the things that m ake this 
nation special, our fierce in­
dependence and desire to 
express ourselves in every 
way ....and our homes are one 
of the most visible!

Web based tool available 
to landowners from FSA

RIVERCREST JUNIOR HIGH-eighth grade History classes did a project for their six weeks test. 
The project was over the American Revolution. Presentations on poster board were made and to earn 
extra points the students could dress a part. The class is taught by Coach David Pasternak.

Farm Service Agency has 
launched the “Base and Yield 
Update Option Analyzer”, an in­
teractive web based tool for land- 
owners and operators to use in 
evaluating and calculating base 
and yield options for direct and 
counter cyclical payments. The 
w eb-based ca lcu lato r can be 
found at http://www.fsa.usda.gov/ 
pas/fann bill/tools.asp.

The 2002 Farm Bill affords pro­
ducers the opportunity to update 
bases and yields allowing them to 
take advantage of yield improve­
ments due to improved technol­
ogy resulting in government pay­
ments that are more in line with 
actual prcxluction.

Base and yield data currently on 
file at USDA service centers has 
been frozen since 1985.

The new tool is based on soft­
ware developed by Texas A&M 
University’s Agriculture Food and 
Police Center. The analysis pro­
gram helps producers evaluate the 
economic consequences of select­
ing different base and yield op­
tions on a case by case basis for 
each of their respective opera­
tions. When using the analyzer 
program, producers will need to 
provide information including 
planted acres, yields an types of 
crops grown.

Without the web based tool, 
producers would be confronted 
with an impossible task.

FSA recognizes that there are

numerous on line ba.se and yield 
calculators available to producers, 
but the Texas A&M mcxiel is the 
only program that has been certi­
fied and adopted by FSA an is 
therefore the only version that 
FSA supports with confidence.

Landowners interested in re­
ceiving direct and counter cycli­
cal payments may begin to sign 
up for the 2002 and 2003 crop 
years on October 1,2002 and have 
until April 1, 2003 to make base 
and yield elections for the new 
farm program. If no election is 
made by the April 1, 2003 dead­
line, the farms' bases will default 
to the 2002 base, plus oilseeds if 
applicable. This is especially im­
portant for those farms that did not 
participate in the 1996 farm pro­
gram and whose records currently 
show no base acres.

A lthough the decision  to 
change existing base and yield 
data is ultimately that of the land- 
owner and FSA or its employees 
cannot make those decision for a 
producer, they will be more than 
willing to assist producers. They 
also encourage produces to work 
with and seed assistance from 
their local County Extension 
Agent.

Dear Editor,
A letter from the Sulphur River 

Basin Authority (SRB A) member 
shows exactly why our regional 
water planning group has found it 
necessary to amend our regions 
water plan. They need to restrain 
the SRBA from developing the 
Marvin Nichols I Reservoir. The 
SRBA misses the big picture and 
ignores plain facts.

The member states that the 
SRBA would bean no cost in build­
ing the lake, choosing to ignore 
the fact that a minium 235,000 
acres would be taken form our 
county and school disbict rolls. 
Our schools are already running 
on a shoestring. Our school dis­
tricts would be forced to raise taxes 
on people's property that was not 
taken for the reservoir. We would 
, in effect, be forced to pay a type 
o f water welfare to Dallas-Ft. 
Worth for their access to our wa­
ter. There is no free lunch for 
anyone.

Another reason that our regions 
water planning group has been 
forced to reign in the SRBA is 
their lack of understanding of miti­
gation. They have misinformed 
people by saying that there would 
be development all around the 
M arvin N ichols I Reservoir. 
Marvin Nichols I would clobber a 
special priority I land area set up 
for protection by the U.S. Depart­
ment of the Interior. According to 
federal law, this required mitiga­
tion land "must" be around the 
impacted site "first" so that all of 
the displaced wildlife have a place 
to go as the lake waters begin to 
rise.

Cooper Lake is a good example 
of this mitigation law. It had less

In addition to the tremendous 
cost, projects such as this will cause 
permanent damage to our natural 
heritage, destroying thousands of 
acres of wildlife habitat-as well as 
family farm and ranch land.

I strongly urge you to work 
with other lawmakers to ensure 
state funding and state permits for 
water development be granted only 
to those applicants who can dem­
onstrate that water needs cannot 
be met through conservation. At a 
time when money is scarce and 
rivers are being depleted, Texas 
can't afford wasteful projects like

than 6,000 acres of priority land 
that it flooded. Yet it forced 35,500 
acres to be taken for mitigation. 
First they took 10,000 acres 
"around" Cooper Lake; then they 
set up White Oak Creek Wildlife 
Management Area and took an­
other 25,500 acres there.

Marvin Nichols I would flood 
35,000 acres of high priority land 
and another 15,000 acres of me­
dium priority land as compared 
with less than 6,000acres of prior­
ity land that Cooper Lake flowed. 
After mitigation law was enforced, 
there would be no opportunity for 
development around the Marvin 
Nichols I shoreline, just like Coo­
per Lake.

We can't afford the Marvin 
Nichols I Reservoir. We would 
lose most of our water, lose a big 
chunk of our tax base for operat­
ing our schools, sheriffs' depart­
ment and county road maintenance 
and we would lose all of the jobs 
tied to all the land we lose. This is 
why our entire region of 19 North­
east Texas counties has been 
forced to work on an amendment 
to our regional water plan. We 
have to be protected from the bad 
choices of the SRBA.

Many state elected officials, 
both candidates for Texas Gover­
nor, the U.S. Army Corps of Engi­
neers, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service, the Texas Parks and Wild­
life Department, Texas Depart­
ment o f Agriculture have an­
nounced their problems with the 
reservoir.
