[ visualized a Mother distraught
over locating children, escorting
them to safety, and then reacting
to the loss of favorite mementos,
priceless irreplaceable photos and
her home. A frantic father fight-
ing with a water hose what he had
provided for his family, or had
been his childhood home full of
memories. It seemed we traveled
for miles and the glow did not di-
minish. May be a whole city was
flaming. As our minds raced with
various thoughts, sometimes au-
dible, FROM THE DARKNESS
we focused on what had troubled
us for several months.

On the flat plains of West Texas
stood an old two story house I
dubbed “House of Seven Gables”.
Around every gable was strung
red lights to guide Rudolph’s
sleigh, or a beacon to travelers or
neighbors that a special birthday
is being celebrated here. Illumined
by dash lights, the five faces
showed relief and was touched by
strangers Christmas Spirit.

This will be
the first Christmas in my life with-
out my dad, Elvis Wright. Daddy
died November 19, 13 years to the
day after my mother died.

With this in mind, the most re-
membered Cristmas this year will
be the Christmas after Mother’s
death. We always spent Christmas
with Mother and Daddy. Plans
were made for Daddy to spend the
Christmas holidays with our fam-
ily. Then on December 18, my
brother Kerry had a near fatal car
accident on an icy road close to
his home in Louisiana. Daddy vis-
ited him as he lay in a coma in a
Shreveport hosptial. I met Daddy
and my brother-in-law, Robert
Taylor, at the last toll gate on the
Indian Nation Turnpike on a bit
ter cold December day. I had
driven on ice and snow packed

highways for at least 100 miles
We had to reutrn over these same
highways. I think the high tem-
perature that day was 11 degrees
with a harsh north wind blowing
After getting to our house in Enid
Oklahoma we settled him in a re
cliner with a blanket. He was still
cold and wished for a nice warm
opened flamed butane heater. He
had to settle for an electric space
heater. Soon he was asleep, tak-
ing a much needed nap. His little
great-granddaugher was arriving
shortly. Our family attended the
Christmas Eve services at our
church.

I canot know just how much
sorrow and heartache Daddy felt
during this time but what he
showed us was his courage, hope,
love and most of all his faith. He
never faltered in his belief that
Kery would fully reccover.

How apropriate that his gifts to
his children and grandchildren
that year were Bibles. Stephanie,
his great-granddaughter received
a little cross necklace.

Silas and I hope that we are also
good examples of the loving, car-
ing and faithful parent that Daddy
was to us. This Christmas after the
traditional Christmas Eve family
diner at my cousin’s home we will
gather around and read the Christ-
mas Story and sing Christmas
Carols.

Under our tree will be many
brightly wrapped gifts this year,
but the ones we hope will mean
the most will be the Bibles that
will be given to them “In Memory
of Grandaddy or Great-
Granddaddy” as the case may be.
Yes, Kerry did recover after many
months in the hospital.

A well rememdbered Clridimai

I was born during the Depres-
sion days and it was a time when
love was very often the only thing
families had.

My first seven years were spent
in Kentucky where the winters are
cold and the snow is deep. And
every Christmas looks like a pic-
ture post card.

My father passed away when I
was only an infant, leaving my
mother with three small daughters
to rear.

Somehow she always managed
to make Christmas a special time,
and it was looked forward to with
great excitement.

There would be a cedar tree cut
down and carried into the house
and put up by my mother. This
was no small task, since she
wasn’t quite five feet tall and
weighed less than 100 pounds.

Once the tree was up and se-
curely fastened, we began to deco-
rate. There was popcorn and red
berries which had been strung on
a thread and made ready for the
occasion.

The smell of cedar filed the
warm room and my mother’s
voice would lull us to sleep as she
told us stories.

Times were difficult, but we
knew our mother would somehow
make sure there would be some-
thing under the tree on Christmas
morning.

I remember so well the Christ-
mas when I was 5 years old. Even
though we were very young, we
knew there was “no money” in the
house. In those days “no money”™
really meant no money:.

I went to bed holding on to the
thought that maybe there really
was a Santa who brought gifts to
those who could not afford to buy
their own.

I awoke early Christmas morn-
ing to the quiiet sound of a new
fallen snow. The fire in the stove
had burned low and I knew the
room would be cold. I could

barely see the outline of the
Christmas tree standing in the cor-
ner and it was still to hard to see
beneath it.

As the room began to get light,
my faith and hope overcame my
doubts. I quietly slipped out of bed
and ran to look.

Underneath the tree were three
of the most precious “corncob”
dolls ever to behold.

My mother had made them,
using the corncobs for their bod-
ies and she had made clothes for
them.

Boll weevil referendum
results tabulated

Cotton producers in the North-
ern Blacklands Boll Weevil Eradi-
cation Zone have voted against
establishing a boll weevil eradi-
cation program in the 36-county
area.

Final results were 190 produc-
ers voting “for” and 138 voting
“against” establishing the pro-
gram, but the measure failed to
receive the necessary two-thirds
vote of 50% of the zone's total
cotton acreage. The total percent-
age of all the zone's acreage vot-

ing in favor of the eradication pro-
gram was 34.69%

At least one year must elapse
before another referendum on es-
tablishing a boll weevil eradica-
tion program can take place.

The Texas Department of Ag-
riculture issued 797 ballots to cot-

ton producers in the Northern
Blacklands Zone who were eli-
gible to vote in the referendum. A
total of 330 valid ballots were
receivd by the December 9 dead-
line and counted.

The Northern Blacklands
Eradication Zone consists of
approximatley 70,000 acres of
cotton in the following counties:
Bosque, Bowie, Cass, Collin,
Cooke, Dallas, Delta, Denton,
Ellis, Fannin, Franklin, Grayson,
Hamilton, Henderson, Hill, Hood,
Hopkins, Hunt, Jack, Johnson,
Kaufman, Lamar, Montague,
Morris, Navarro, Parker, Rains,
Red River, Rockwall, Somervell,
Tarrant, Titus, Van Zandt, Wise
and portions of McLennan and
Limestone.

It was December 20, 1952. The
weather was cold, and the first
snow had fallen. I was excited be-
cause Mutti (mother) and I were
going to take the train to go to
Omi’s (grandma’s) house for
Christmas. Omi lived in
Merseburg, normally about a 6
hour train ride away, but because
we had to cross the border into
East Germany, it would take us
about 10 hours to get there.

We left the little town of
Rotenburg an der Fulda at 5 PM.
Our first stop was Bebra where
we had to change trains to get on
the train that came from Frank-
furt and went to Berlin. The train
was already full of holiday trav-
elers, and the only place we found
was in the gangway, where we
had to sit on the suitcase.

[ remember I was already very
tired, but a six year old boy does
not have to have a bed to sleep
in. I knew I would be asleep very
soon. But people kept going back
and forth, keeping me awake.
After what seemed to me like
days, we finally got to the border,
where everybody had to leave the
train.

Crossing the border from West
Germany into Communist East
Germany was very hard at this
time. Every suitcase was
searched. Each person had to de-
clare how much money he or she
was bringing into the east. The
West German Mark was much
more valuable than the East Ger-
man Mark. Travelers from the
West had to declare how much
money in West Marks they were
taking into the East, and on their
return from the East they had to
have the same amount with them.
West Marks were not permitted
to be used in the East. Travelers
were required to exchanged their
West Marks for East Marks at the
border at arate of 1 to 1 to be used
for their purchases while in East
Germany. However, the exchange
rate for East Marks in West Ger-
many was one West Mark for 10
East Marks. So travelers from the
West tried to find ways to
smuggle East Marks that they had
gotten prior to reaching the bor-
der at the more favorable rate into
East Germany. The penalty for
being caught smuggling money
into the East was prison, but that
d:dn t deter Germans from trying

to sneak money in that they had
gotten at the better rate--10 to 1
rather than 1 to 1.

As a six year old, I was com-
pletely unaware of political ide-
ologies or currency exchange
rates. When we got back on the
train, we finally had a bench to
sit on and I was able to go to
sleep. After about 2 hours, we had
to change trains again. We had to
wait for about 1 hour to get on
the next train. I was hungry and
asked Mutti to get me something
to eat. She said she had no money,
but I was smarter than that. I had
watched her before we left home
when she put the money in a tube
of toothpaste so the border patrol
could not find it. I told her so, but
she nervously told me to be quiet
because there were police and
Russian soldiers in the train sta-
tion who might overhear what I
was saying. That would mean big
trouble for Mutti. It could lead to
her being arrested. So I had to
be quiet with my growling stom-
ach. Our train finally came, we
found seats, and after a couple of
hours we were in Merseburg. My
aunts and my Omi picked us up
from the station. It was already
daylight and I was very happy to
be with my aunts and Omi.

The next days went by very
slowly because I was waiting for
Christmas. The weather was nice
and I played with other kids in
the snow and we had fun. Finally,
Christmas Eve was here. In Ger-
many, east or west, the tradition
is that the tree is put up on Christ-
mas Eve, not a month before. We
kids did not see the tree being put
up. All afternoon we could not go
into the living room;the door was
always locked. The time did not
pass. Every five minutes I asked,
“Is it time yet?”

“No, you will hear the bells
when the Christkindle comes, so
wait.”

That was very hard for a little
boy. First, we all had to sitdown
in the kitchen and have supper.
Really, tell me who is hungry
when there are presents to be
opened and a Christmas tree to
look at. But Omi always made
such good food, that even if you
were not hungry, you would sit
down and eat. We had potato
salad, sausage, and bread. That
was a good; gmd. qe

This Christmas I had no shoes.
I had good warm winter clothes,
but no shoes. There was an Aunt
Vera in the family that had been
left a widow. Aunt Vera was
spending the night, so when I
hung my cotton stockings up on
the fireplace shelf, so did Aunt
Vera. she said, “I'm an orphan,
maybe Santa will put something
in them.”

Finally, the time had come. |
heard the bell ringing. As fast as
my little feet would carry me, I
wanted to storm into the living
room, but Omi held me back and
told me to slow down. When I got
into the room, my eyes went big
and I could not close my mouth.
There was the Christmas tree with
all its beauty and lights. The light
of the candles (yes, they used real
candles on the tree) were so bright

that the whole room was lit up. ¢

Under the tree were a lot of boxes
all wrapped up in Christmas pa-
per with bows and ribbons around
them.

I wanted to tear into them right
away, but again Omi stopped me
and I was told we first had to sing
some Christmas songs . I remem-
ber very well I always sang the
last word of each line. When the
singing was done, the big moment
finally arrived. It was time to
open the presents. I did get a lot,
but only one present really sticks
in my memory. I got my first elec-
tric train. It was a big box and |
could hardly wait to open it and
set up my first train. But setting
it up was not that easy. My uncles
were there to help me. They took
all the pieces out of the box, laid
them out on the flcor, and put
them together. Then they set the
engine and the cars on the track.
Then they played with it (while I
was forced to watch) until it was
time to go to the Christmas Eve
Service. My Grandma always
went to this Service, even though
she had to walk about 5 miles to
church. The Service started at
12:00 AM, and lasted for an hour.

The next day we had roasted
goose, potato dumplings, and red
cabbage for our Christmas dinner,
but before dinner all the men of
the family went out for Frueh
Schoppen (a German tradition to
get the men out of the house so
the women can prepare the feast).
When we returned, dinner was
ready, and we all sat down to eat.
That Christmas is one of my most
memorable, since most Christ-
mase$ we were unable to be in
East Germany with Omi and my
aunts and uncles.
