State Comptroller Bob

‘ ‘ C o n g r e s s i o n a l  
redistricting is exlusively 
the business of the 
Legislature-not the Board- 
and I intend to leave it that 
way,” he said.

Bullock said he has 
‘‘resisted attem pts by 
numerous people to get me 
involved in the congressional 
oonsideratiems.”

Winter Pastures

Been thinking about 
planting winter pasture for 
Stocker cattle, dairy herd or 
cow-calf beef herd? They are 
going to be expensive. In 
fact, economic figures 
wwked up by Wayne Taylor, 
Area Economist with the 
Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, indicates 
about a 23 percent increase 
over 1980-81 costs.

Prelim inary figures in­
dicate that small grain and 
ryegrass pasture will cost 
approximately $157 per acre. 
Much of this increase is in a 
40 to 75 percent increase in 
cost of planting seed. For 
instance, Elbon Rye is 
projected to sell for $19 a 
hundred and ryegrass for $35 
ia hundred. These are only 
projections at this time and 
very well could change as 
planting time get closer.

An alternative to the 
traditional stocker-winter 
pasture operation is contract 
grazing since the risk of 
owning cattle may be too 
great and grazing on a 
contract per pound of gain 
could be an opportunity for 
some. This does offer some 
possibilities of area wheat 
producers.

Grazing wheat improves 
wheat providing the cattle 
are removed around the 
middle of February. Grazing 
reduces insect problems in 
wheat. There is less winter 
grain mite problem and 
fewer problems with 
greenbugs. Also, there is less 
likelyhood of wheat being 
frozen where grazed.

On the other hand, ad­
ditional nitrogen will be 
required where grazed and 
producers should strive for a 
September 15 planting date 
where winter grazing is 
expected.

If wheat is to be grazed, 
producers should consider 
(Wanting Coker 68-15 even 
though it has had some

powdery mildew disease 
jM’oblems. This variety will 
produce more forage than 
other soft and hard wheat 
varieties planted in the area.

If one is just planting a 
winter pasture and has no 
intention of harvesting grain, 
then a combination oat or 
rye plus ryegrass is still the 
best bet. Results of 
demonstraiton and research 
plantings in the area con­
tinue to show oat varieties to 
be the top forage producer. 
The only exception to the 
above statement would be 
those years where oats are 
frozen out.

The Walken oat was the 
top forage producer at Noble 
Foundation located near 
Ardmore, Ok. in 1980-81. The 
rye varieties produced on the 
average 4500 to4600 pounds 
while wheat was in the lower 
4000 pounds and upper 3000’s.

Producers wanting ad­
ditional economic in­
formation on winter pasture 
costs or yield data on small 
grains should either call or 
stop by our office.

Educational programs 
conducted by the Texas 
Agricul tural  Extension 
Service serve people of all 
ages regardless of socio­
economic level, race, color, 
sex, religion or national 
origin.

Wayne Taylor, area 
economist-management for 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, is 
calculating budgets for 
winter pastures and stacker 
calf operations in East Texas 
for next winter. These cost 
and return estimates will be 
available from local county 
Extension agents within the 
next few days.

Prelim inary figures in­
dicate that small grain and 
ryegrass winto* pasture will 
cost approximately $157 per 
acre. This is an increased of 
about 23 percent over last 
winter. Cmtributing to the

cost increase are seed costs- 
up 40 to 75 percent, higher 
interest rates and higher 
fertilizer prices. Taylor says 
that his figures are only 
estimates but that individual 
producers can adapt the 
budgets to their own 
operations and expected 
cash flow.

Taylor’s calculations also 
indicate that producers 
interested in growing wheat 
for grazing and grain can 
expect expenses in excess of 
$200 per acre by the time the 
wheat is harvested.
