Cystic fibrosis, an in-
curable degenerative
disease that affects the lungs
and the digestive system, is
the number one genetic
killer of children and young
adults in this country. Money
raised during the Breath of
Life Campaign will be spent
in three areas: medical
treatment, public education,
and research.

Medical therapy,
developed through years of
research, has raised the
average life expectancy of

the cystic fibrosis child.
Twenty-five years ago, CF
children did not live past pre-
school age. Today, nearly
half of those born with CF
will live into their twenties.

Public education increases
the chances of early
diagnosis and treatment.
One out of every 20 persons
carries a CF gene. For those
who inherit CF, early
diagnosis is vital since the
disease often masquerades
as other lung and digestive
disorders.

Researchers are hard at
work trying to find a cure or
a long-term control. Their
work needs broad public
support.

Metric Course Set

A short course on the
Metric System will be taught
at Paris Junior College
beginning Tuesday, Sept. 29,
from 7 to 9 p.m. in room 124
in the Administration
Building.

The metric system is
measurements based on
units of 10 and the decimal
system. Once learned, the
metric system is much
simpler and more logical
than our customary
measurements. The system

was devised in France in
1795 and is legally
recognized in the United
States. With the system
becoming more and more
widely used in the United
States, the course should be
beneficial to all citizens.

Taxes No
Longer Due

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock Tuesday reminded
Texans that sales tax is no
longer due on any
therapeutic device bought or
rented by a person when it’s
prescribed by a doctor.

“This exemption doesn’t
cover hot tubs,” Bullock
warned.

The change, authorized by
the Legislature last spring,
affects the buying or renting
of oxygen equipment,
devices which help reduce or
eliminate pain and all
therapeutic items obtained

under a physican’s
prescription.

Bullock said the
Legislature also broadened
the motor vehicle tax
exemption to include
vehicles modified for or-
thopedically-handicapped
persons.

The exemption now ap-
plies to modified vehicles
whose primary use is to
transport an orthopedically-
handicapped person.

Texan War On Drugs Combats
lllegal Trafficking

State Rep. Pete Patterson,
played a significant
leadership role in the battle
to curtail drug abuse by
children and adolescents in
Texas, the Texans’ War on
Drugs Committee an-
nounced today.

The Texans’ War on Drugs
Committee, established by
Gov. Bill Clements and
headed by Ross Perot, was
formed to combat illegal
drug trafficking in Texas.
The committee’s weapons
are the education of parents,
support of  anti-drug
legislation and improved
communications among
state law enforcement of-
ficers.

‘“‘Patterson and several
other legislators went above
and beyond the call of duty to
support the Texans’ War on
Drugs program,”’ said Peort,
chairman of Dallas-based
Electronic Data Systems
Corp. ‘“He heeded the call
from parents all over the
state to protect the children

of Texas from the drug
culture.”

Perot emphasized that
without the effective

teamwork of state officials
like Patterson and con-
cerned Texas parents, the
five-part legislative package
developed by the Texans’
War on Drugs Committee
would never have been
passed. Perot also stressed
that support from House
Speaker Billy Clayton and
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby was also
an integral part of the
program'’s success.

New Statutes passed in the
session toughten penalties
for delivery of drugs to
minors, tighten the laws
against drug trafficking and
make it illegal to
manufacture, deliver or
possess drug paraphernalia.
Also passed was a triplicate
prescription bill that will
help identify persons who
divert prescritpion drugs to
the illegal market. The fifth
new law permits immediate
revocation of licenses of
health care professionals
convicted of drug-related
felony crimes.

All of the laws became
effective September 1, with
the exception of the
triplicate prescription bill.

Conditions Excellent For

Planting

Producers should be
planting their small grain
winter pastures. With
moisture over most of East
Texas, conditions are ex-
cellent for planting. If clover
{s in the winter pasture
program, it should be
planted about October 15.

Many commercial
producers and home gar-
deners are harvesting sweet
potatoes, according to Dr.
Terry Menges, horticulturist
for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service. Several
precautions should be taken
to insure the quality ot the
potatoes.

Menges recommends
digging the potatoes when
the soil is relatively dry.
Handle the potatoes very
gently, almost as you would
handle eggs. This will
prevent bruising and
breaking the skin of the
potato. To store the potatoes,
try to maintain a tem-

perature no cooler than 55
degrees. If the potatoes are
subjected to lower tem-
peratures, cold damage
could occur. Store the sweet
potatoes in a cool, dry place.
Control of temperature and
humidity is very important.

The pecan crop in East
Texas is looking good.
Menges says that the crop
should be larger than last
year, but not as large as 1979.
Some reports of premature
leaf drop have been
received. This will probably
not effect this year's crop but
could reduce th crop in 1982.
All management techniques
available should be used to
insure a good crop each
year. Insect and disease
control, plus fertility, weed
control and other necessary
chores should be carried out
on a regular schedule.
