AN ORDINANCE LEVYING
TAXES AND PROVIDING
FOR THE ASSESSMENT
AND CALLECTION OF THE
SAME, IN AND FOR THE
CITY OF HASKELL, TEXAS,
FOR THE YEAR 1915,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE

t| A CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF HASKELL:

That the following taxes be
and are hereby levied for the
year 1915 upon each one hun.
dred dollars valuation of prop.-
erty subject to taxation in said
city of Haskell:

For general purposes, twenty-
five cents, fifteen cents of which,
together with all poll tax to be
placed to the credit of the New
General fund and ten cents to-
gether with all occupation tax
to be placed to the credit of
the old General Fund.

For street and bridg es, fifteen
cents.

For interest and sinking fund
for Street Improvement Bonds,
$4,500.00, three and one-quarter
cente.

For interest and sinking fund
for sewerage bonds, $6,500.00,
four and one-half cents,

For interest and sinking fund
for Water-Works Bonds, $20,-
500,00, fourteen and three-quar-
ter cents,

For interest and sinking fund
for Water-Works Extension
Bonds, €3,500.00, two and one-
half cents,

That there be and is hereby
levied a poll tax of one dollar
as provided in Article 489, Re-
vised Statutes, 1805, upon all
persons therein - named, and
when collected, shall be placed,
to the credit of the New General
fund.

That there b2 and is hereby
levied an occupation tax of one
Lalf of that levied by the State,
upon all persons, tirms and cor-
porations following taxable oc-
cupations in the city of Haskell,
Texas,

The taxes herein levied shall
be assessed by the assessor, and
the Collector shall cellect the
same, and pay same over to
the Treasurer as required by
law, and the Treasurer shall
place same to the credit of the
respective funde and purposes
herein mentioned,

The rule calling for a second
and third reading of an ordi-
nance is hereby suspended and
waived, and this ordinance shall
be of force and effect from and
after its passage.

Under Fire

At twenty minutes past 8 o'clock in
the morning, when the people in the
town of Yarmouth, on the east coast
of Fngland, were wrapped in slumber,
there amotinded on the atill air the

stroke of a bell. Hundreds, th

of persons started up and lstened.
Within a few seconds (here was an:
other and another stroke, untll it was
evident that not the hour was being
struck, but an alarm. They on the
streets were heard sounds ol"inen run
ning, followed by a cry.

“Turn out! The Germans!”

Then a boom, and In & few seconds
a denfening explosion.

The colonel of the woman's regiment
jumped out of bed and into her uni-
form, descended to her headquarters
on the floor below, where members of
her staff were dressing, nand seelng
that there was delay sald sharply:

“Come, get & move on! Never mind
that switch, Captain Blake. BSay, you,
there! Miss Brewster! What are you
looking for—a bracelet? Never mind
ornaments, The enemy is upon us,
and there's no time to lose. Ganevieve
Mainwaring, put down that hand glass,
torn out and help call the regiment to
arms,"”

Each woman, as soon as she had fin-
ished ber tollet, dashed out and away.
Meanwhile members of the force cnme
hurrying In, some jabbing pins Into
their alpine hats, gome buttoning thelr
Jackets, some pressing their hands
opon thelr back hair to make sure that
it was fast. As they arrived the com-
panies fell In nnder thelr sergeants,
and soon a line consisting of fully half
the roster was drawn up In the street.
Then the colonel, standing before the
colors, gave the order to break into
column, and placing herself at the
head erled fn a loud mezzo soprano
volre:

“Forward!"

Meanwhiie a number of shells from a
German war vessel were Lursting here
and there, gome of them doing serions |
damage. The woman's regiment wns
marched to the street fronting on the
water and eame to o rest. Durlng the
march it wos joined by members who
had mot arrived at the armory in
thoe to joln at the depurture of the
corps,  Some of these Iadies wore
buckling on thelr acconterments, oth- |
ers mdjusting  their hastily  donned I
clothing.

“Do lend me a halrpin.” “Take care, |
You're pointing that gun right ip my
face.” “Isn't it horrid of the Germans
to wake us up at this time of the
morning?' “What's 1t all about? 1
don’t see anything of an enemy. They
must have gone home.”

Suddenly there was a flash on the
erulser, followed by a report, and a
shell came shrieking over the water.
It struck a house back of the regiment,
exploded, and the detonation was fol.
lowed by falling brick and mortar. |
Conversatlon stopped nat once. The
babel of volces was hushed as if it had
been shut off by lightning. But not for
long. I

“My goodness gracious!” “Isn't that |
awful!”  “The horrld things!" “Oh, |
land, that neise muost have wakensd
my baby!"

Another shot came, strack the gronnd
slaping to the sea p hundred vards be.
fore the Hne, and there was a rain of
fragmoents,  But fortunately the sholl |
had struck too far in advance.  That
part of the line before which it fell
broke away, but was quickly rallied by
the officers,

The ladies stood their ground like
hervines till the shooting censed and
the cruiser, turning her bow eastward,
steamed away. Then it seemed that
bedlam had broken loose all nlong the
line. The color bearer fainted, but
the colors were picked up by n woman
of sterner stufl and held in their former
position, A few shrieks arose from
different parts of the line, but the
principal din was composed of ex-
clamations, shouts, crles of horror or
vietory mingled with maledictions on
the Germans. Strange to say. there
was much mwore fear now that they
were steaming away than when they
were sending “those horrid shells*

While the erniser was growlng Joess
in the distance the eolondl rade along
the line and stopplng In the center
halted and made a short speech con
gratulating the women on thelr splen
did behavior under flve. Then shie gave
the order bringlng the reghnent Into
column of piatoons and started  them
for the armary

Al wonld have gone well for the
eclnt of the women's behavior had it
not been for sote hovs whom even
German shells could not turn from
thelr pranks. The Loys tled together
mouse colored rags which they attached
to strings, then bid thewmselves along
the street marched over hy the women,
At n given slgnal each hoy pulled
what was appgrently a roaent through
the ranks,

Every company through which t&o
bundies were pulled broke and ran on
to the stoops of the houses on the lne
of march.

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Spanish Peanuts
Good Paying Crop

Editor Free Press:

Knowing that you are a pro-
gressive man, and want to see
Haskell County overcome difficul-
ties and its people succeed, I am
going to offer some suggestions

that may be worth something to a

people who have raised a great
cotton crop and received tor it
small returns.

Now to begin with, I will say,
that | am not a theoretical farmer
and that | was on the Farm for 35
vear of my life in Tennssee and
Kentucky, and when 1 came to
Haskell County, I found conditions
different trom what they were in
Tennessee and Kentucky®

In that country the people did
not plant the whole farm in wheat
cotton, tobacco or corn, but planted
some of each and they always
made arrangements to make a
living for the family off the farm
by putting up at home a year's
supply of corn, wheat, meat lard
sausage potatoes etc. such as could
be raised on the farm.

Tnere is no reason why the same
method cannot be followed in
Haskell Courty.

Now in Haskell County Maizeand
Feterita and Kaffircorn takes the
place of Corn. and to raise this crop
successfully, the land should be
prepared well to receive the seed,
for the seed are amall andin plant-
ing small seed the land should be
well pulverized. This crop should
be planted early in this country
and then chopped or thinned to
two or three stalks to the hill
which should not be closer than 24

inches apart and better if it 18 JU
inches apart.

I'his crop should be cultivated
at least four times and weeds
should be a stranger to the field.

My observation here for 14
vedrs has convinced me that the

man who follows this method of
raising these crops never buys
feed or grain, but always has
both to sell. The farmers in the
old States follow this metnod, and
they make corn, when if they
should take a planter and sow the
seed from one end of the row to
the other, he would fail in makihg
corn,

Two brood sows, three dozen
chickens, a dozen guineas and sev-
eral turkeys are necessary to lthe
living of the family on the farm
and in the town, in fact are just as
necessary as the milch cow, and
being so necessary in supplying
the family with meat and eggs,
they deserve some attention and
care, The hen is entitled to a
nest with some straw in it, and at
a place where it will be protected
from rain and storm. When she
hatches, she deserves a good coop
‘or herself and little ones, so they
will have absolute protection from
the rain, cold, wind and varmints
If proper care of hensand chick-
ens, guineas turkevs are given to
them on any farm in Haskell Coun-
ty, they will supply the table
and pay the grocery bill.

They also become an asset of
the farmer and should give him a
rating at the bank.

The cow, calyes, horses and
mules, the chickens, guineas and
turkeys have to be fed as well as
“Betsv and the Babijes”,

If the kaffir, maize and feterita
should not supply the demand,
then why not plant say 5 acres of
Spanish peanuts’ orif vou have
the land you will be better off
vou make it ten acres,

How many acres
has returned the farmer that|
amount that was in cotton in 19147
and even if it had done well, you
have no hay value in the cotton
stalks, and the peanut hay is equal |
in feeding value to the best hay we |
have in this country. That's not all; |
there is enough peanuts left in the
ground after you are donegath- |
ering them to fatten two hogs to
each acre you had in peanuts. |

It has been demonstrated time
and again,that the hay of a peanut
crop,after the peanuts have been |
taken otf, 1s worth enough to pay
for the seed planted. The planting, |
cultivating, and harvesting of the
crop thus leaving the nuts a net
profit, to say nothing of the hog |
feed left in the field to be harvest.
ed by the hogs that you have kept
in the pen.

Almost the only draw back to
making the peanut a paving mon-
ey crop is the difficulty in getting
a stand. It has been estimated that
the stand on the average farm will
not equal more than 60 per cent of
a tull stand.

The principal reason for thisis
the poor preparation of the land
and the planting ot seed that is
not ripe when gathered.

Good, mature seed planted in
well prerared soil will give a good
stand.

Why not double the acreage
this vear in Milo maize, Kaffir, and
Feterita; then plant, 5,0r 10 or 15
acres in Spanish peanuts, and then
plant some other thingsand when
all is planted, plant some cotton,
cultivate it all well, and you will
be pleased with the result. Don’t
forget to plant chickens, guineas,
turkeys, and hogs. This method
will bring you out of the slough of
despond and debt and start you up
the incline in the direction of pros-
perty.
