TFB Gift
Certificate
Program

WACO—(Spl)—The Texas
Farm Bureau today launched a
statewide gift certificate camp-
aign to increase the consump-
tion of meat, poultry and dairy
products,

TFB President J. T. (Red)
Woodson said this is a
"'positive approach'’ to mov-
ing agricultural commodities
which are in serious trouble at
this time.

In a letter to all 210
organized county Farm Bu.
reaus, Woodson said the
promotion involves Christmas
gift certificates for these food
products, Theme of the cam-
paign will be "'Give meat,
poultry and dairy products for
an old-fashioned farm and
ranch Christmas."’

“What better way to ex-
press the true spirit of
Christmas than by giving a gift
certificate for these foods,"
the farm leader said. '‘We
believe that the concept will
catch on. The American Farm
Bureau Federation has been
asked to carry the idea
nationwide."’

Woodson said Farm Bureas
would seek the cooperation of
other agricultural groups, food
chains and independent groc-
ers as well as top state
government officials.

He said county Farm Bu-
reaus will be asked to form
special committees to call on
local grocers and to promote
the program locally. Woodson
said most food chains have
their own gift certificates and
that these could be used in the
promotion. Certificates will be
furnished to stores that do not
have them.

Special envelopes and mes-
sage cards will be provided for
persons  wishing to  send
checks or money orders
instead of gift certificates.
These will be available at
county Farm Bureau offices.

NOT ONLY ARE prices paid to farmers down from
last year but production in most major crops is also down,
Production of corn, rice, sugar cane and sugar beets, and
pecans is expected to be up over the not-so-good crops of
1973, but production of cotton, grain sorghum, peanuts,
soybeans and sweet potatoes is not expected to be as good
@ in the good vear of 1973, says the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service. Dry conditions during the
planting season plus a wet fall when low temperatures came
garly have caused the prediction of lesser yields in most
major crops

COTTON IS an example of what has happened with
most major crops in Texas. The USDA estimated October 1
that 3,700,000 bales would be made in Texas this yesr,
compared to 4,673,000 bales last year. And the October 1
estmate was B0 000 bales less than the previous monthly

estimate and s still too high, according to some Texas
estimates. Cool, wet weather set back cotton on the High
Plains in September, and October’s weather has not given it

a chance to recover., The yield this yesr is expected to be
310 pounds of lint an acre, compared to 431 pounds #n
acre in 1973; and the estimated 4,800,000 acres to be
harvested are 400,000 fewer than last year, although more
acres were expected to be and were planted last spring than
were planted in 1973, Cotton picking is expected to pick
up in West and North Texas now that frost is causing
defoliation. September rains slowed harvest as well as
cotton growth. In the Lower Rio Grande Valley, South
Texas, and the Upper Gulf Coast, harvest is over and many
farmers have plowed up stalks in preparation for the next
crop. Cotton prices ranged from 38 cents a pound (on the
Plains) to around 47 cents, although trading was slow.

SORGHUMS, THE Number 2 crop in Texas, have
slso suffered a decline in production. Now it is estimated
that Texas will produce 295,000,000 bushels with harvest
sbout 60 per cent complete, a rate of harvest behind last
year's. In 1973, sorghum production totaled 417,000,000
bushels off 6 950,000 acres. This year 5,900,000 acres are
expected 10 be harvested Texas is expected to produce
almost 70,000,000 bushels of corn this year off 775,000
scres, compared to aimost 61,000,000 bushels last year off
640,000 acres. This yield is expected to average 80 bushels
#n acre, compared to 95 bushels an acre in 1873, The corn
harvest is about 70 per cent complete . . . Cutting of the
second crop of rice is underway in most of the growing
areas. Yields average around 4500 pounds an acre,
compared to 3,740 an acre in 1973, and Texas production
this year is predicted at 25335000 hundredweights,
compared to 20,530,000 cwis. last year.

WHILE THE 1974 harvest heads down the home
stretch, planting of the next wheat crop is progressing.
Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting Service estimated that
wheat seeding was 78 per cent complete by October 15,
rate slower than last year due to rain, Early stands are good,
and moisture is reportad enough to send the new crop into
winter in good condition. Some Low and High Plains
cowmen have had some grazing on wheat . . . Oat planting
is also about three fourths complete, and some grazing of
oats in the Blackliands and East Texas has been available .

The u.ul.t *Rlly lunch-
econ meeting of the Haskell
Rotary Club was held in the
dining room of the City Cafe at
noon, Thursday, October 24th,
with president Ferrell Coston,
presiding.

In his timely and
interesting presentation, he
advised those present that he
checked the records at the
courthouse before the program
and discovered that since
August 18th of this year,
cighteen persons had been
charged with DWI offenses.

People who attend the AA
meetings pay no fees or dues
as they have paid them in
advance before they ever
attend. In many instances this
means that a fortune has been
spent and a great many things
of life lost to the individual
who has become addicted to
alcohol. We only take one day
at a time because yesterday is
a cancelled check as tar as tne
alcoholic is concerned, he
stated in closing.

Mrs. Nanny then talked a
few minutes about the work of
the Alanons, the women who
have had occasion 1o become
conscious of the ill effects of
both alcohol and the use of
drugs to members of their
families. In some cases we
cannot get the victim of these
vices to attend meetings, but
is is a great service to
members of their families. We
teach them to leamn tolerance

and compassion in regards to
the family members who are
afMicted in either way, We
don’t get many users of hard
drugs but chiefly the ones who
have become users of prescrip-
tion drugs as a crutch, she
stated.

This same
benefit is paid to the depen-
dents of veterans whose
deaths are caused )y a disease
or injury which was incurred
during military service.
Widows and widowers who are
receiving the Yeterans Admin-
istration benefit, and who are
so disabled as to require the
assistance of another person,
will receive $64 per month aid
