As a matter of fact there are
those in Congress and in iIn-
fluential groups outside who
wan! to include all primary
elections under the control of
Washington. Those of us who
maintain that the State legis-
latures should retain this auth-
ority and responsibility have
been opposing any such ideas
for a number of years
In the House of Representa-
tives there is now a move to
enact a mixed svstem of public
and private financing of quali-
fied candidates for President
and Congress in the general
elections. The purpose is to en-
dbie any candidate to mount
an effective campaign without
the need for large private eon-
tributions. The goal is to pro-
vide sufficient financial sup-
port to encourage the maxi-
mum feasible degreec of partic-
ipation in elections for Federal
office
The advocates of this line ad-
mit that they would like to ex-
tend this system to primary
candidates at a later time
If absolute accountability
and open records are available
to the electorate, people will
exercise a judgement which
could determine their support
for a candidate. This is what
our Legislature wants to do
and would be a most effective
way of guarantecing whole-
some elections.
