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It's all gone a little too far, folks. It 
was amusing when, a number of years 
ago, the jokes started about "domes­
tic engineers (housewives) or Main­
tenance Supervisors (janitors).

But our language seems to be tak­
ing a turn for the worse, as in our high 
tech world we begin using more and 
more high flown, over-verbose ter­
minology for • common words or 
phrases.

I’m a great believer in proper use 
of the language. I get bent completely 
out of shape over some of the mis-

«lled words seen on signs or re- 
Ms. (as if I never misspelled any­
thing!).

But 1 cannot figure out why it is 
necessary to refer to things in terms it 
takes a lawyer to discipher.

A news article I was reading last 
week concerned the reorganization 
of a lending institution.

It stated the assets and the liabili 
ties, then proceeded to say that this 
had resu lt^  in a negative financial- 
regulatory net worth. Does couching 
it in this terms soften the facts. Any­
one can figure out that what hap­
pened was the liabilites were larger 
than the assets!

Yet another newspaper ran a head­
line with the statement that "Area 
Families Enter Back-To-School 
Mode".
MODE! People do not enter modes, 
thank you very much. Machines can 
be programmed or switched into 
Modes". Mode is simply not a word 

applicable to the human condition.
Want to quit smoking? Or eating? 

There was an ad in a Dallas magazine 
that said that their progiwn worked 
because of their careful use of 
"Negative reinforcement therapy". 
What's that? Electric shocks, admini­
stered when the urge to indulge struck! 
Perhaps it sounds better 
stated as a"therapy" but the whole 
thing was pretty vicious, investiga­
tors discovered.

"Image Enhancement" why doesn't 
someone just say "we made the pic­
ture a little better", for heaven's sake!

The high tech terms can reach 
unbelievable limits.

A lot of this is due to the computer 
technology that has entoed our world.

Computors, like the one this col­
umn is produced with, are wonderful 
things. But they are tools, and should 
be thought of as such, not as a way of 
life, dominating everything, includ­
ing our language.

Perhaps a cartoonist said it best. 
Thecartoon read: "Ultimate Port- 

ableComputer. Multi-Program Flexi­
bility. CostEffcctive. Interfaces With 
Almost anything. Pressure operated 
Output Deletiton Module. Contoured 
Digital Text Manipulator-Formater,. 
Graphite-Tipped Cursor/Optical 
CharacterGenerator". What was 
it?....a common pencil. Pressure 
operated Output Deletion Module was 
the eraser. Graphite-Tipped Cursor/ 
Optical Character Generator was the 
lead, and so on.

Almost anything can be made to 
sound very complex by using long

• rds strung together, 
i t
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From Simple Roots, Sparks Evolved Unusual Business

ut what really bothers me isn't 
the use of this "language” in ads, 
articles or information, but the iact 
that there must be a lot of people 
somewhere thinking these terms up 

Give that some consideration. 
Hundreds of highly paid people, 
probably with degrees, sitting around 
trying to find the most confusing or 
the most over-complicated way to 
describe a product , course, or job 
description.

And out there in the hall, on the 
expensive leak door .there is proba­
bly a sign that reads Terminological 
Utilization Department.

The people inside may be sending

«mos usmg phrases like "maximiz 
potential re-sale phrase market- 

" or "negative rehabilitative feed- 
' back on the modum".
Let's get right to the point, and call 

apples - apples. Not "decidious borne 
fruits, crimson colored packaging 
.semi-solid flesh, highly edible, with 
a central core containing germina­
tion pods".

Back in 1947 J.A. Sparks bor­
rowed $140 from his d ^  to buy a 
portable weldw.

His Dad wasn't too impressed 
about the idea for several reasons.

One of those reasons was that 
J.A. didn't even know to weld. 
Another was that portable welders 
were an unknown quanity. J.A. 
believes that his was one of the very 
first in Lamar County.

J.A. bought the welder, though, 
never realising that he was launch­
ing himself on a life-long career.

He taught himself to weld through 
trial and error, and soon had a little 
shop in Minter, where he lived.

He couldn't have foreseen back 
in 1947 that he would have built 
over 1,000 metal buildings, six 
airplane hangers, 10 or 12 houses, 
several shopping centers and mis­
cellaneous constructions of a wide

and varied nature.
Ben Holland had the first metal 

house, bam and dairy bam that J.A. 
and his crew ever built.

An all-metal house was novel 
back then, but the attracative, ex­
tremely fire-proof and practical 
buildings have been a big success. 
They are insurance thrifty, and 
energy efficient.

When asked what the most un­
usual building they ever created 
was, J.A. seems at a loss, smiling 
his quiet smile and considering.

His more ebbulient son-in-law 
and business partner, Donnie 
Darden, reminded him of the one

under-ground house they have built.
It seems that someone else had 

botched the beginning of the be­
neath-ground dwelling, and they 
went in, straightened it out and

finished it, much 
satisfaction.

Darden-Sparks Construction 
crew consists of J.A. and Donnie, 
and workers who have worked for 
them from only three months up to 
ninetten years.

Through the years there have 
been slow times, as there are in all 
businesses. But most of the time 
their well-organized crew has more 
trouble keeping up with demand 
than keeping busy.

Sparks now spends most of his 
days working up bids and meeting
with prospective customers while 
Donnie and the crew do actual con­
struction.

Over the years they have built 
much of their own equipement. The 
scaffolding truck, a familiar sight 
over a wide section of N orth-I^t

to the owners Texas, consists of an old pickup

tmek with a specially created scaf­
folding top.

They have created a special gin- 
pole for their winch truck, and gener­
ally work out what they need and 
mt^e it.

They have to turn down some bids 
or jobs because they simply can't 
keep up with the demand. If they 
can't get to a job as soon as the cus­
tomer wants it, they tell him so, in­
sisting on strict honesty as a trade­
mark of their work.

J.A. and his wife, Juanita, have 
two daughters, Luanne, a school 
administrator in the Dallas area, and 
Dawne, who, with her mother, run 
Darden-Sparks Department Store in 
Deport.

J.A. and Juanita lived for many

years in Minter, where the girls grew 
up.

Now they live just south of Dqx>rt 
in a metal house. Donnie and Dawne 
and their son David live just down the 
road, in another metal house, of 
course.

Juanita retired recently after many 
years with Texas New Mexico Power 
Company. Dawne has quit teaching 
school and between them they are 
buildnig their department store into 
as much of a success as their spouses 
have the metal construction business!

The key to the metal construction 
business may well be in the attitude 
of all concemed...for J.A. and Don­
nie both believe in building 
everyithing "just a little bit better 
than the sptecs call for!

"Tbn the Attorney Gencrtil held in 1987 
regarding the way branch banks and 
bailout mergers by bank holding 
companies are to operate in Texas.

This is only the first step Patterson 
plan to take in questioing the validity 
of the First Republic takeover by 
NCNB and the actio of the FDIC.

Rep. Patterson is concerned be­
cause the FDIC did not actively pur­
sue a Texas solution to First Repub­
lic's problems. Patterson also con­
tends the FDIC is bailing out stock­
holders and managers rather than 
protecting depositors and local credit 
needs, and that the FDIC's actions of 
financial concentration into major 
bank's hands run against today's 
economic reality.

Patterson believes the state missed 
an opportunity for First Republic's 
and all its branches' deposits and 
assets to flow to local independent 
banks that have been well managed. 
Instead, the FDIC selected a path 
through NCNB that reduced the loss 
to stockholdes of First Republic, 
rewarded bad management, and 
placed at ri the competitive standing 
of local banks that have been man­
aged well.

Patterson sees much larger prob­
lems looming on the horizon caused 
by the FDIC's moves that promote 
financial concentration in the hands 
of lage interstate banks. "All statis­
tics show that deposits flow from the 
local regions and branches to the 
holding companies' home office after 
mergers," Patterson said. Thatmeans 
that local and rural areas' credit needs 
are not met. The local and rural areas 
are used to supply capital for the 
central bank's area and needs.

In the long term, the policy will

the large banks that have spurred 
economic development and employ­
ment growth," Patterson said. "Ev­
eryone knows that in the past eight 
years the vast majority of new jobs in 
this state and the nation have been 
created by small business." However, 
88% of all small business loans have 
come from smaller independent 
banks. Only 1.3 percent of small 
business loans have come from banks 
with deposits over a billion dollars.

"Yet, the FDIC's whole j^proach 
to today's banking problems in Texas 
has been to encourage financial con­
centration in the hands of huge inter­
state and international banks.
