Meat prices arc not the only

thing that has soared during
the past few years. During an
inflationary period such as the
one the United States is now
witnessing, about the only thing
decreasingin value is the dol-

lar.
Consumers in northern states

may have been justified in their
outcries against high meat
prices. After hearing reports of
false labeling and weighing,
consumershad a right to scream
about paying $6.00 a pound for
what was labeled as ribcyc
and in reality was a club steak.

When consumers threatened
a boycott on meats, producers
threatened to withhold their
animals from sale. L. E. Kit-
chens, of Kitchens Feed Lot
in Rule, said last Thursdaythat
he had about 400 calves ready
for sale. He also said they

At
the same time the National
Farmers Organization (NFO)
advised its 180,000 membersto
withhold cattle, hogs and lambs
from market.

James Powell, of Haskell
Livestock Auction, said the
plans to hold meat from mar-
ket came about only as retali-
ation to the boycott. A plenti-
ful supply of water, good pas-
ture, anad promises of good
feed crops this summerand fall
have given the producerenough
confidence to hold their ani-
mals from sale.

Market sales during the past
two weeks show that producers
are indeed holding their cattle.
On .March 27, San Antonio re-

ported 2,600 cattle at their sale.
Nine days lalpr 300 head

were sold. Fort Worth 'reported
salesof 2,050 head of cattle on
March 27, and on April 6, only
59 head were sold. During the
nine days, the number of cat-
tle sold in Omaha, Neb., drop-
ped from 4,500 to less than 0.

Almost everyone in the cat-

tle business, from rancher to
market, feel that the boycott
was uncalled for. Most of these
individuals arc saying some
thing to the effect of: If you
don't like the price, don't buy,
but don't try to Iwycott be-

cause it won't work.
To take a realistic view of

the rise in the cot of meat, con-

sider a jump in the price of
feed from $66 to $110 per ton.
This is an increase of just over
two cents per pound. That in-

crease will amount to about
$64 per hod in a cattle feeding
operation.

A fecdlot owner who pays $50
per hundred for a 650 pound
steer and sells the same steer
for $48.75 (loth figures are cur-

rent market price) will show a
profit of $60.88 per head. Con-

sider the fact that when a
feeder steer dies, the operator
suffers a loss of between $325
and $450. This is a 7.6', re-

turn on money invested. In or-

der to show any profit the
steer must be sold for $12.39
per hundred (only If no cattle
in the feeding operation die).

Nation-wide- , the sale of beef
dropped about 80'', during last
week's boycott which caused
some 20,000 people to lose their
jobs.
