ERTSA Itmages, most precise,
do not conform to essential dis
tortions of map projections, and
therefore, had to be correeted to
conform to the curvature of the
carth.

SCS, with long experience in
making mosiacs  from aerial
photographs, had to develop a
hew  system, deviating com.
pletely from conventional con
cepts of making mosiacs,

Ralph M. Hooper, the SC§
Cartographer, developed the
ERTS mosiac system now in
successful use,

ERTS1 images are made in
Ho-mile-wide strips. Every 18
days, the satellite orbits, and
scans the same strip, thus mak-
ing several images alike, With
these multiple images of the
same area, SCS is able to elim-
inate parts obscured by cloud
cover and atmospherie haze. To
prevent loss of precision in
transferring images onto flat
surfaces, cartographers adjust
ed the scenes to fit a standard
map projection

The results gives SCS aerial
photographs of greater aceur
acy. Ninety (90) percent of the
features shown are within o
few hundredths of an inch from
their true position—and this on
# mosiac that is 10 feet hy 20
feet,

The scanning devices in ER
TS-1 are sensitive to different
bands of the color spectrum-
green, red, near infrared, and
infrared. SCS is making two
mosiacs—one in each  bhand
from scenes scanned during the
summer and one in each from
wintery scenes

The red band is sensitive to
green plants, infrared to heat
reflection. Water and land sur-
faces give very distinet con
trasts, Mosaics show mountains,
lakes, reservoirs, rivers, major
streams  and geologic forma.
tions such as faults and escarp-
ments. Vegetation and the luck
of it—forests, deserts, cropland
—show up more clearly on red
band mosaics, Waler areas and
drainage patterns are clearer
on the infrared mosaics

Some of the mosaics are
now available but it is doubtful
to secure such maps for some
that Haskell County will be able
time to come.
