Policy Statement
Adopted By City of Deport

The City of Deportcouncil adopted
a policy statement in their regular
Monday nightmeeting December 10.

The policy statement provides the
use of a time clock and various other
changes in the operation of the city
office. The vote was three 1o two in
favor of the policy statement, with
Charles Rollins, Gilbert Arriaga and
Gordon Isbell in favor of, Duane
Glover and Nancy Gresham against.

A. The superintendent of water and
sewer of the city of Deport shall have
general control of the office, the wa-
terworks and sewer systems of the
city. The superintendent shall con-
stantly inspect all parts of all said
watcrworks and sewerage system and
see that they are maintained in good
condition for use and are being prop-
erly cared for, and that all employees
of the City are attending to their re-
spective duties.

B. The Superintendent will have
authority to hire temporary employ-
ees 1o replace absent employees as
needed to ensure that the City func-
tions properly and with the Mayor's
approval hire additional temporary
employees as the need arises.

C. The Superintendent will be au-
thorized to sign employees in and out
inplace of a time clock in abnormal of
emergency situations.

D. TheWater & Sewer Superinten-
dent will be authorized to approve
overtime in emergency situations.

Subject: All City Employees:

A. All city employees are to be

classified as hourly employees.

B. All city employees to use a time
clock for recording their hours of
work both straight time and over-
time. The time cards o be used for
records and employees o be paid
from the authorized hours recorded
on them,

C. The city of Deport will give
compensatory time and compensa-
tion for overtime in accordance with
current law.

D. All vacation times must be ap-
proved in advance by the Water and
Sewer Superintendent and Mayor to
cnsure that the city functions prop-
crly.

Subject: Mayor Pro Tem

A. The Mayor pro-tem will have
authrity to sign checks.

Subject: Employees Hour of
Work:

Normal working hours for city em-
ployees will be from 8:00 a.m. to
5:00p.m. with one hour off for lunch.

Employces to punch in on the time
clock atthe beginning and ending of
their day and for the lunch period.

Subject: Record of Employees hours
from Time Clock:

Employees will be considered as
being late if clocked in more than 5
minutes from their authorized times.
Exampel-5 minuies late same as on
time, 6minutes late, 6 min. deducted
from employce time card.

Inotherbusiness it decided that if
there was no cost to the city a street
light on Clarksdale street could be
moved. A streetlighton Dewey Street
died for lack of a motion.

Charles Rollins made the motion
1o have a mail slot for bills placed on
the wall by the window.

Rollins made the motion to post
office hours on the window, have
them painted under the City Hall sign.
Motion was seconded by Gilbert
Arriaga and carried 100%.

Gilbert Arriaga made the motion
to have the time clock as a form of
recorded keeping foremployee hours.
Motion was seconded by Charles
Rollins, vote carried, 3 for, two
against.

Charles Rollins made the motion
to have all ordinances and policies to
be signed and dated, seconded by
Gordon Isbell, carried, 3 for, 2 against.

The Policy book and ordinance
books will be put together sometime
after the first of the year of 1991, it
was decided.

Water Grant and Planning Grant
was discussed, and information on
the Certificates of Deposit were dis-
cussed.

When Doris Elmore of Deport lost
her job at Hollywood Vassaretlc
factory in Paris, she had no immedi-
ate plans to get back in the work
force.

Andcertainly had no plans of going
to college, until she discovered that
she was eligible for financial aid. So,
she changed her mind and decided to
pursue a nursing career; enrolling
in the nursing program at Paris
Junior College.

After being out of school for more
than 25 years, she found out that
college was tough.

McCuistion on weekends a a "float
nurse” - a nursc who works wherever
is nceded and in May she graduated
from PJC with an asosciate's degree
in nursing. Onc week later, she started
working in the intensive care unit at
McCuistion as a "graduate nurse,”
butin August she lcarned that she had
passed the state board test o become
a registered nurse.

Elmore said a lot of the responsi-
bilitics of a graduate nurse and RN
are the same, except that as a gradu-
ate nurse there is someone helping
you with your dutics.

"The unit charge nurse gives you
more responsibilitics such as taking
care of more patients and doing more
jobs after you become an RN," she
said.

She saidr job is stressful, but she
knows that the other nurses and the
paticnts depend on her.

"I'had always wanted to be anurse,
and now I am helping pcople recover
back to health. Knowing you've done
somcthing for someone is the most
gratifying part of my job,"” Elmore
said.

Elmore said the transition from a
graduat nursctoan RN was casy due
to the hc!p she received from her co-
workers along with the experience
she had.
