Vet Benefits
May Be Tax
Exempt

During this particular time
cach year, many veterans and
their dependenis and surviv-
Ors are  uncertain  as  to
whether their Veterans Ad
ministration benefit payments
are subject o the income tax
laws. According o C. H.
Herren, Veterans Service Of
ficer for Haskell County, the
following information should
help each person in filing an
income tax return for 1974

In general, veterans bene-
fits are exempt from Federal
income (ax, and need not be
reported as  income

This
income tax exemption applies

to  dividends and proceeds
from gosvernment life insur-
ance policies, but  Federal
estate  tax does apply in
certain instances to proceeds
received in settlement of such
policies following death of the
insured. Also, interest earned
on government life insurance
dividends left on deposit or
credit with the Veterans
Administration is considered
income and must be reported
on Federal income tax returns.

Among major tax exempt
Veterans  Administration
benefits are disability and
death compensation and pen-
sion. Also exempt are all
educational assistance bene-
fits paid to eligible veterans,
their dependents and their
survivors. All such amounts,
since they are not subject to
tax, should not be reported as
income when filing a tax
return. The income tax ex
emption also applies to any
amounts which are paid to
service disabled veterans for
specially adapted homes and
VA grants for automobiles

Eligible for these speaal
grants are veterans who,
because of their military

service, have suffered loss or
loss of use of one or more
limbs, or blindness. In addit-
ion. the VA is authorized to
pay an annual clothing allow-
ance to veterans whose service
incurred  disabilities require
them to use wheel chairs,
artificial limbs or braces, or
other devices which tend to
wear and tear clothing. The
clothing allowance paid by the
VA is not taxable and should
not be reported on any income
tax return.

Co. Agent Gives
Gardening Hints

Time spent in late winter
and carly spring to plan your
vegetable garden will provide
fresh vegetables for eating
and preservation with less
work, believes Max Stapleton,
county agent with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
Vike

The first important consid-
cration is to choose vegetables
that the family likes best. If
only one or two members of
the family like a particular
vegetable, it may be cheaper
to buy it at the supermarket
and use the garden space for
those vegetables enjoyed by
all

Secondly. choose those veg-
ctables that have a supenor
taste and flavor when freshly
harvested as compared to the

usually store bought produce.
Tomatoes, sweet corn, peas
and snap beans are good
cxamples of vegetables that
taste better when harvested
garden fresh

Space is another consider-
ation, adds Stapleton. A small
garden can provide many
meals if vegetables chosen do
not require a lot of garden
space. Also, dwarf varieties of
many vegetable crops are
available.

Mr. Stapleton recommends
that the inexperienced home
gardener start with a relativ-
ely small garden and select
vegetables that are relatively
easy to grow. A garden 20 feet
by 20 feet can provide
abundant fresh produce for a
family of three or four if
managed properly. Beans,
