New Trash Collection

System Now

Asevery onein Deport is bound to
know by now the new trash collec-
tion system is now in operation and
the big purple "polycarts" have
beendelivered to households.

There have been several questions
asked about the system.

"One of the most important things
to remember is that the carts must be
placed curbside on for collection.

Another thing to remember is that
trash pickup is now on Wednesdays,
not Tuesdays.

According to Waste Management
of Northeast Texas (the provider of
this service) the polycarts should have
no more than five large plastic gar-
bage bags inside and the bags should
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bagged and tied at the mouth so they
make a package that can be handled.

All trash must be contained in bags
and placed in the carts.

Complaints or problems with the
carts should be called in to Waste
Management at 1-800-227-8834,

The carts will cost residents $8.50
plus tax, brining itto $9.17. and com-
mercial costs for a polycart will be
$13 plus tax.

Large items such as old refrigera-
tors, stoves, air conditioners will not
be picked up during regular pickup
operations.

Only residential waste will be ac-
cepted at households.

Holidays may be taken, but trash
will be picked up once a week, with
an alternative date set if a holiday is
on Wednesday.

Sheriff B.J. McCoy was in Deport
Thursday morning, and made a state-
ment concerning a recent "scam"
which has been done in Deport and
also in Red River County.

A white male, driving a Chevrolet
Pickup in blue and cream, with Okla-
homatags, has posed as a salesperson
making up a magazine on aluminum
siding. He told an older Deport
woman that he would clean her sid-
ing for free if he could take a picture
of it. Then, he offered to put siding on
the building next to her home for
$310 and said it would normally cost
$600. The woman wrote him a check
and he disappeared.

In Red River County the same man
obtained $250 posing as a roofing.

Sheriff McCoy wants to stress that
they want anyone who has been ap-
proached by this man, or who has
been victimized by this scam to please
call the Lamar County Sheriff's De-
partment and ask to speak to him.

Response Made To
Housing Authority Story

An Associated Press News story
being printed in newspapers through-
out Texas has reported that the Texas
Human Rights Commission  has
voted to recommend that federal
funding be withheld from 11 housing
authorities in East and Northeast
Texas, including Deport, Blossom
and Bogata unless they take action to
integrate their public housing . The
recommendation was made to HUD
(Housing and Urban Developement)

Melba G. Ladd, Executive Direc-
tor of the City of Deport's Housing
Authority, has prepared aresponse to
this story. Blossom's Executive Di-
rector Larry Bridges concurrs with
Mrs. Ladd's accessment of this situa-
tion.

She says, in a letter which is being
sent to authorities state-wide, that:

The current publicity being re-
leased regarding Public Housing in
our area contains only a part of the
facts from reporting by the local Au-
thorities to HUD.

As is the case in this type of report-
ing, an overall picture of events does
not show the actual compliance
records of these Authorities.

I can not speak for other Directors;
however, there is no denying there
has been discrimination in the past,
not just to minorities, but to other
areas of the population.

The onset of the lawsuit YOUNG

vs. CISNEROS filed in 1982 against
the Clarksville Housing Authority
resulted in a complete overhaul of
activities in East Texas Housing Au-
thorities. These activities consisted
of compliance to directives ordered
by District Judge William Wayne
Justice, monitored by U.S. Depart-
ment of HUD.

Detailed revues, City/Area wide
inspections have resulted in this local
Authority being given a rating of
UNITARY STATUS (in compli-
ance). HUD recommended to the
Court that Deport Housing be re-
leased from the lawsuit in 1990. No
ruling has been made on that recom-
mendation.

As I attend training meetings and
visit with others who hold my posi-
tion, I am graiified at the talent,
undestanding and business capabili-
ties of local citizens, desperately
making efforts to serve their commu-
nities.

Sensationalizm, bordering on ha-
rassmentreaches the mediaand press.
Our accomplishments, our records
do not, as we remain silent for fear of
further implications.

I do not speak for others, I do not
speak for my Board. I speak with a
plea that consideration and yes pub-
licity be givento the progress that has
been made and continues.

Fire Ants Have Been Active

Fire Ants have been very active
this fall prior to the cold front. In fact,
we have reports of them in the county
in areas where they had not been
sighted previously. Thecold weather
should slow down their activity, and
it is doubtful that we will notice very
much activity until warm weather
returns.

To you who may have just found
your first mound of Fire Ants on your
place, or perhaps they have not ar-
rived at your location, Ireally do not
have words of encouragement for
you. Unless some magic material is
developed (which is unlikely), you
will just have to learn to live with
them. There are over 200 products on

the market today that are labeled for
use on the ants, and most are effec-
tive. However, we have just not been
able to wipe them out. From a per-
sonal observation, I have been dili-
gently over the past two years at-

Harvest of 93 Crop
Winding Down

By Paul D. Payne
Lamar County Extension Agent

The harvest of the 1993 crop is
winding down across the Red River
Valley area, as farmers are busy wrap-
ping up harvest chores, preparing soil
for next year and planting of the 94
wheat crop. Crops remaining to be
harvested include the peanutcrop,late
maturing soybean varieties, a few
fields of cotton, a few fields of double
crop grain sorghum, pecans and a
few patches of hay

The cotton crop in the southeast
corner of Lamar County is about out.
Ran into James Norwood, operator
of Cunningham Gin, the last of the
week, and he reports only a couple of
cotton producers with cotton still in
the field there. Cotton yields were
reduced significantly by thedry sum-
mer.

Hopefully, we are through with
the Armyworm for this year, as their
activity has diminished drastically.
There is still a possibility that there
will be another generation. Wayne
Parson of the Belk community re-
ports a large number of armyworm
moths in his area. This could mean
trouble as you will recall that the
moth deposits the egg on the plant
material and the worm emerges in a
few days.

The recent rains have been excel
lent for the germination of volunteer
ryegrass, clovers and small grains
We lost part of the ryegrass that ger
minated the early part of September
as it dried out from lack of moisture
Bill Hatch of the Taylortown com
munity reports volunteer ryegrass as
“thick as hair on a dog's back.” Now
that is pretty thick. Several have
made inquiry about the value of
planting oneof the improved ryegrass
varieties such as Marshall, Surrey,
etc. Just about all of these varieties
out-produced the standard Gulf
ryegrass in tests conducted at both
Overton and Noble Foundation. It
would seem to me that one would
want to plant one of these unless the
seed costs are significantly greater
than Gulf. .

Farmers in the area are rapidly
getting their 94 wheat crop drilled. It
would appear to me that we will have
a slight increase in wheat acreage
planted in the area this fall over last
year. Ed Boykin, who is with Terra
Seed in Honey Grove, reports much
wheatplanting acuivity in that area. I
you are in need of wheat variety in-
formation, please give me a call. 1
have the results of yield data on both
softand hard wheat varieties in black
land and East Texas.

Johnson Grass Could \
Be Deadly To Livestock |

By Paul D. Payne
Lamar County Extension Agent

Cattle producers are reminded to
keep cattle off of the frost (freeze)
bitten Johnson grass, sudan and sor-
ghum plants for several days. The
odds are great that these plants are
deadly and could cause Prussic Acid
Poisoning. So, take cattle off pas-
tures and fields containing these plants
until the plants have dried to the con
sistency of cured hay. Once plants
have reached this level, they should
be safe for cattle.

Thisdoes notapply to other grasses
such as Dallis and Bermuda grass.
lhere is no danger to cattle from
cating these plants after they have
been frozen.

I'he early freeze signaled the on-
set of a long winter, and this is one

thing that the area cattle industry did
not need as hay supplies are very
short. The freeze stopped the growth
of winter pasture that had been
planted to ease the demand on the hay
supply. If the freezing temperatures
continue for an extended period to
time, very little growth of winter pas-
tures can be expected the remainder
of the fall. This would mean that very
