5 hard cooked eggs 
1/2 cup salad oil 
1 teas()oon salt

I can cream of mushroom soup

Halve eggs lengthwise; remove yolks. 
Mash yolks, mustard and salt together 
with 3 tablespoons sour cream. Fill egg 
whites with yolk mixture. Melt butter in 
large skillet. Saute pepper and onion 
until tender. Remove from heat; stir in 
pimiento. soup and remaining 3/4 cup 
sour cream. Place 1/2 of soup mixture in 
1-1/2 quart shallow baking dish. Arrange 
eggs, cut side up, in single layer on top. 
Pouron remaining soup mixture. Sprinkle 
with cheese. Bake at 350 degrees for 20 
minutes or until heated through. This 
may be made in advance and refrigerated 
until ready to bake. Just bake a few 
minutes longer. Serves 12.
