The Deport American Legion Post passed out safety pamphlets to Kindergarten through fourth graders on
safe Trick or Treating. We found it to be useful for children and parents and are hereby sharing with all of our

According to the 1996 Novem-
ber issue of the Texas Monthly, the
Blossom and Deport School cam-
puses have been named as 3-Star
Schools. The list rates 3,172 of the
elementary schools in Texas. The
rating system is based on the Texas
Assessment of Academic Skills
(TAAS) test, the one consistent, uni-
form, statewide measure of what stu-
dents are learning. Several hundred
schools were excluded from the
ratings because they tested fewer
than fifty students or contained only
one or two grades and thus did not
meet the Texas Education Agency's
definition of an elementary school,
according to the article.

Continuing, the article stated that
TAAS scores alone does not tell
them much about what a good job a
school is doing. To compare a
surburban school with an inner-city
school, even in the same area, is like
comparing apples to oranges. A
good rating system has to compare
a school with others, whose students
have similar characteristics.

Thesystem was developedby  2)

Darvin M. Winick of the Center for
Houston's Fulure(ap affiliate of the

Greater Houston Partnership) and
Larry Toenjes, a University of Hous-
ton sociologist, and is based on two
numbers--the percentage of children
who passed all sections of the TAAS
test and the percentage of kids on the
free-or assisted-lunch program. The
latter reflects an accuate account of
the students in the school that come
from backgrounds of poverty. These
students are noted to be generally ata
cultural and an educational disad-
vantage and tend to score lower on
standardized tests.

Winick-Toenjes's system com-
pares a school , for example, with 80
percent disadvantaged students
against other schools with a similar
number of disadvantaged students.

The rating system assigns stars
for meeting certain goals. The best
schools in Texas earned four stars
and continue on that level, with the
worst scoring no stars. Here is the list
of requirements.

1) 1 star-at least 30 percent of the

students passed the TAAS test.

2) 2 star-if the school ranked at or
above the median passing rate on the
TAAS test for schools with a similar
percentage of disadvantagedstudents.

3) 3 star-if at least 70 percent of the
students passed the TAAS test.

4) if school had a passing rate in
the top 15 percent on TAAS with a
similar percentage of disadvantaged
students.

The article went on to tell that the
Texas Education Agency had their
own way of rating schools, but in a
method that was designed to identify
the ones that are succeeding and the
others that are failing. The Winick-
Toenjes answers the question of the
child being at the top or on the
bottom.

Other schools in this area listed as
3-Star are Aikin in Paris and the De-
troit campus. Two-Star schools listed
were Chisum and North Lamar's Cecil

Fiber In Your Diet

Fiber is categorized as either solu-
ble or insoluble. Both types are found
in all fruits, vegetables, and whole
grains. Both types absorb water as
they pass through the gastrointestinal
tract. Soluble fibers include pectins,
which are found in bananas, oranges,
carrots, and apples, and gums, which
are found in oatmeal. When soluble
fibers take up water, they form a gel-
like substance that helps slow the
body’s absorption of refined sugar
as well as cholesterol and other fats.

Studies have shown that adding
soluble fibers to the diet can lower
the level of cholesterol in the blood.
