Texans Can Order
Licenses By Mail

AUSTIN—<Owners of some 8.4
million motor vehlcles in Tex-
as  will have some important
mail coming their way eatly in
January

Registration renewal applica.
tions will be put In the mail
shortly after the holiday season
by the Motor Vehicle Devision
of the Texas Highway Depart
ment

The same guick and easy me-
thod made possible by mofdern
computer technology will be in
effect this year ad it Bas beéh
in the last few years,

Vehicle owners can save time
that used to be spent waiting
in long lines at county tax of-
fices throughout the state, by
ordering the 1974 lieense plates
by mail

All that must be done is to
send the entire three-part appli-
cation by malil to the county tax
assessor-collector in the owner's
home county, enclosing the reg-
istration fee plus $1 for cach ve-
hicle to cover handling and
mailing

There are three things to re-
member

1. Leave the thrée-part form
intact. Don't separate the three
parts,

2. Mail it o the county tax
office  in  your home county.
( Mailing it to the Highway De-
partment will only delay getting
your 1974 license plates).

3. Be sure to include the reg-
istration fee, plus $1 for each
vehicle for postage and handl-
ing

You may apply for license
plates by mail after January 1.
However, county tax offices
won't mail plates until after
February 1. Owners should al-
low at least 30 days from the
time they apply for the license
plates to be returned.

Inperson registrations will
begin at county tax offices and,
in some counties, at substations
on February 1. Even though
the automated registration ap-
plication procedures have speed-
ed up the process, waiting lines
will grow progressively longer
as the April 1 deadline ap-
proaches.

These increased benefits
may be retroactive for the en-
tire current calendar year,
and are also available to wid-
ows of wartime veterans who
died not as a result of military
service, and to dependent par-
ents of veterans whose deaths
were caused by disabilities in-
curred during service, This an-
nouncement was made today by
C. H. Herren, Veterans Service
Officer for Haskell County.

Current laws provide for these
people to receive VA benefits
in accordance with the amount
of their annual income. When
personal funds must be spent
to pay for any type of medical
or dental ecare, such amounts
may be used to reduce the
countable income upon which
VA payments are based. De-
ductible expenses may include

veterans who are re-

doctor and hospital charges,
drugs and medicines, dental
care, eye glasses, laboratory

and x-ray charges, as well as
any others involving health
care for the claimant or any
household family member. Al
so included are nursing home
care expenses for the claimant
or a dependent.

These medical expenses must
be reported to the VA at the
end of each calendar year,
Persons who receive an annual
income questionnaire from the
VA may report their medical
expenses on the card, which
must be returned to the VA on
or before January 15, 1974
These income reports are not
malled to children, or to vet-
erans or other claimants who
are 72 years of age or older and
have been receiving VA bene-
fits for two or more with
no apprecia income A

Thomas said one of the big
problems with minimum tillage
is that surface-applicd herbi-
cides used to control weeds
don't always work properly on
all soils in Texas. He said bet-
ter, more dependable herbi-
cides adapted to mulch farming
are necded.

Thomas credited the state's
conservation farmers with help-
ing develop minimum tillage
farming systems.

““This practice has evolved
by trial and error during the
last few vears,”” Thomas said.
“SCS agronomists, rescarchers,
chemical companies, conserva-
tion district leaders, and inno-
vative farmers have all had a
part in deyeloping the measure,
We only hope continued pro-
gress can be made in this
field.”

With 20 million acres of crop-
land in Texas, longterm fuel
saving possibilites by improved
