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Heat up the oven and get that 
fresh bread starting to bake. I have 
come across some great recipes this 
week that would go great with a 
fresh loaf! Ip fact, these flavored 
butters will taste good on anything 
from fresh bread to hotcakes to 
various types of potatoes

Simple to make-just get soft­
ened, spreadable butter and mix with 
your favorite flavors! Buterisatasty 
spread, mainly for bread, but can be 
used also to fry or used in many 
baked g(X>ds.

In the United Sutes. people use 
butter made from the milk of cows. 
In some countries, however, butter 
may be made from the milk of goats, 
horses, sheep, low and behold, rein­
deer or other animals. Sevral prod­
ucts are made from butter. Tliese 
products include butter oil and 
whipped butter. Butter oil is a 
liquid used in cooking. Whipped 
butter has air mixed in it to make it 
lighter and easier to spread.

Throughout history, people have 
used butter for various purposes 
other than for food. In ancient 
Rome people used butter for hair­
dressing and also as a skin cream.

Butter comes from butterfat, 
which is present in milk and cream 
in the form of liny droplets. Butter is 
churned from cream because cream 
contains about 10 times as much but- 
lerfat as milk does. When cream is 
mixed rapidly at a certain tempera­

ture, droplets of butterfat form par­
ticles called butter granules. Churn­
ing turns these particles into butter. 
Creameries make butler in a pro­
cess that has three steps: (1) pasteur­
ization, (2) churning and (3) packag­
ing.

Pasieurizalion-Cream must be 
pasteurized before churning as this 
process kills harmful bacteria and 
prevents butter from spoiling. There 
arc two types of pastcurization- 
batch and high-temperature short- 
time pasteurization. In batch, the 
cream must be heated to at least 165 
degrees and held at this temperature 
for at least 30 minutes. In high tem­
perature short-time, the temperature 
must reach 185 degrees for at least 15 
seconds.

Churning involves beating or 
stirring the cream to turn butterfat to 
butter. Before churning, cream must 
be kept in storage tanks at 40-50 
degrees for several hours. During 
storage, a process called tempering 
occurs, which makes cream easier to 
churn.

Creameries make two chief types 
of butter. One is sn eet cream and the 
other is sour cream types. Miost 
butter made in the United States is the 
sweet cream type. Sweet is made 
from sweet (fresh) cream. Sourcream 
butter is made from cream that has 
been soured.

Lactic acid is used to ripen (sour) 
cream. This improves the flavor of

Hay used to bolster 
Golveston sand dunes

COLLEGE STATION - First, take 
1,000 bales of hay and line them up along 
a one-mile stretch of beach. Cover the 
bales with two truckloads of sand. Then, 
add 45.000 plants to help hold the sand 
in place. A sprinkler system and fencing 
may also be added

That’s the recipe researchers will fol­
low as they rebuild a one-mile stretch of 
Galveston Island sand dunes in an experi­
ment that may save millions of dollars of 
beachfront properly from being washed 
out to sea.

Texas A&M University at Galveston 
manne biologist Jim Webb hopes to stem 
the tide and learn how to prevent beach 
erosion by rebuilding sand dunes along 
the one-mile stretch.

“The beach and the dunes form a natu­
ral barrier to erosion and provide a source 
of sand to the beach,” he said. 'The dunes 
protect the land and houses behind the 
beach by blocking the wave action ”

In Texas, sand dunes often mark the 
boundary between pnvate property and 
public beaches. When the waves wash 
away so much land that a house en­
croaches on the beach. Webb said, the 
General Land OfHce forces the home­
owner to demolish llie house so it won’t 
interfere with beach access.

"We’ve got houses that are literally 
falling into the Gulf,” Webb said “Water 
lias cut underneath some of the founda­
tions of the houses. We’re trying to re­
store the dunes, renourish the beach and 
get some protection in front.”
