T o m a t o  Salsa-spicy green salsa 
made from green tomatillos that have 
a papery husk and can be purchased 
at any grocery store.

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Mexican Grilled VegeUibles

1/2 cup olive oil
6 tablespoons vinegar
2 teaspoons salt plus additional
1/2 teaspoon pure ground chili powder or
cayenne

small sweet potatoes-peel-cut into 4 
slices
4 medium zucchini-cut into 4 slices long
2 small chayote-peel & cut into 1/4" 

medium eggplant-cut into 4 slices and
then cut in half
3 small bunches green onions-trimmed 
I pint small red cherry tomatoes
1 -2 tablespoons chopped fresh herbs
4 limes cut in wedges 

Combine oil, vinegar, 2 teaspoons salt
knd chili powder in blender. Process 
until smooth. Lightly coat vegetables 
with this mixture. Tossing tomatoes in a 
little oil before adding. Set remaining 
vinaigrette beside grill along with bast­
ing brush and salt. One by one lay 
vegetables slices and green onion on the 
cooking grate. Sprinkle lightly with 
salt and cook about S minutes. Turn 
vegetables over and baste with seasoned 
vinaigrette. Cook 3-4 minute longer; as 
aoon as vegetables are done, remove 
0‘om grill and transfer to a plauer. Be 
sure to check each for doneness. Place 
tomatoes on the grill last for about 2 
minutes. Place all vegetables on platter 
and sprinkle with chopped herbs (thyme, 
cilantro, basil or parsley) and serve hot 
or at room temperature.

Classic Mexican Red Tomato Rice 
can tomatoes in juice-drain 

1/2 small white onion-chopped
2 garlic cloves-peel & half 
1-3/4 cups chicken broth or water 
salt
1-1/2 tablespoons olive oil 
4 whole tomatoes-unpeeled 
1-1/2 cups rice-medium grain 
2 medium carrots-peel & chop 1/4" 
fresh hot chilis to taste-slit lengthwise 
1/4 cup coarsely chopped fresh parsley 
1/2 box frozen peas-thawed 

In food processor combine canned 
tomatoes with onion and garlic. Blend 
i nto smooth puree. In small saucepan or 
microwave, heat broth or water until 
steaming season with salt. Lightly oil 
fresh tomatoes and place them d i r ^ y  
on the cooking grate and grill until skin 
is lightly charred. When cool, roughly 
chop and set aside. Heatoil andaddraw 
rice and stir regularly until kernels have 
turned from translucent to milky white, 
S-6 minutes. Add tomato mixture and 
carrots. Stir a couple of times and then 
let cook until reduced and somewhat 
dry, 2-3 minutes. Add warm broth to 
water and parsley; stir thoroughly and 
scrape down any rice clinging to side of 
pan. Cover and place on cooking grate. 
Cook for 1S minutes or until almost all of 
the liquid is absorbed. Add peas and 
grilled tomatoes. Re-cover and cook S 
minutes.

Grilled Catfish Tacos 
with TomaMo Salsa

1/2 small white onion 
3 garlic cloves-peel& chop
3 tablespoons fresh lime juice 
1/4 teaspoon cumin 
salt
4 catfish fillets 
olive oil for brushing 
6 springs fresh cilantro 
tomatillo salsa-see recipe 
small bowl of lime wedges 
12 fresh warm com tortillas

In food processor, puree onion, garlic, 
lime juice, cumin and 1/2 teaspoon salt. 
Place fish fillets in glass baldng dish. 
Using spoon, cover both sides of fish 
with marinade. Cover and refrigerate 1 
hour or up to 8 hours. Remove fish and 
gently shake off excess. Oil fish on both 
sides and place on cooking grate. Grill 
10 minutes, turning once halfway through 
cooking time, until lightly brown. Break 
fish into large pieces and sprinkle with 
cilantro. Serve with taco fixings, toma­
tillo salsa and lime wedges.

Tomatillo Salsa
1 pound tomatillos or green tomatoes 
husk and rinse
1/2 cup fresh green chilis to taste 
10-12 springs fresh cilantro-chop 
1/3 cup finely chopped white onion 
salt

Roast tomatillos or green tomatoes 
and chilis directly over heat until darkly 
roasted for about 5 minutes. Turn and 
roast the other side for 4 or 5 minutes 
more. Cool and transfer to a blender, 
including juice. Addcilantroandl/3cup 
water and blend to coarse puree. Rinse 
onion under cold water and shake excess 
to remove moisture. Stir in salsa and 
season to taste with salt.

w hat to do if you haven’t received a W-2 form
Employers must provide employ­

ees with a Form W-2 by January 31, 
2001 for use in preparing tax returns, 
according to the IRS. You should 
receive a separate W-2 for each em­
ployer you worked for. Since em­
ployers can mail the W-2s as late as 
Jan. 31, you should allow a few days 
for a mailed form to arrive.

If do not receive your Form W-2, 
you should first contact your em­
ployer and find out if or when the W- 
2 was mailed. You may not have re­
ceived your W-2 because of an in­
correct or incomplete address, so be 
sure to verify your address.

If the W-2 was returned to the em­
ployer because of an address prob­
lem or was not yet issued, allow a 
reasonable amount of time for the

employer to re-mail or issue the W- 
2. If you still do not receive your W- 
2, contact the IRS for assistance at 
1 -800-829-1040, but not before Feb­
ruary 15th. When you call we will 
need the following information:

1. The employer's name and com­
plete address, including zip 
code, the employer's identification_ 
■number (if known), and telephone 
number,

2 Your name, address, including 
zip code. Social Security 
number, and telephone number; and 

3. An estimate of the wages you 
earned, the federal income tax 
withheld, and the dates you began 
and ended employment.

If you leave your employer before 
the end of the year and request your

Form W-2, your employer must pro­
vide your Form W-2 within 30 days 
of your request.

If you do not receive your Form 
W-2, you still must file your tax re­
turn on time. Form 4852, may be 
substituted for a missing Form W-2 
but it should only be used if you can-' 
not get a W-2 by your tax filing dead­
line. If you file your return and at­
tach Form 4852 instead of a W-2, 
your refund may be delayed while the 
information you gave us is verified.

If you receive a corrected W-2 af­
ter your return is filed and it does not 
match the income or withheld tan you 
reported on your return, you must file 
an amended return.
