Sandlin requests 120-day 
extension for debris cleanup

School board announces agenda
The Board of Trustees of the 

Prairiland Independent School dis­
trict will hold a regular meeting at 
7:30 p.m. in the administration build­
ing at Pattonville.

Subjects to be discussed include 
the following:

ing a Board election for May 5; name 
election judges, clerks and early vot­
ing judges; approve sale of property 
for taxes; assistant superintendent 
and principals contracts; approval of 
resolution and interlocal agreement 
for food services purchasing and 
commodity prcK-essing; action for ex­
ecutive session.

Executive Session is authorized by 
the Texas Open M eetings Act 
551 .(K)l and will include: properties, 
discussion of possibly building pro­
gram and bond issue; personnel, re­
questing leave of absence for Mindy 
Nichols and contracts.

Congressman Max Sandlin asked 
President George W. Bush for a 120- 
day extension for debris cleanup in 
Northeast Texas. In a letter to the 
president, Sandlin requested that the 
federal government continue to pay 
90% of the costs associated with pub­
lic debris cleanup beyond the March 
9, 2001 deadline.

"There is still an enormous amount 
of cleanup that needs to take place 
throughout Northeast Texas. Meet­
ing the march 9th deadline is unreal­
istic at this pint", said Sandlin. "Ev­
eryone is working his hardest on the 
ground level, but the cleanup efforts 
are a work-in-progress. An exten­
sion of 120 days would help consid­
erably to lighten the financial burden 
for the local governments."

Currently, Red River, Lamar, 
Titus, Cass, Bowie, Delta, Franklin,

Gregg, Harrison, Hopkins, Hunt, 
M arion, M orris, N acogdoches, 
Panola. Rusk, Smith, Upshur and 
Wood counties have all qualified for 
the 90-10 percent cost share distribu­
tion for debris cleanup and would 
stand to benefit from the deadline 
extension.

"In addition to the enormity of the 
debris, recent weather conditions have 
further complicated recovery efforts. 
High winds causing sporadic power 
outages throughout the region have 
not made the cleanup process any 
easier," said Sandlin. He continued 
"A 120-day extension will allow 
Northea.st Texas to recoup at a more 
comfortable pace. 1 sincerely hope 
President Bush recognizes the dire 
situation facing the citizens of North­
east Texas the need for this exten­
sion".
