INTERESTING ITEMS ON THE WAY

THINGS ARE CQNDUCTEi) AT CAMP TRAVIS

I'loin the moiueut the .soldier's food
enters the door of his company kitchen
it is subject to the severest.system of
legiilation", .sanitation and economy.
Perishablearticles go at once to n huge
lefrlgcrator, wheie a whole quarter of
beef cm be hung without crowding.
Potatoes, unions and similar vegetables
go to pcciiil).v constructedbins, while
canned goods and p.ickage. aie aligned
in rows on the storeroom shehes. The
lefKlgeintoe Is emptied once a day and
scrubbed oiittlioioughly with hot water
and soap. The floor and shelves of
the .stoierooni me treated likewise .so

that a linen hnudkci chief might be pass-
ed over either without being soiled.

Xo meat N served in an army mess
hall Camp Travis until all bone has
been removed. The bone ! cut Into
suitable s.e and wanned up gradually
in oider to extract all juices for soup
stock. The various cuts of meat are
as well known to tho kitchen force
to any butcher, and woe be to the stu-

dent who undertakesto makeroast out
of sirloin, or steak out of brisket.

In the mess hall, posted in prominent
plait's, will be found, signs such as,
"Take All You Can Eat Kat All You
Take." And thereby hangs u tale.
As the men finish their meal they take
their aluminum pan and cup, together
with the knife, fork' and spoon that
make up the army table equipment,to
large galvanized Iron cans, some of
which are for refuse and other contain
hot water where each ninn washeshis
own utensils. At the refusecansstands
a guard who notes what goes into them
and takes the name of every man who
has failed to "lick his platter clean".
The list of names goes to the mess ser-

geant eventually and tho men on the
list go to the kitchen as K.P. , there to
apply tho hot water and soap, peel po-

tatoesand onions and otherwise make
themselves useful for two or three
weeks each. The penalty seems severe
for the mere matter of leaving a tiny
crust of in end or a bit of meat In tho
plate, but one or two examplesamong

In the use of leftovers army cooks
nre experienced ami accomplished. One
ren.spu for their clevernessin this d

is that particular attention N paid
to tlis In their training. Another is
the fact that the big refrigerator allows
them to keep leftover food for u day
or t'o befoie It lenppearson the menu,

o that samenessin meals is avoided.
Even the garbageIs arrangedfor and

caiefully sorted anddisposed of. Tin
cansare washed, labels .soakedoff, and
the cans htruug on wires for recovery
of the tin by reclamation processes.
Kitchen waste is divided Into classes
so thatcontractorswho buy It may han-
dle (lt 'to the best udvantage. Bread
Which isf unfit for human food forms
one class, cooked meat of similar char-
acter another class, raw fats and
incus which have been condemned by
health authorities another. Cooked

greasediscardedas of no future value
for human food, bones,aud'tholike are
nlso separated,while care is taken that
broken glass and substances which
might mukc the garbageunsuitable or
dangerousas animal food Is otherwise
disposed of.

After classification each classis
weighed ami record kept of the weight
and forwarded to the camp conserva-
tion and reclamation officer. In this
manner a complete statement of the
waste accumulating nt every company
kitchen in camp Is available and any
excessive amountsure at onco Investi-
gated. The very garbage containers
themselves are subject to regulations,
and lu practically all organizations In

Camp Travis are housed in screcucd-l- u

sheds built for the purpose. In this
manner flies nre shut out from their
usual happy hunting grouuds, and re-

cruits not Infrequently remain in camp

several weeks beforo they seo their
first speclmenthere of this household
pest.

In all criminal prosecu-
tions the ncciiM'd shall hae a peedy
public trial by an impartial jury. He
shall hare the right to demand the
nature and cause of the accusation
against him, uud to hnvn copy there-
of. He shall not be compelled to give
"videuce againsthimself andshall have
the right of being heard by himself or
counsel, or both, shall Ik confronted
by the witnessesagainst him and shall
have compulsoryprocessfor obtaining
witnessesin bis favor, exceptthat when
the witnessresidesout of the State and
the offensecharged is a violation of
auy of the anti-tru-st laws of this State,
the defendant and theState shall have
the right to produceand have the evi-

dence admitted by deposition, under
such rules, and laws as the Legislature
may hereafter provide; and no person
shall tie held to ans'we,' for a criminal
offense, unless on an indictment of a
grand jury, except in cases in which
the punishment is by fine or imprison-
ment, otherwise than in the peniten-
tiary, in cases.of impeachmentand in
caws arising in the army or navy, or
In the militia, when in actual service in
time of war or pubic danger.

Sec. ,The Governor of this Slate
is hereby directed to issue the necess-
ary proclamation for the submission of
this amendmentto the qualified voters
of this State nt the next general elec-

tion for State and comity officers.
Sec, 3. The qualified electors for

membersof the Legislature shall vote
