Hobert Loven and his wife, 
Minnie Ruth, are longtime resi­
dents of Monroe Street in Deport. 
They have two songs, Jerry of 
Paris and Mike of Sweetwater, 
and three grandchildren.

Question-How long have you 
been in Deport? Eighty-four years. 
I was born in a house on Jeffus 
Street right next to where Carlos 
Denison lives now. I have always 
had an address in Deport, always. 
Imay very well be the oldest origi­
nal citizen still living in Deport. 
When asked what Dqx>rt was like 
when he was young he says "It was 
a great town. I remember that in 
the 1920s we got electricity. One 
of the biggest and best places in 
town was Westbrook and Sons, a 
big grocery and dry goods store.

Most of the streets in town had 
sidewalks up and down on both 
sides. A big deal was roller skat­
ing all over on the sidewalks, and 
especially on Monroe Street. But. 
you didn't roller skate in the Post 
Office. When you did, Ike Lawler 
(the Postmaster) came unwound.

Hobert says that Deport is now 
like all small towns. In his opin­
ion it was tough for the town after 
the banks consolidated and local 
money moved to different places. 
One good thing about Deport, 
though, is that the churches have 
survived really well, he says.

When asked what the three most 
memorable things that happened 
in Deport were Hobert says "It 
was big when they put in the water 
and sewer department. Maybe the 
best was that they ran a major 
highway through here. And, most 
recently, it was good that we were 

'able to keep a gin in town.
The three most disappointing 

things? That too many good mer­
chants had to go out of business. It 
was sad that we lost our high 
school, too. And, a number of

As a result, 
any Texan can voluntarily request 
that their name be p la c ^  on the 
no call list. The legislation pre­
vents telemarketers from calling 
anyone on the list and also from 
disguising their number so that 
people will always be able to see 
who is on caller ID.

Homer pointed out that the law 
gives consumers more control 
over who calls them at home and 
also protects seniors and other

Texans from aggressive sales 
pitches and fraudulent companies. 
Any person who wants to put their 
name on the no call list can do so 
by calling 1-800-896-6225 or visit 
www.texasnocall.com. The cost 
for registering a residential phone 
number is only $2.25 and the 
phone number will remain on the 
list for three years. The list will 
be updated quarterly with the first 
list available to telemarketers on 
April 1. The Consumer Protection

plaints against telemarketers who 
violate the no call list.

C o u r th o u se s  a w a rd ed  grants
The Texas Historical Commis­

sion announced Round III grand 
recipients of the Texas Historic 
Courthouse Preservation Program 
at its quarterly meeting on Janu­
ary 11 in Houston.

C om m issioners aw arded 
matching grants totaling approxi­
mately $39.2 million to 14 Texas 
counties to help preserve their his­
toric courthouses.

The counties to receive funds 
are Archer, Cameron, Denton, 
D im m it, F ayette , G oliad , 
Hudspeth, Jeff Davis, Lamar, 
Lavaca, M averick, Parker, Val 
Verde and Wheeler.

THC com m ission members 
awarded the majority of the $50 
million received from the Texas 
Legislature during the 2001 leg­
islative session. The grants will be 
used for construction and build­
ing costs. As in the first two 
months, the commission plans to 
grant the remaining funds for 
courthouses determ ined to be 
highly endangered based on in­
spections and recommendations 
by THC staff to the commission; 
to complete plans and specifica­
tions; based on other eligibility.

A total o f 83 counties applied 
for grant money in Round III, re­
questing approximately $195 mil­
lion in assistance to preserve and 
rcstor their historic courthouses. 
Nine o f the counties were first 
time applicants, 25 were automati­
cally rolled over from Round I | ^  
with no changes to their ap p lica^^  
tion and 49 from Round II were 
revised for reconsideration. Coun­
ties are scored on a variety of ar­
eas including historical signifi­
cance, architectural style and de­
gree o f endangerment.

Gov. George W. Bush and the 
Texas L egislature created the 
Texas Historic Courthouse Pres­
ervation program in 1999 with an 
initial appropriation of $50 mil­
lion. In May, 2000, the THC dis­
tributed $42.4 million in match­
ing grants to 19 counties in Round 
I of the program. An additional $7 
m illion was distributed to 28 
Texas counties in October 2000 in 
Round II.

The Lamar County C o u rth o u s* ^  
received $3,535,500 in Round III 
funding from the Preservation 
Program.

There is apparently no enroll­
ment record too big to be broken 
atParis Junior College.

Spring enrollment at the college 
has surpassed 3,000 students for 
the first time in history. A total of 
3,021 students are enrolled at 
ParisJunior College, breaking the 
old spring sem ester record of 
2,903 set in 1999.

"These are the kinds of records 
we like to see broken," said Paris 
Junior College President Bobby 
Walters. "I am extremely pleased 
that peopleare taking advantage of 
the opportunity to learn at our in­
stitution - topursue a degree or 
improve their Job skills."

The record enrollment is an 8 
percent increase over last year, 
exceeding the spring 2001 count 
by 227 students, and surpasses the 
spring2000enrollment by 396 stu­
dents.

According to Institutional 
R esearch D irecto r Dr. Jerry 
Hammack,this is only the second 
time that enrollment has exceeded 
3,000 students. The first time was 
the fall semester of 1998 when 
3,068 students enrolled at the col­
lege.

Walters said enrollment showed 
an increase in both the academic 
and technical/vocational disci­
plines o f the college. Contact

hours are up significantly in the 
academic departm ents and are 
showing an increase in the tech-^A  
nical and vocational areas for the 
first time in a while.

"We have more individuals en­
rolled in technical programs this 
spring which is a good sign that 
people are working toward im­
proving their job opportunities," 
Walters said. "It is equally appar­
ent that we have a growing num­
ber of people pursuing an aca­
demic degree who plan to trans­
fer to a four year college.

"I think all of this growth in 
numbers and interest in educa­
tional advancement speaks well of 
our institution, our faculty and 
staff who work daily with the stu­
dents. Students are increasingly 
aware that they can obtain an ex­
cellent education at Paris Junior 
College."

Looking toward summer and 
fall enrollment, PJC Admissions 
DirectorSheila Reese says stu­
dents will have the opportunity to 
register for the first and second 
summer semesters and for the fall 
semester on May 28. She said 
more students are taking advan­
tage of the opportunity to register 
in advance during that sign-up pe­
riod.
