Flashes........Masseys Pit Bar B Q

The sign just off Highway 37,
“PIT Q”, is now old and weath-
ered and partly hidden on one side
by a small but growing cedar tree.
In years gone by, the sign once
proudly proclaimed the roadside
home of Massey’s Pit Bar B Q
restuarant located just about mid-
way between Bogata and
Clarksville.

Massey’s long ago cooked the
last pound of beef brisket. The
small one room building of light
green shingles, three single win-
dows trimmed in white and a
white roof is now all but aban-
doned. No longer does the flap-
ping screen door invite customers
to come in and enjoy that special
flavor only Massey's knew how to
provide. The gravel, oval driveway
remains and the pit chimney and
two smoke pipes still stand tall on
top of the fading building, but the
torn curtains hanging from the
windows tell you that pit barbeque
is there only in memory.

I was only a kid when I made
my first trips from Deport to
Massey’s. It was practically a Sun-
day morning ritual for me and my
daddy to crank up that 1954 Royal
Blue Chevy pickup truck and
drive the farm-to-market road

through Fulbright to Massey’s. If
Bud Nobles only knew, at an earl y
age, driver’s license or not, it was
pretty exciting for me to learn to
drive on occasion on that road

behind the wheel of that old
Chevy,

Anyway, I supppose Massey's
was open on other days of the
week, but our day for barbeque

was Sunday. I remember pulling
into that oval driveway and at
times seeing Mr. or Mrs. Massey
tripping out of the back door of
their house which was located just
about thirty paces beyond the car-
port from the restaurant. Going
inside the restaurant front door,
you quickly met up with the
counter and the old cash register.
Behind the counter were the
obligatory chip rack and the old
Coke wall menu proclaiming beef
and pork by the pound or by the
sandwich.

Mrs. Massey, grandma-like and
always smiling, usually handled
the counter and the customer ser-
vice, while Mr. Massey, always
serious about his product, was
busy in the pit. You don’t find
barbeque like the Massey’s much
anymore. The sauce was a deli-

cious, special clear vinegar based
blend of spices and heavy on red
pepper. It was sweet, yet with the
right spicy bite. It was always

tough to choose between the pork
and the beef, so we usually just
got both.

What made a trip to Massey's
really special was the preparation
of the “to go” order. Folks, it was
pre-styrofoam times. Then, they
packed both the sauce and
barbeque in what we know today
as those neat, white cardboard
Chinese food boxes complete with
the little wire handles. Just drop
those into a brown paper bag and
you were on your way.

Once we got home with
barbeque by the pound, Mother
would toast “hamburger” buns to
perfection with just the right touch
of browned edges from an old
black iron skillet. Those buns
were good for mopping up the
sauce that dripped off your sand-
wich. That was the best part. We
just added chips and bottled Dr.
Pepper to our Massey’s on Sun-
day. That was all you needed to
enjoy an old family tradition--one
for days gone by supplied by the
Massey’s for our house.

Our recipes this week deal with
Key Limes. Those of you that
know about Key
Limes........... well, here is a short
history lesson. There are two prin-
cipal varieties and they are the Key
Lime or Mexican or West Indies
Lime and the Persian or Tahiti
Lime. The Key Lime was culti-
vated in the Indo-Malaysian re-
gion and made its way all around
the Mediterranean by way of
Christopher Columbus. Go Chris!

The lime or Citrus aurantifolia;
Rutaceae family, was touted as the
lifesaver of the British Navy in the
18th century. It was discovered
that a daily dose of lime juice re-
duced the incidence of scurvy
which is a deficiency of Vitamin
C. Thus they became know as
"limeys".

The Key Lime was spread to
Southern Florida where it became
an abundant crop for farmers, par-
ticularly in the Florida Keys, thus
the name, Key Lime.

The Florida lime groves were
destroyed by hurricanes in the
early 1900's and most Key Limes
now come from Mexico. They are
about the size and shape of a golf
ball, with a thin skin and are har-
vested while immature. This is
when the acid is at its highest level.
When the fruit turns yellow, the
acid levels drop and they become
sweeter. It is used for sauces, gar-

nishes, syrups, preserves and the
Key Lime Pie.

The Persian Lime is also grown
extensively in Florida. The fruit
is larger with a thicker skin and is
more durable than the Key Lime.
This makes it more desirable to
commercial growers and is more
widely produced that the Key
Lime. Ww hope you enjoy the
recipes this week and give some
ofthematry.......... we will see you

Help needed for newspaper preservation

Red River County Genealogi-
cal Society began a newspaper
preservation project last year with
a grant received from the Lennox
Foundation.

Thirty-nine years of the Deport
Times were preserved on micro-

film as were numerous copies of

the Clarksville Times. A collec-
tion of previously filmed Detroit
and other local papers were pur-
chased by the society and made
available to local researchers
Though Deport is located in
Lamar County, researchers found
atotal of 2, 784 Red River County
obituaries. Of this total, only 183
were interred in Lamar County.
Upon learning that it would not
be receiving a grant from the
Lennox Foundation this year, the
genealogical society decided to
begin a fund drive to continue

work on the restoration project

Copies of the Bogata News, be-
ginning in 1909, have not been
filmed and are currently stored in
the attic of that paper’s building.
The older copies are already yel
low and brittle with age. A mis
cellaneous collection of papers
from various years has also been
gathered from individuals and li
braries and are ready to be filmed.
Numerous years of the Clarksville
Times no longer exist, however,
other small town papers often re
printed items from the paper so
some news from the lost years
may be salvaged.

The society does not currently
have enough money to film these
papers and they will continue to
deteriorate until the money is
forthcoming. The genealogical
society has no funding other than

its yearly membership duc\‘)

which is used to print and mail its
quarterly publications for the most
part.

The Red River County Genea
logical Society was established in
1986 and has been a tax exempt
organization since 1991. All do
nations to the society are tax de
ductible. A separate fund has been
created for donations that are
made to the newspaper preserva-
tion project and those funds may
not be used for any other pury ose
A request for donations that was

recently sent out via e-mail has al
ready resulted in several dona
nons

Some tornado
safety tips

Since Tornado/Thunderstorm
season is coming up, the National
Weather Service has issued some
hazardous weather threats and
safety tips.

TORNADOES:

Although tornadoes occur inmany
parts of the world, these destruc-
tive forces of nature are found
most frequently in the United
States east of the Rocky Moun-
tains during the spring and sum-
mer months. In an average year,
800 tornadoes are reported nation-
wide, resulting in 80 deaths and
over 1,500 injuries. Texas leads
the nation with over 120 tornadoes
reported each year.

A tornado is defined as a vio-
lently rotating column of air ex-
tending from a thunderstorm to
the ground. The most violent tor-
nadoes are capable of tremendous
destruction with wind speeds of
250 m.p.h. or more. Damage paths
can be in excess of one mile wide
long.

How Do Tornadoes form?
Before thunderstorms develop, a
change in wind direction and an
increase in wind speed with in-
creasing height creates and invis-
ible, horizontal spinning effect in
the lower atmosphere. Rising air
within the thunderstorm updraft
tilts the rotating air from horizon-
tal to vertical. An area of rotation
2-6 miles wide, develops through
much of the storm. Most strong
and violent tornadoes form within
this area of strong rotation.
TORNADO CLASSIFICATION:
Class-

Weak, 80% of tornadoes. % of
deaths, less than 5, lifetime, 1-10
minutes, wind speeds up to 110
m.p.h..

Strong, 19%, % of deaths, nearly
30, Lifetime, 20 mins. or more,
wind speed, 110 to 205 m.p.h..
Violent % of tornadoes, 1%, % of
deaths, nearly 70, Lifetime, up to
an hour; wind speed, 205 m.p.h.
plus.

Tornadoes can occur at any time
of the year. In Texas, the peak

tornado occurrence is in March
through May.

A secondary tornado maximum
can occur in the fall.

Tornadoes are most likely to
occur at all hours of the day or
night.

The average tornado moves
form southwest to northeast, but
tornadoes can move in any direc-
tion.

The average forward speed is
30m.p.h. butmay vary from nearly
stationary to 70 m.p.h..

TORNADO SAFETY TIPS
Before the Storm: Develop a plan
for you and your family for home,
work, school and when outdoors.
Have frequent drills.

Know the county/parish in which
you live, and keep a highway map
nearby to follow storm movement
from weather bulletins.

Have a NOAA Weather Radio
with a warning alarm tone and
battery backup to receive warn-
ings. Listen to radio and televi-
sion for information.

If planning a trip outdoors, lis-
ten to the latest forecasts and take
necessary action if threatening
weather is possible.

If a Warning is issued or if
threatening weather approaches:
In a home or building, move to a
pre-designated shelter, such as a
basement.

If an underground shelter is not
available, movetoan interior room
or hallway on the lowest floor and
get under a sturdy piece of furni-
ture.

Stay away from windows.

Get out of automobiles.

Do not try to outrun a tornado in
your car; instead, leave itimmedi-
ately.

Mobile homes, even if tied down,
offer little protection from torna-
does and should be abandoned.
Occasionally, tornadoes develop
sorapidly thatadvance warning is
not possible. Remain alert for signs
of an approaching tornado. Fly-
ing debris from tornadoes causes
most deaths and injuries.

Prescriptions for safety......

Many people have trouble func-
tioning well as patients, even
health professionals who enter the
system. Whether limited knowl-
edge, socioeconomic factors,
emotional or clinical state or cul-
tural background, their level of
health literacy--the ability to read,
understand and act on health care
information--is often dangerously
Ow.

The television show ER por-
trayed this problem last month
when a Spanish-speaking woman
misunderstood the directions for
taking isoniazid. The prescription
label stated to take the medication
"once" daily. But in Spanish
"once" means "eleven”. In the
show, the patient died from tak-
ing such an excessive dose. Real-
life examples of patients who have
had difficulty reading and under-
standing medication directions are

plcntlful.

But lest you believe that poor
health literacy 1s an isolated prob
lem with the elderly, disabled,
uneducated and certain soci0eco
nomic classes, here are some star
tling facts from the American
Medical Association's Health Lit
eracy Introduction kit (see http:/
www.ismp.org for more informa
tion). 1)more than 40% of pa
tients with chronic illnesses are
functioning illiterate; 2) almost a
quarter of all adult Americans read
at or below the fifth grade level
while medical information leaflets
are typically written at a 10th
grade reading level or above; 3)
only half of all patients take their
medication as directed; and 4) low
health literacy skills have in
creased our annual health care
expenditures by $73 billion
