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Changing Bandages
In a recent Fire Talk maga­

zine there was an article writ­
ten by George Burk entitled 
"Who’s Changed Your Ban­
dages".

It was so good that I thought 
I would share portions of it 
with you.

Mr. Burk recalled that he 
was the only survivor of a plane 
crash years ago in California.

A rancher found him, roll­
ing on the ground, on fire. With 
nothing else on hand, the 
rancher threw dirt on Burk un­
til he was extinguished, than 
got him help. Burk then spent 
89 days in Intensive Care and 
18 months in the ho.spitaI at Ft. 
Sam Houston in San Antonio. 
On 10 tK’casions, his family 
was told his demise was only 
hours away.

Thirty years later Burk was 
waiting to catch a plane in New 
York on his way home to Phoe­
nix when he was approached 
by a woman who asked him 
"are you Captain George Burk, 
by any chance".

She was one of the nurses 
who had changed his bandages, 
over and over during those ter­
rible days in ICIJ.

Burk continues about those 
people who we never really 
know, but they "change our 
bandages", making adifference 
in our lives.

That set me to thinking about 
those who have "changed my 
bandages, figuratively if not 
literally over the years.

There is the nurse whose 
name I shall probably never 
know in the recovery room af­
ter my first knee replacement. 
Uprincoming to, I experienced 
pain beyond anything I knew 
existed. I can remember this 
nurse cradling my head and 
crooning to me ” We re getting 
you help, honey, just hang on, 
it's going to be better in just a 
minute". Shortly afterwards, 
it was better. And, five months 
later, when 1 went back for the 
other knee ,this same woman 
took my hand and said "1 prom­
ise you aren't going to hurt this 
time nearly as bad, we told 
your doctor about it and he's 
taken care of i t ". Again, she 
was right. But I don't know 
who she was, I just know she 
"changed my bandages".

One day things were so 
grim here at the office, and it 
seemed that theie was no ray 
of light. My family had prob­
lems, the paper had problems 
and things were just awful. 
And, a young woman came m, 
put her arms around me and 
asked why I was so stressed. 
After listening for a moment 
she calmly said "You’ll be on 
my prayer list tonight, your 
family too." Without further 
ado, she dropped a kiss on my 
head and unselfconsciously 
left. She "changed my ban­
dages" in a way she will never 
fully appreciate.

There are so many people 
in the world who step in to 
help us, whether it is their job, 
or just their nature. I have a 
long list of those "bandage 
changers" who have made a 
difference in my life. Some of 
them good friends, som^ of 
them people I barely know 
and others people I will never 
see again.

Dedication, kindness,com- 
mitment, LOVE, characterizes 
all of the.se people. They are 
so special.

Texas parents have less 
than one month left to lock in the 
future cost of their children’s tu­
ition at this year’ prices for Texas 
colleges and universities. The 
Texas legislature created the fully 
guaranteed prepaid tuition pro­
gram to enable families to secure 
a child’s future college education 
costs, regardless of what happens 
to the cost of tuition, enrollees are 
guaranteed that their full tuition 
and required fees are paid.

The Texas Tomorrow Fund al­
lows parents to enroll their chil­
dren at any age. Regardless of 
when their child will enter college, 
parents pay today’s cost of a col­
lege education. The younger a

child is enrolled the lower the pay­
ments will be. For example, for a 
newborn, a four year college plan 
costs $15,131 as a one time pay­
ment or $132 a month until high 
school graduation.

Families can purchase contracts 
for public and private four year 
universities and junior and com­
munity colleges. They have the 
choice of buying contracts cover­
ing tuition from one to five years 
and have several payment options 
including annual or monthly pay­
ments, automatic bank drafts of 
payroll deductiohs.
