“War time" will be effective in Has-
kell Bunday morning. Practically all
of the clocks in the city will be set
forward one hour between sunset Sat-
urday and sunrise Sunday, causing ev-
erybody to “lose” one hour during the
night, The person who does not set
his clock forward and conform to the
new chronological schedule will be an
hour late wherever he goes,

This latest war measure has met
with the general approval of Haskell
citizens, and most people seem to be-
lieve that it is for the best Interests of
the country in time of peace as well
as war, Indications are that very
large firm and institution-and a
dividuals will “take time by the fore-
locks” and live an hour ahead of their
usual dally schedules as long as the
Government thinks it desirable. *

Indieations are that the Government
is Intending to make the new time sys-

Aprll, May, June, July, August, Septems
ber and October. It is stated that when
the clocks are advanced the time will
be designated as “summer time,” and
when the clocks are retarded—or at
normal sun time—the time will be
“normal time",

The new change of time will not ere-
ate any materinl desturbance, because
the people of this country usually regu-
| late thelr actions by clocks and watches
land not by the sun. As a matter of
fact few clocks and watches are regu-
luted in tima with the sun. The Uil
ted States has four different time gones,
Eastern time i{s one hour ahead of
Ffentral time, Central time is one hour
aliead of Mountain time and Mountain
time is one hour ahed of Pacifie time,

The law providing for this change of
time Is known as the “daylight saving
law,” and s expected to effect a save
