CUGAR CROP OF CUBA TO BE
DISTRIBUTED BY THE U. 8.
FOOD ADMINISTRATION.

Administrator Peden is advised by
Washington that the SBugar Equaliza-
tion Bourd has closed a contract with
the Cuban minister for the purchase
of the Cuban sugar crop at a price
basis of about $560 per hundred
pounds f.ob, Cuban ports. This pur-
chase is made on behall of the Ameri.
can, English, French and Italian gov-
ernments

The crop will be available in De-
cember, and its division between the
allles will be directed by the United
States Food Administration. These ar:
rangements, as was the case last year,
put ap end to all speculation in sugar
and assure an equitable distribution
between all allies and our own con-
sumers.

With the shortage of labor already
universally existent in the United
Biates owing to the demands of the
war ipdustries and with the prospects
of further inroads under the new 18-45
draflt regulations, there is a serious
question in the minds of producers
of our domestic beet and cane sugar
crops as to their ability to maintain
the normal rate of production this
nex! season

It is mos! prudent, advises the Food
Administration, to prepare for a re
duced production of our domestic beet
and cane crop. From our main sources
of supply, Cuba particulurly and also
Hawail and Porto Rico, comes reports
