can flag flying in the background.
Branches of olive and oak are
grasped in the hand of Liberty
which is outstretched,signifying
the besto.wal of liberty. The
otherside of the coin bears the
figure of an eagle purched on a
mountain craig.

The quarterdollar bears a figure
ot liberty on one side with an
olive branch in one hand and
shield on her arm. The other
sideof the coin shows the figure
of an eaglein flight.

Thedime has on one side the
headof liberty, with the winged
cap,while the other side is en-

graved with the bundle of rods
and battle axe, commonly known
as the "wasees."
