The
new card asks for a porkless Batur-
day, a meatless meal each day as well
as o mentless Tuesday; a wheatless
meal each day as well as &8 wheatless
Wednesday, and the refluction of sugar
to a monthly allowance of three
pounds per each person.

More than 10,000,000 families have
pledged themselver to make the food
go around—this pledge, unless we in-
terpret patriotism as mere lip loyalty
and insincere affectation, is.a pledge
to service as real as that of the sol
dier. The pledge card is not a mere
scrap of paper, but the pledge of the
American woman to ctand by the dec
larntion of war.

You can materially reduce sugar
consumption by reducing the use of
candy and swe drinks. We will
make every endeavor to see that the
country i{s provided with s supply of
household sugar on the basis of three
pounds of sugzar for each person per
month, Do not consnme more.

As the year 1917 passed us along to a new sea-
son, most of us find ourselves possessed of differ-
ent viewpoints from those entertained a year ago.
We are in war fighting lest civilization itself pass
beyond humanity’s grasp. As the months go by,
every thinking man realizes more and more that
the hour is at hand for our individual and collect-
ive resignation to the needs of our government.
Self sacrifice is now our key note and most of us
have reached that altitude where we can say to
our government: “Here I am with all I have; do
with me and mine as you will in the name of hu-
manity and victory.” Never before have men
shown the willingness as now to give of their cap-
ital and earnings for the good of the cause. It is
indeed a cold blooded man, if financially able,
who can now turn a cold shoulder to an appeal to
help support a worthy cause, be it charity, religion
or the government. Our men and our women are
not only giving of their money and time but they
are also coming to the forefront offering their
bodies as a living sacrifice in order that civiliza-
tion may be rescued from its devastating enemy.

One by one our boys by the million have started
on the road to the battle line in France, lost to

home and friends for a time and perhaps for good.

But they are not gone, there is the home tie that
goes out to them, making a connecting link be-
tween the old fireside and France There are the
father and mother and perhaps the little brother
and sister at home who have a keen personal in-
terest in the battle front. Thus as time advances
our people are being bound by closer patriotic
ties sealed with blood and kinship.

Not all are going to the front. Some of our
best patriots are staying behind because they can
do most good at home. It takes something be-
sides men in a battle line and a people at war with
war as the paramount issue must have the sup-
porting lines. An army must have food, clothing
and ammunition. And our patriots at home are
seeing that these things are supplied. They are
giving to the Red Cross, to theY. M. C. A, and to
other worthy mediums that are extending physi-
cal, moral and religious comfort to our soldiers.

Our citizenship, which may be called a citizen-
ship resigned to the will of our government, is ac-
cepting rules and regulations of the government
and is putting them into force regardless of opin-
ions and notions previously entertained. @ Men

distribution of foods have their shoulders to the

can stand. The same attitude is found in every
other line. Indeed we are fast working around to
a patriotism 100 per cent pure.

Men and women are working more and more
for the other fellow and consequently they are
happier and are therefore working harder. They
may be trying to make money as of old but in the
main they are not after it for hoarding purposes.
They are giving it up for taxes, they are giving it
to the downtrodden and to help our soldier boys.
As the war goes on they are going to give more.
Business wheels are flying as they never whirled
before. Men are working and schemine and
planning for business as they never did before.
They are confronted with a bigger job than they
ever had before but it has all been stripped of sel-
fishness and they are out now in the name of hu-
manity. They have learned it is more blessed to
give than to receive and they like the new busi-
ness,

In the fruit and produce field embracing pro-
ducers, distributors and middlemen generally the
ear marks of patriotism are pronounced. There
is a determination to raise the food and get it to
the consumer. It's a big job, it is a vital one and it
1s going to be handled in a patriotic way. Fruit
and produce people are voluntarily contributing
to the Red Cross, to all established local and na-
tional charities and religious work; they are
standing for heavy taxes and they are doing more.
Not content with the mere contributing when
called upon, the trade has started a job of its own,
namely, the supplying of our soldiers in France
with apples free of cost. They are putting this
over and this trade has also taken on as a side line
a very extensive work, the object of which is to
give relief to stricken women and children in Italy
Men and women in this and every other calling
are united on the one single objeet of vietory and
are resigned to stand for the sacrifice of all non-
essentials. Truly the year 1917 has been more
than kind in molding our one hundred million peo-
ple into one grand united patriotic army standing
back of the government
