With referenceto the abovestatement,a thor-
ough investigationrevealstwo causesfor the de-

ficit's being largerthis year than last.

First, the numberof scholasticsenrolled dur-
ing the 1919 censuswas more thantwo hundred
shortof that of the previousyear. As eachpupil
draws from $7.50to $9.00 from the state vary-
ing slightly in amount different years it will
readily be seen that this shortagesubstracted
over $2,000in statemoney from the school funds
this term. In contrastwith this lossof statemon-
ey standsthe fact that the influx of approximate-
ly 200 new pupils sincethe scholasticcensuswas
takenhascompelledthe employmentof four ex-

tra teachersover last year. Thesenew pupils do
not bring the district one cent of money during
the presentterm, yet they mustbe caredfor and
even compelled toattendour schools under the,
provisionsof theCompulsorySchoolLaw.

Second, two grave errors were made in the
matter of property equalization and assessment,
the result.of which hasbeento reducelocal school
tax money from $13,000 to slightly more than
$9,500. Of this, only $8,500 can be expectedin
time to relieve thepresentcrisis.Theother$1,000
canbe collectedonly underpressure.

The first errorwasmadein equalizingproperty
values last summer. The mistakewas made of
taking the rendition values asthe basisfor rais-
ing ratherthanthe assessmentvaluesof the pre-

viousyear. In manycasespropertywasrendered
to the amountof theprevious year'sassessment,
andtherewas no lossof funds in suchinstances.
But in many other casesproperty was rendered
much lower than the previous assessmentvalues
with the result that the Equalization Board's
raiseleft theownersto actuallypaylessthanever
before! For instance, one man owneda certain
pieceof property previously assessedat $7.,500.

Last,yearhe renderedit at $5,000. The Equali-
zation Board raised the rendition 40 per cent.

--This made the assessedvalue $7,000 $500 less
thanthepreviousyear!

But anevengravererrorwasmadein themat-
ter of assessingandcollecting school taxesafter
the Equalization Board's work was done. In
manycasesthe renditionvalueswere enteredon
the rolls insteadof the final values imposedby
the Equalization Board. In such case the man
above referred to as an example paid taxes on
$5,000 only-$2,5- 00 short of the just assessment
value!

Thesetwo errors, combinedwith the shortage
of statefunds hasnettedtheschoola lossof about
$6,000. Had it not been for theseerrors, even
with a per capita shortageof over $2,000 there
would have been no increasein deficit over last
year. . .

The committeefinds the matterof delinquent
taxesa seriousproblem. It believesthesetaxes
shouldbecollectedwithout show of fearor favor.
A subcommitteehasbeen appointed to investi-
gatethoroughlyandif necessaryemployattorney
to collect alldelinquents. It is notright thatsome
shouldbe askedto contributein addition to pay-
ing taxeswhile others refuseto pay their honest
dues.N
