Wisconsin,the "Dairy Denma-k- "

of America, is held up to the
dairymen of ihe country as the
model, the leader, tho "to be pat-

terned after" dairy State of the
Union. It isn't to be wondered
at, for carefully compiled statis-

tics reveal to us that Wisconsin
dairy products for 1915 were
worth a greatbig round hundred
million dollars.

During the sameyear the State
produced a good many other
crops corn, wnear, oais, uuncy
rye, hay, potatoes, grass, silage,
timothy seed,fruit and miscellan-

eouscrops,but no two crops put
togetherwould equal the dairy

productsof theState.
Tho best part of the story is

that Wisconsin's dairy cows fur-

nished the market and paid a

high price for many of the other
crops. The dairy cows in Wis

consin paid five million dollars for
silage. They paid fifty million

dollars for the grass grown on

Wisconsin hills, and paid good

pricesfor thegrain and hay pro-

duced on Wisconsin farms. In

Wisconsinthere are on an aver-ag-e,

nine cows to every farm, and

they are kept on 169,567 farms.
