Tho Consumer Pajs the Freight
The railway executives of the na-

tion, through their association, have
advised the consumers that any at-

tempt to advanceprices on accountof
tho recentraise in freight rates,should
be consideredprofiteering. Notwith-
standingthis warning, it is well under-
stood that some one must pay the
freight, and in the final analysts, the
consumer goes into his pocket and
squaresthe account.

An advance of 2ft to .15 per cent In
freight rates may figure only a few
cents on u pair of shoes sent direct
from the factory to the consumer, if
businesswas transacted in that man-
ner, which it isn't. By the time tho
consumer gets his shoes he has paid
several advances in transportation
charges. He pays the freight on the
hides to the tanner and on the bark
and other material used in the tan
ning ptocesa; he pays the freight on
the leather to the nnnufaeturerand on
the shoes to tho jobber and fiom there
to the wholesaler, perhaps,or in any
oent. to the letaller. All not only nihil
the lucre ised freight rate, but as they
do businesson the percentagebasis,an
additional chaige is made to cover the
linger investment. Any way you take
It. the consumer not only piys the
freight once, but from three to four
times. The marketing sjstem of farm
pioductsr is not the only sjstem that
needs levlsing. Tarni and H'auch.
