THE PROPOSEDAMENDMENT
RESOLUTION SUBMITTING AN AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITUTION

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the stateof Texas:

SECTION 1. That Section3 of Article VII of the Constitution be so amendedashereafterto read as follows:
Section 3.)

(Creating a new

SECTION 3. One-four- th of the revenuederivedfrom the State occupationtaxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) dollar on every
inhabitant of the State, betweenthe ages of twenty-on- e and sixty years, shall be setapart annually for the benefit of the public

taxation hereinnamedbe insufficient the deficit may be met by appropriation from the general funds of the State and the Leg-
islature may also provide for the formation of school districts.by generalor speciallaws without the local notice required in other
cases of special legislation ; and all such school districts, whethercreatedby generalor special law may embracepartsof two or
more counties. And the Legislature shall be authorized to pass laws for the assessmentand collection of taxes in all said
districts and for the managementand control of public schools of such districts, whether such districts are composedof territory
wholly within a county or in partsof two or morecounties. Andthe legislature may authorize an additional ' ad valorem tax to
be levied and collected within alll school districts heretofore formed or hereafter formed, for the further maintainance of
public free schools, and for the erection and equipment of school buildings therein; provided, that a majority of the qualified
property taxpaying voters of the district voting at an election tc be held for that purpose, shall vote such tax not to exceed
in any one year one ($1.00) dollar on the one hundred dollarsvaluation of the property subject to taxation in such district, but
the limitation upon the amount of school district tax herein authorizedshall not apply to incorporatedcities or towns constituting
separateand independentschool districts, nor to independent-o- r common school districts createdby generalor specialkw.

Upper Chamber of the British Parlla--
ment Well Worth a Viadt From

the Traveler.

As the ordinary stranger tnkvs his
seal In the gallery and Mirvoys the
house of lords, lie peesmuch to charm
ids eye, to kindle liN Imagination, ,md
even to Mlniillnlc Ills ene of rCer-cne-e,

wrliwj n correspondent of lhe
London Times. He feels humbled, If
not Intimidated by the almost rellgl
oils Mileinnes of the place. It Is
glowing In gold and colors. All the
glory of tho "tiger moth's deep

wings" gleams In Its splen-
did decorations. Yet there Is nothing
gorgeous In the scene. The subdued
light of n cathedral "dim and yel-

low," as Shelley found It In Mllnn
prevails, transforming things thnt
might otherwise strike upon the
sensct as gntjsh Into a delight to the
eye, .and nn Inspiration to the mind.
Everything heightens the Impression
thnt one Is In the benutlful chnpel of
an ancient cathedral rather than in
a modern legislative chamber.

The lofty stained-glas- s windows
have blue and crimson figures of the
kings nnd queens of England. Mot
of them were worldly minded men nnd
women, but like snlnts they look in
their antique garments,and theseem-
ing of rapt medltntton and ecstatic
Introspection on their faces. Between
the windows are pedestalson which
stand large bronzestatues of knights
In armor, grave and stern of aspect,
leaning on their naked swords and
lances. They recall times when the
battle of principles was fought not
with words of subtle-minde- d Rnd
rendy-tongue-d men In frock cont and
silk tint, but with sword nnd battle
axe, wielded by brawny soldiers on
prancing steeds.

FOUGHT WAR OVER LAP DOG

Matter of History That Conflict Be.
tween the Florentinesand Citizens

of Pita Began Thus.

One of the bitterest of tho minor
wars of history was fought over a
lap dog. In the thirteenth century n
Florentine e'mlssnry attending the cor-

onation ceremonies of Frederick II
saw nnd ndmlred n lap dog belonging
to h cnrdlnnl. The church ofllclal, not-
ing the admiration, promptly nssured
the Florentine thnt thedog was his.
and the emissary agreed to send for
It. The ambassadorfrom Pha saw
and admired the same dog, and wns
Just as promptly promised It on the
morrow. Roth men sent for the dog,
but the Florentine's servant, being
first, carried It away. The citizens of
Rome, hearing of the Incident, began
to,joke about It, nnd tho visiting Flor-
entines were especially vicious nbout
the mntter. Street fights began and
when news of the affair reachedPisa
the citizens seized nil the Florentine
shipping In the hay,

The war that followed was first of
a series thnt ended with PisaJailing
before the triumphant Florentines,
nnd the beginning of the "wane of
her power. The famouslennlng tower
of PIsn was only one skyscraperof n
score or more, although the others
hnve long since crumbled down. These
towers proved valuable In the attacks
of the Florentine army, but one by
one were overcome, nnd the first city
of the world to have n sky.scraper
skyline lost Its unique standing.

. No Snakes In Ireland.
It Is said that there are no snakes

In Irelnnd, but the story thnt they
were driven out by St. Patrick Is
probably babed more on hearsaythan
historical evidence. The phrase"Con-
cerningSnnkcs In Irelnnd," Is frequent-
ly quoted In connection with the abovo
htory, but the phrase Is Itself a mis-
quotation nnd had In reality nothing
to do with snakesIn Ireland. The orig-
inal phrnso does not refer to Ireland
nt all, but to Iceland. In n transla-
tion of Hnrcbnne's works, "Tho Nat-ur-

History of Iceland," published In
London In 17."S, chapter 42 Is headed
"Concerning Owls," nnd Is ns follows:
"There nre no owls of any kind In the
whole Island." Chapter 72 is en-

titled "Concerning Snakes," nnd tho
entire chapter Is ns follows: "No
snnkes of any kind nre to ho met with
throughout the whole of the Island."
The application of tho phrnso to Ire-
land probably at ,tlrst arose from a
printer's error. New Orleans

extended use by telegraph companies,
pressassociationsnnd railroads. The
printing telegraph consistsessentially
of a sending Instrument,equipped with
a keyboard similar to that of n type-
writer, electrically connected with a
receiving Instrument In such a man-
ner thnt the latter automatically re-
produceswhat Is typewritten on the
sendingInstrument.Without the print-
ing telegraph It would have been dif-
ficult or Impossible to handle the In-

creasedtelegraph businessduring the
'great war.

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Chicken Salad lioll the chicken until
It i tender and cut in small pieces:
cut also the whites of a dozen hard
boiled eggs; add chopped cabbage and
celery in equal quantities; pound the
yolks of the eggs tine and add '2 table-
spoons of sugar and butter, 1 teaspoon
of mustard, with pepper nnd salt to
taste. Finally, add half a teacup of
good vinegar. Mix thoroughly.

Sour CreamTarts Make the fillings
as follows: Beat the jolks of 4 egga
until light. Add 1 tablespoonof flour,
--.- '! cup each of thick sour cream and
hot water, 1-- cup of sugar,a pinch of
salt and 2 teaspoon of cinnamon.
Cook In u double holler until thick and
smooth and pour into baked tart shells.
Hake In a hot oren a few minutes until
the tilling is firm.

Corn Soup Cook one can of corn in
2 cups of boiling water 20 minutes.
then pressthrough a colander. Cream
together 4 level tablespoonsof flour
and addto corn and cook until thick
uud smooth. Doll 5 minutes, then add
this to 1 quart of scalded milk with
enough onion juice to flavor. Season
with suit and pepper.

Pumpkin Pie 2 eggs, 1-- 2 cup sugar,
1 cup stewedpumpkin, 1-- 4 teaspoonall-
spice, 1-- 4 teaspoon cloves, 1 2 cups
milk, 4 teaspoon ginger. Beat the
eggs,,add to them the sugar, the pump-
kin and the spices. Beat It thoroughly
and then add the milk and mix thor-
oughly; then bake in u crust of pie
paste.

PannedTomatoes Cut firm toma-
toes In halves.

powder. Mix and luke the same as
light bread.

Tapiocaand Cocoanut Pudding One
cup tapioca'soakedovernight, 1 quart
milk, j oiks of 4 eggs, whites of 2, 1
cup sugar, 2 tablespoonsgrated cocoa-nu-t;

Mnke frosting of
whites 2 eggs,.! tablespoons grated
cocoanut; spread over pudding when
baked. Set n oven until a light brown.

But, the flavor Is nil In
the cooking. If Hamburg steak is put
into a very hot pan and fried smoking
not as quickly as onecan do It, it will
come out of the processwith that deli-clo-

flavor which we all enjoy In
other well cooked beefsteak.
