BOLL WEEVILS WORK IN WET
WEATHER—SO MUST FARMER

——
If yon expect to whip the boll weevil

in n fuir tight, you have got to show
as much energy as he does, which means
thut though the operation may be both
ditienlt and unpleasant, poisoning must
be done even when the plants are wet
amd the ground muddy, so suys the Unit.
ed Ntates Depurtment of Agriculture,
with regard to polsoning the weevils
with calelum arsenate. The Depart-
ment has found that, during the eriti-
cul stage, the poisoning should be done
at Intervals of about four days, Two
or three applications, made In good
wenther, may have got the weevils un-
der control, Then there comes a rainy
spell and the farmer lets the time
for polsoning puss while he walts for
falr wenther, Bul that is exactly the
time when the weevil Is the buslest.
The numbers are likely to Increase so
rapidly that the control already gained
s lost. In that event, the weevils ln-
flicts about as much damage as if no
poisoning had been done and the far-
mer loses, Li addition, what he has
spent  in poisoning operations,  The
only way to preveut that sort of result
is to let wet weather interfere as little
as possible with poisoning operations,
Stick to the schedule, the department
says, regardiess of weather conditions.

The department realizes of course,
that polsouing cannot be done In pour-
ing ruin but the farmer, the speciallats
urge, shoulld take advaniage of the
euarliest opportunity to get back into
the field ufter the rain, that he should
make every effort to get the cotlton
again dusted regularly, even though
fair weather does not seem certain. He
can afford. they say, to put on polson
even in unsettled weather.
