The absence or illness of one or more
offleers of a cordporation will not be
nceepted as u rensonnble cause for full-
ure to file the return within the pre-
seribeld time, unless it is satlsfactorily
showi that there were no other princi-
pil officers avalluble and sufficiently
informed ax to the affairs of the cor-
poration to make and verify the return,

As a condition of granting an exten-
gion of time for filing a return, the
collector may reguire the submission of
i tentative return, Tentative returus
will not be neeepted unless permission
ix obtained previous to filing. A copy
of the authority for filing the tentative
return must be attached thereto when
filed. When a taxpayer files a tentu-
tive return und falls to file a vomplete
return within the period of extension
requested by him, the complete return
when filed Is subject to penalties pre-
seribed for delinguency.

If before the end of a J-day ex-
tension granted by the collector, an ac-
curdte return cannot be made, an ap-
peal for a further extension must be
made to the commissioner of laternal
Revenue, Washington, D, C,, with a t.ull
recitnl of the causes for delay. The
commissioner will not grant an addi-
tional extension without a clear show-
ing that a complete return capmot be
mude at the end of the 30-day periml.
For failure to file a return on time, the
tuxpayer becomes linble to a penalty of
not more than $1,000 and a further
penaity of 25 per cent of the amount
of tax due, unless he later files a return
aml it 1s satisfactorily shown that the
delinquency was due to a reasonable
cuuse and not to wilful neglect,

Rallway Workers on East Indian Lines
Burely Need Not Complain of
the Monotony.

At lonely spots on the Madras rall
way, In Indin, may be seen small stone-
bullt huts with Iron gates. They are
referred to by rallway men as “tiger
boxes."

The object of these little cabins Is
to afford protection for pointsmen
and other workers agalnst the tigers
that frequent the jungles In the vleln-
ity.

These feroclous animals have in the
past manifested a peculiar taste for
rallway men, and it was found neces-
sary to place retreats at the more
Isolated parts of the track. In each
but I8 placed half a gallon of water
and a rough bunk,

In East Africa rallway workers use
monkeys to warn them of the pres-
ence of llons and other wild beasta.

tions, They scream when they scent
the approach of lions,

On the Uganda line, a telegraph op-

He wired the
information down the line, and a loco-
motive carrylng a crack shot was sent
to drive the animals away.
