Moist, succulent meat 

beneath a crips, golden 
brown skin has long made 
roast chicken a popular East 
Texas mealtime favorite. 
Proper roasting seals in 
most of the flavor-packed 
juices and preserves the 
valuable protein without 
adding appreciable calorie 
laden fat.

Wash and pat dry an ap­
proximately four pound 
broiler-fryer. Rub inside and 
out with butter. Salt and 
pepper the interior cavity. 
Place on a rack in a low, 
uncovered roasting pan and 
put into a pre-heated 450 
degree oven. Reduce the 
heat at once to 350 degrees. 
Roast the chicken about 20 
minutes per pound. After the 
first 20 minutes in the oven, 
baste frequently with pan 
juices, or as there is not 
much pan juice from a four 
pound chicken, use one cup 
chicken broth and Vi cup 
melted butter. Frequent 
basting is the secret to the 
crisp skin and the preserved 
juiciness.

The chicken is done when a 
leg moves easily and the skin 
is a beautiful dark golden 
brown. Remove from the 
oven and let cool slightly 
before slicing. A traditional

be to place the slices of roast 
chicken on top of a pan of 
corabread dressing and bake 
until the dressing gains a 
slight, golden crustiness.

Just once, at least, try 
serving slices of the roast 
chicken with your favorite 
tossed green or fruit salad 
and vegetables. I, for some 
reason, lean towards English 
peas cooked with just a hint 
of mint and Cooper Penny
