price squeeze or face other
financial difficulty beyond
their control,;; Stroud said.
“In other words, the loans
are for a financial
emergency rather than a
natural disaster such as a
drought or flood.”

The Economic Emergency
or “EE” program was in
operation from 1978 to 1981,
when it expired. But,
Congress re-authorized the
program, and it is being
reopened by order of a U.S.

District Court judge in
Washington, D.C., Stroud
said.

“Under the program,

loans will be available to
farmers who are suffering
an economic emergency
through no fault of their
own. They must show that
they have tried un-
successfully to get a loan
from another source before
coming to FmHA and that
they can repay the loan over
a period of time, depending
on the use of the funds. The
funds can be used to finance
debts and related uses,”
Stroud said.

“The interest rate for
direct loans will fluctuate
with the cost to the gover-
nment of borrowing
money,” Stroud said. “The
interest rates for guaran-
teed loans, which are made
by commercial lenders and
backed by the government,
are negotiated between the
borrower and lender.

20,000 pounds GVW. In
addition, the Class C
designation permits the

operation of a bus with a
maximum seating capacity
of 23 passengers not in-
cluding the driver. Standard
operator licenses issued
under the old law will be
converted automatically to
Class C permits upon
renewal or issuance of a
duplicate license.

The Class B license will
allow the holder to drive all
Class C vehicles plus single
vehicles with a GVW ex-
ceeding 24,000 pounds and
buses with a capacity of 24
or more passengers.
Motorcycles and mopeds are
excluded.

Class A permits allow
operation of any vehicle or
combination of vehicles
including those listed for
Classes B and C. Mopeds
and motorcycles are ex-
cluded. Commercial and full
chauffeur licenses issued
nder the old statute will be
converted automatically to
Class A permits upon
renewal or issuance of a
duplicate license.

The Class M designation
| allows the holder to operate
motorcycles, motor-driven
cycles and mopeds.

The road test must be
taken with a vehicle which
meets the specific
requirements of the license
class for which the person is
applying.

Drivers who have no
moving violation convictions
over a four year period and
who also have no physical
limitations are eligible to
renew their licenses by
mail. To qualify for mail in
renewal, a driver must first
receive a DPS form in the
mail. This application
should be mailed back to the
department within one week
after it is received. When
the license is renewed, the
driver will be sent a
validation card which must
be carried with the old
license. A vision test and
new photograph will not be
required for mail in
renewals. Drivers who
receive mail in renewal
forms may also visit a
driver license office and
renew their licenses ac-
cording to the standard
procedure  which will
require them to be
photographed and have their
vision tested.

The fee for a provisional
license is computed at $2.50
per year until the driver’s
eighteenth birthday with a
minimum fee of four dollars.
The cost of a duplicate
license is three dollars.
