PAYMENT OF POLL TAXES OF
THE HUSBAND WIFE

County T.ix Collector. Chus. M. Con-

ner, reports quite bit of confusion
resulting from the recent passageof
the law requiring the payment of
Poll Tax by both the husbandand wife.
The following letter received from Lou
A. Smith Is on this
questiou:

Either Foil Tux can be paid
the payment of the other, and oue

or both Poll Taxes may be paid with

r

out the payment of the Ad Valorem
Tax, but the Ad Valorem Tax cannot
be puld unlessboth Poll Taxes assess
ed therewith arc also paid.

The husbandmay pay the Poll Tux
of his wife und receivea receipt there-
for: In like manner, the wife may pay
the Poll Tax of her husband and re
ceive a receipt therefor. No .order is
reuulrcd on the part of the husband
or wife for the paymentof the Poll Tax
of the other, irrespective or wnetner
or not they reside in a city of Ten
Thousandinhabitants.

If residing iu a city of Teu Thousand
inhabitants or more, either the hus
band or wife must appear in personfor
the paymentof Poll Taxes. if not re-

siding in a city of Ten Thousand
Inhabitants or more, either the husband
or the wife may, by written order, au
thorize some other person to pay oue
or both Poll Tuxes,but in eachInstance
the receipt or receipts must be sent to
the husbandor wife.

The laws of this State now levy a
Poll Tux against a woman the same
as against a man, and tbepayment of
tho woman's Poll Tax is just as ob-

ligatory as that of the man, and their
community property can be held for
tbe payment of both Poll Taxes. The
State'sHen against the community
property cannot be avoided by making
a,separateassessmentof the Poll Tax-Artic- le

7630, RevisedStatutes, 1911,
reads as follows:

"All real and personalproperty held
or owned by any person in this Stat
shall be liabto for all State and County
Uses due by the owner thereof, In-

cluding taxes on real estate, personal
property and Poll Tax; and the col-

lector of taxes shall lery on any per
sonal or real property to be found In
his county to satisfy all delinquent
taxes, any law to tbe contrary not
wltlMtaadlnf."

PAYMENT OF POLL TAX IS
, A LEGAL OBLIGATION

The following statement from the
ollice of Comptroller Lou A. Smith re-
garding the payment of a Poll Tax
corrects an erroneousImpression held

'Jiy Mime people that the payment of
u poll ta ! unnecessaryunless the
party paying the samedesires to vote.
The statement as given out appears
below: I

Kiom letters received from this De-
partment. It appearsthat many persons
subject to the payment of a Poll Tax, '

rare under he impression they should
not bo ietilred to pay the unless
they intend to vote. j

itelleving that, if all such persons
'clearly uuder.stood that thepaymentof
a Poll Tax is not optional or dependenti

I
upon their Intentions with respect to

I voting but that It is a legal obligation!
rixeU y the laws of our State and that
$1.(K out of every Poll Tax goes to the
Public Free Schools to educateour cull-dte- n.

no one would desire not to pay
his Poll Tax mid, feeling that the In
formation given below will he of assist-
ance to some Collectors, especially
those who are new in office, In making
clear to inquiring persons the effect
of the Poll Tax laws, we are sending
this letter to every Collector in the
State.

A Poll Tax is not levied merely for
the privilege of voting. It is a tax
fixed by lnw, one-thir- d of which Is for
General Revenue purposes and two-thir- ds

for Free School purposes,and
must be paid irrespective of whether
or not the person against whom it is
levied desires to vote.

A person does not have to he a citi-
zen or the United States to be liable
for a Poll Tax. An alien is required
to pay a Poll Tax if he has been In
the State since January 1st. preceding
the Poll Tax levy, but ouly native
born or uuturallzed citizens of the
I'nited Statescan vote.

The paymeut of a $1.00 School Poll
Tux has been required since 1870.
this luw was amendedin 1882 by en-
actment requiring the levy of an an-
nual Poll Tax of 1.50 for the benefit
of Free Schools and SO cents for Gen-
eral Itevenue purposes. It was sot
until the November election u 11002
that the present law, providing that
a voter, who is subject to pay a Poll
Tax, shall have paid the samebefore
he offers to vote, was enacted. Con-
sequently, it can redlly be seen that
the paymentof a Poll Tax was required
under thelaws of this State long before
It was made a necessary
to qualify a person to vote, but the
obligation fixed by law, requiring a
person to pay a Poll Tax Is uot con-
ditional nor dependentupon whether
or not such a person inteuds to vote
in Borne subsequentelection.

Therefore,a person'sintention not to
vote, or the fact that he is not a quali-
fied voter, in no way relieveshim from
the payment of a Poll Tax; and the
amendmentto Artlclo 7arJ, Chapter 0,
Acts. Fourth f'ullnil M!H, i ,..
Islalure, makes this lnw nppllpablo' to
