Over three hundred students in the
College of Arts attained during the
winter term recently ended, the high
scholastic averageentitling them to a
place (Hi the honor roll, (tallies Post,
son of Mr. and .Mrs. II. S. Post of tills
city was given particularly high rank
.as being In the first one per cent. Onlv
thirty-on- e students in the entire Col-
lege of Arts attained this high rating.

In constructing this honor list ac-
count Is taken of the numberof courses
passed,as well as of the gradesmade.
